It wasalmost 12 years ago, but | remember
quite clearly when our nation was gripped with
one of itsfirst and most horrific school shooting
experiences. Twelve students and one teacher
werekilled at Columbine High in Littleton,
Colorado, along with 24 other injuries, before
the two gunmen then proceeded to kill them-
selves. Asan educator, | remember feeling so
shocked that a chill ran down my spinewhen |
heard the details of what happened on April 20,
1999. Asa Catholic, | remember praying for
the families of the victims and for those whose
liveswere cut so short and so senselessly. Asin-
formation cameforth on that fateful Tuesday,
the world would not forget one high school stu-
dent in particular, Cassie Bernall, ajunior at
Columbine. Shewas atypical teenager going
about her day; when a classmate aimed a gun at
her and asked her if she believed in God. The
perpetrators had already killed a few of their
classmates befor e taunting the others, asking
them if they believed in God. Cassiewasthe
onebravegirl who stood up and said, “Yes’,
and shewill beremembered for her courage
and faith when confronted with a choice be-
tween love and hate, good and evil. Cassie said,
"Yes!" Thisinnocent teenage girl, who never
imagined losing her lifein such a dreadful cir-
cumstance, isremembered for her unwavering
faith. Sheheroically told thetruth, at the mo-
ment of truth. In 2002, her family created a
webpage in honor of her memory, aswell asa
Christian organization devoted to the same be-
liefsin Christ that Cassie held her entirelife.
Ironically enough, her favorite quote from
scripturewaswritten by St. Paul: " Now | have
given up on everything else - | found it to be the
only way to know Christ and to experience the
mighty power that brought Him to life again, and
to find out what it really meansto suffer and to
die with Him, and so, somehow, to attain to the
resurrection from the dead." The person whom
Cassielisted in her high school yearbook as her
role model was Jesus. And her favorite book of

all timewasthe Holy Bible. Some people may
say that thereis nothing we can learn from
such a senselesstragedy, but | believethereis
much we can learn about truefaith from the
late Cassie Bernall. How many of us could
have experienced what she went through and
still had thefaith to do what she did?

Faith isa quality that must be tested to be
formed. To be persistent in our faith, means
that we must bewilling to see God in all things,
whether in the midst of our suffering or in the
joy of each new day to come. Liketheblind
man in today’s Gospel, we must have enough
faith to ask God for what we need and believe
that wewill receiveit. Jesusknew that this
man would glorify God. He knew all aspects of
hisfaith: from hisbelief that He wasthe Son of
God, to his persistencein hissupplication, to
histhankfulness and rgjoicing afterward. And
part of asking in faith also includes our reac-
tion, after God has given uswhat we have
asked for —what isour response? Jesushas
given usthe pear| of great price— our salva-
tion! Yet weforget so often to givethanksto
Him. We misstoo many opportunitiesto give
thanks when we do not know how many we
have left. We seewith our eyes, and yet many
of uswalk blindly in spirit. Wefail to recog-
nizethat God is present in everything that we
do. TheLord isfound in theway our words
encourage others, the kindness we show to
those in need, the patient and gentle way we
raise our children in faith, and all theincredi-
ble things we ar e capable of doing with thetal-
entsthe Lord has given to each of us. But if we
fail to listen to Him, then we choose to listen to
the crowd, instead of crying out again and
again, " Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me."

...I1t wasHelen Keller who once spoke, " The
best and the most beautiful thingsin thisworld
may not be seen or even touched. But they are
felt within theheart." So et usfeel Christin
our heart, and see Him with our inner eye of
faith. Lord Jesus, open the eyes of our heartsto
see and under stand thefullness of lifein You.
