Our
preparation should give us the peace the world
can’t, because with it comes the knowledge Christ
has prepared a place for us in Heaven where there
is no pain or sorrow and where we will be
surrounded by the light of His love.

Pray for peace and justice for Ukraine
An Appeal of the Ukrainian Catholic Bishops of
the United States:

“Herod is going to search for the child to destroy him”
(Mt 2,13)

In our Eastern Christian Christmas traditions, we
rejoice and celebrate that “God is with us,” singing the
praises of the Prince of Peace in hymns and carols. Yet
as we reread the Nativity account, we encounter the
homelessness of the Mother of God, the anguish of
Joseph, and the refugee status of the newborn
Jesus. Herod appears, a homicidal tyrant craving
hegemony, who massacres innocent children in
Bethlehem in order to kill the Messiah— a vivid image of
the lust for power. Herod’s determination to
dominate was so overpowering that he even
murdered three of his own sons. The Holy Infant
bringing salvation to all was a menace to a tyrant
pathetically clinging to his self-importance.

During the Christmas season, some 100,000 Russian
troops have been positioned on three sides of Ukraine: a
nascent democracy, a country on a pilgrimage to
freedom and dignity from the fear of a totalitarian past in
which 15 million people were killed on Ukrainian
territory.

Today, the world watches and wonders: Are religious
liberty, a free press, a robust public debate, and
accountable government in a sovereign state to be
punished through the escalation of an invasion that
began in 20147 Is the Ukrainian people’s exercise of
their God-given dignity a threat to a modern Herod’s
thirst for power and hegemony?

This is a question of life and death, as nostalgia for an
empire lost has led to senseless slaughter and immense
suffering throughout Ukraine.

God-given human dignity and freedom threaten rulers
who seek to dominate others, build empires, enslave,
and colonize. Those with the audacity to resist, who dare
to move from the fear of totalitarianism to freedom and
dignity are mercilessly punished.

“A voice was heard in Ramah, sobbing and loud
lamentation; Rachel weeping for her children, and she
would not be consoled, since they were no
more.” (Mt 2,18) After eight years of war initiated by
Russia, Ukraine has lost a substantial part of its
territory.14,000 people, including children, have been
killed, 1.5 million have been internally displaced, several
hundred thousand agonize near the frontline, and
millions suffer from post-traumatic stress. There are

400,000 traumatized Ukrainian veterans of the Russian
war and thousands who have lost their loved-ones.

How long will this continue? How many more
shattered families, destitute widows and orphans,
grieving parents and grandparents? How many more
destroyed churches, mosques, and synagogues, schools
and hospitals, roads and bridges, homes and apartment
buildings, factories and airports? How many more
homeless, jobless, and impoverished millions forced to
flee their country? How much more mindless,
devastating pillaging by foreign-controlled organized
crime? How many more devious, paralyzing international
cyberattacks? How much more torment of freedom
loving citizens and torture of prisoners seized by
terrorists? When will this stop?!

Since February 2014, when more than 100 peaceful
protestors were killed in cold blood in the heart of Kyiv,
Ukraine’s capital, to quash demands for dignity,
Ukrainian society has lived under a cloud of mourning
and grief. Every city and town, and hundreds of villages,
have fresh graves—sons and sisters, husbands and
daughters, fathers, and grandfathers who gave their lives
for what God promises to every human being: freedom
and dignity.

The war in Ukraine is real. It kills, maims, and destroys
daily.

Pray. Pray for peace and justice in Ukraine. God is the
Lord of history and the Lover of Humankind. His grace
changes the most hardened hearts. Ukraine was brutally
invaded, its territory annexed, the society traumatized.
May God convert the promoters of violence. May God
protect Ukraine and its people from further harm.

Be informed. Know the facts and fight falsehood in a
post-truth public debate being warped by Russian
disinformation. Inform others. The world cannot look
away; you should not look away. Seek and share the
truth, which gives authentic freedom and wisdom.

Support. There is a huge humanitarian crisis in
Ukraine. People near the frontline often lack the basics—
clean water, food, clothes, medicine. Heal the wounds.

The View From Up Here (January 30, 2022)

“Who shall climb the mountain of the Lord....?”

Christ is Born! Glorify Him!

My Dear Fellow-Climber on the Holy Mountain,

Over the years, and with the many letters | have
written to you, by now you know a lot about me. You
certainly know | often write about how visible God is
for me in nature, even right in our own backyard.
This evening | was out for a walk around the
neighborhood. A light snow is falling, the
temperature is a beautiful 9 degrees Fahrenheit, and
with the slight wind out of the north, the “real feel”
temperature is minus 19! Yikes, wear your snuggies
and don’t put your tongue on the flagpole!! But it
was so spectacular! The snow is crunchy beneath
one’s feet, the air is fresh and clean and the
nighttime sky is absolutely gorgeous. How can our
thoughts not turn to our God, the Divine Artist and
our Amazing God who made and fashioned it all?!!
Indeed the hand of the Creator is visible for all who
would see! | know I've written the following words
more than once in these letters to you, but all | can
say is, “How great are Your works, O Lord!
In Wisdom You have made them all!”
(Ps. 103:24) O EMMANUEL!!

If the sights are so beautiful here,
what must heaven be like?!!! We
even know the answer to that, don’t
we? “Eyes have not seen, nor ears
heard, nor has it entered into the heart
of man, the things which God has ‘
prepared for those who love Him.”

| remember when we were in the beautiful parish
of Holy Protection in Niagara Falls. In that church
was a carillon on which, besides the bells playing,
we also were able to play hymns and carols. Before
and after the service we would play the music of the
season which could be heard in the church, but also
throughout the neighborhood. | often wondered
what the neighbors were thinking when they heard
the Christmas music at the end of January! “Crazy
Byzantines....they forgot to change their
tape!” Or, “Whoever heard of
Christmas music at this time?!” Or
maybe, just maybe, someone heard it
and said, “What a glorious sound to
still hear the Carols of Christmas!”
¥ And so we will be celebrating the

Nativity and singing and hearing those
g beautiful songs of the season to lift us
up, to comfort us, to give us hope, and also
to lift up all those who will hear and join in with us.
“Hey world: CHRIST IS BORN! Glorify Him!” Our God
has come to save us and walk among us and we
need to be still and listen to Him! He is Here!

January is all but gone now and soon these
sounds will be changed to another season as we
continue our journey up the mountain. According to
the “new calendar” on this January 30 we celebrate
the memory of The Three Holy Bishops, and in
addition, we will be seeing another of those
“markers” of our yearly spiritual journey. January
30, 2022 is “The Sonday of Zaccheus” on our church
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calendar. Yep, it's that time again...the little guy is
about to climb up that oI’ Sycamore tree and meet
Jesus face to face! All of us will be reflected in the
person of Zaccheus-whatever he is, whatever he
does, so are we; so we do!

We know, when we hear this gospel reading and
the powerful message of this 32" Sonday after
Pentecost, itis now time to add thoughts of the Great
Fast to our prayer life. Yes, thoughts of the Great
Fast, Holy Lent, come to us even though it is still
Christmas! This time of the church year is what is
often referred to as “The Great Overlap.” It is very
beneficial to our journey when it happens like this
because it shows us very clearly the continuing and
saving plan of our God for each and every one of us.
Nativity, Circumcision, Zaccheus, Encounter, and
then the Sondays of preparation, and finally the
beginning of the Great Fast. This is where we are
today! This is truly a pmws ;
Blessed Time!  With
Zaccheus we will climb the
sycamore with a burning
desire “to see the Lord.”
As His gaze penetrates to
the very depth of our soul,
let us hear those precious
words from Him: “Today
salvation has come to this —
house!” To you and to me! God with us forever' We
with God forever! There is always GOOD NEWS!!

This year the Fast begins on February 28; Flowery
Sonday is April 10; Pascha is April 17. Those who
pray according to the Julian calendar are one week
later with these special Sondays as their Pascha is
April 24. Now let our thoughts turn to the upcoming
time of prayer and repentance, of the Great Metanoia
as we begin with “the desire to see the Lord” on this
Zaccheus Sonday.

Everyone who has any knowledge of the NFL has
been and continues to watch the end of the present
season. Who will be the Super Bowl winners?! The
media and the fans have been wild with excitement
as the teams have been taking their weekly steps to
the final goal. It seems the only “important” recent
news has been about the football playoffs. That story

is at the beginning of every news cast and at the end!
An asteroid could be on the verge of crashing into
the earth, but in a “football town”, that news would
stay secondary to: “Who won the game?” When as
priest, 1 observe the incredible dedication and
concern for a football team, | can’t help but wonder
what a church would be like if some of the
enthusiasm of a sports fan could be brought to
church! What if a person was so on fire with God and
His church that he would talk about it for hours,
listen to others talk about it, read about it and watch
it on television or internet?!! Then he would be at
“the Stadium” the parish church as early in the day
as he could every time the “team”, the priest and
congregation were “playing-praying”! Look how
“the fans” gather at the stadium days and hours
before each game spending hours and hours there
in all kinds of weather...bone-chilling cold, wind,
: rain, bright sunshine or
whatever. They put up with
all kinds of discomfort and
unpleasantness to
celebrate “the team.” All
for earthly pleasure and
glory and soon to be
™ forgotten by most. Who
== won last year's Super
— S Bowl? But the “church
fan” comes in just as the priest opens the Royal
Doors, or even later, and demands “nothing more
than an hour”. No enthusiasm, no spirit! What if we,
as followers of the Lord became truly part of the
team and game?! We could strive for the goal line-
heaven and help to get the team to that prize and
great trophy of victory, namely eternal life. Yes, we
play, we watch sports, we enjoy it and that’s ok, but
it is earthly, passing away stuff, really meaningless
for eternity. We must be like Martha and Mary in St.
Luke’s Gospel and know what is important and know
what the real priorities of life are! He said to Martha
(to us all): “Martha, Martha you are anxious and
upset about many things, but only one thing is
necessary. Seek first the Kingdom of heaven!” Look
at the sycamore tree....the Lord is coming bringing
salvation! God is with us! Z Nami Boh!
