From the desk of Fr. Ray Palko

Christ is Born! Glorify Him! 
Glory to Jesus Christ! Glory Forever! 
 

Dear ____________________________ , 
 (Your name right here, for your very own personal letter)  

 

Are you warm yet? Brrr…..sure has been some 
frosty cold days, huh? Now we know about those 
winters our Moms and Dads experienced in the old 
days. Hang in there, it’ll only be six more weeks at 
the most, and then we can say spring is here. 

As a matter of fact, it can be a lot less than six 
weeks, depending on the prognostication of good ol’ 
“Punxutawney Phil.” You remember that pudgy little 
rodent down there in Pennsylvania, don’t you? By 
the way, “Punxutawney Phil” is the original 
groundhog forecaster, and according to his 
handlers, 100% accurate. Around here there’s 
“Dunkirk Dave” and a few other imposters, but we 
know Phil is the real deal!  On Sunday February 2, 
sometime shortly after 7am “Phil” will emerge from 
his burrow. Legend has it that if it is a cloudy day, 
spring is right around the corner. However, if it is a 
sunny day, the little guy will see his shadow, become 
frightened by it, and scoot back into his cozy 
underground home. And that means there will be six 
more weeks of winter. So I guess we’re hoping for a 
very cloudy day on Sunday. That is, unless you 
thoroughly enjoy this time of the year, and for sure, 
there are people who do enjoy the cold and snow. No, 
no, I don’t mean the “snowbirds” down in Florida, 
who like to watch the weather reports and say, “Look 
at all that beautiful snow up there!” Happy winter to 
the skiers, ice fishermen and snowplow drivers, 
although I’ve heard that even some of those guys are 
getting very tired. Winter certainly can be very 
beautiful, that is, unless it’s trying to kill you! ☺ 

It’s been cold and snowy, and, sometimes very 
cold and very snowy, but I’m glad it’s like this. Winter 
weather in winter is the way it’s supposed to be. We 
actually ask for that in our Liturgy when we pray, “For 

seasonable weather……let us pray to the Lord.” 
Remember March of 2012 when it got spring-like for 
about two or more weeks? The trees bloomed, 
flowers popped up out of the ground, and then it got 
very cold again and killed all of them. It was a poor 
summer and fall that year without the local cherries, 
apples, pears and other luscious fruit.  Of course it 
drives the ‘global warming people’ crazy. Makes one 
wonder where Mr. Gore is these days, and what kind 
of poems and books he’s writing now.  

No matter what, winter will be one week shorter for 
Presbytera Joanne and me this year. Last week we 
returned from a very fast week as passengers aboard 
the Holland America ship ms Westerdam. Thanks 
God, we had a wonderful trip in every aspect from 
start to finish. There was not one case of the nasty 
norovirus reported, and of course, the 7 days 
absolutely flew by. We departed Buffalo on a very 
cold, sunny day, and returned the week later, landing 
in a blizzard! Aha, but the time in between was 
certainly a respite from winter and was absolutely 
glorious! The entire vacation was Fourth of July in 
January! 

We arrived home on a Southwest flight, and as you 
may know, they are kind of informal as a company 
and like to joke and banter with the passengers. Our 
landing was one of those that seemed to take forever. 
Once the pilot announced that we were on our final 
approach to Buffalo, it was instruments all the way. 
For about 10 or 15 minutes there was nothing to be 
seen but the snow-filled clouds. The cabin was 
completely quiet, except for an occasional rosary 
bead rattling (or the swish of a chotki) as some good 
people prayed for a safe landing. Once we landed and 
came to a stop the pilot had the intercom on and he 
was heard exhaling deeply and releasing a big 
“Whew!” That brought a few nervous chuckles and 
then a great round of applause. I’ll tell you…if I could 
be half the priest that guy is a pilot, I could be Pope! 
☺ ☺ 

Our Good God has certainly given us many, many 
earthly delights and we were able to enjoy the beauty 
of His glorious creation over and over again. I did find 
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traces of that long-lost Byzantine community 
down there who may be in need of a priest. I 
think, however, it definitely will require several 
more future visits to thoroughly assess the 
situation and find the rest of them. Only kidding, 
I have no plans to leave you just yet. ☺ ☺ 

For now it’s back to “reality,” although I 
thought every moment from Florida south was 
pretty real. Good to go….good to be home. We 
missed our babies and all of “my people.” We 
remembered you in our prayers every day, but in 
a special way at the old, beautiful Cathedral of St. 
John the Baptist in San Juan, Puerto Rico. We 
also know you were praying for us as we truly 
felt your prayer several times. 

It was quite easy to pray on board. Actually, at 
times it was like being on a retreat. There was a 
group of over 900 Christians (almost half the 
passengers) who came from all over the US and 
Canada to hear and study Gospel music. They 
are such kind, gentle and edifying folk, and it was 
a real pleasure to be with them. I can’t tell you 
how many times we walked by a table and saw 
them join hands as they unashamedly offered 
their prayers of thanksgiving. The name of their 
trip was “Inspiration,” and they were, without a 
doubt, an inspiration for us.  

We choose to travel Holland America because 
on every trip there is an assigned Catholic priest 
aboard as part of the crew. The assigned priest 
was a retired pastor from Ireland, but he got a 
bad cold and another priest (on vacation) took 
over.  He was a great guy from Omaha, Nebraska 
and we had a few good conversations with him. 
He, too, was edifying and very dedicated to his 
parish and people. 

 We had the opportunity for Mass every day. 
Wednesday, January 22 was a special Mass 
where we prayed for an end to abortion and all 
those involved in abortion. We united ourselves 
with all the good and holy prayer warriors who 
were marching and praying in Washington, DC 
on that day. God bless all who continue to pray 

and work to bring an end to the horror that is 
abortion, to the horror that has scourged our land 
and the world, and which continues to scourge our 
land and the world. Thank you and God bless you 
who journeyed to Washington and marched and 
prayed!  

We must begin to rely on the power of prayer. 
Too often, instead of real prayer we think, if this 
politician, or that politician will help, or put his or 
her name to some law, everything will be ok. The 
problems, and the solutions, are much bigger than 
any politician or even any government. Do you 
hear the lies? Do you see the chaos when God is 
pushed from the public square? St. Paul tells us 
we are not in a battle of flesh and blood, but in a 
battle with the powers of darkness. Satan, the Liar 
and Father of Lies goes about seeking those 
whom he can devour.  

I think more than anything the goal of the “New 
Evangelization” and “Vibrant Parish” is a call for 
renewal and repentance of each of us, of our 
country, and of the whole world. We are being 
called, as were the Hebrews of old, to turn away 
from evil and come back to our God.
