Parable of the Pharisee and the Publican

‘O God, | thank you that | am not like the rest of
humanity—greedy, dishonest, adulterous—or even Ilke
this tax collector.” (Lk 18:11) - .

‘0O God, be merciful to me a sinner.” (Lk.
18:13)

In the Gospel of St. Luke, we read about [P
two men who went to the Temple to pray.
But in fact, only one offered prayer -glory
to God. The one was prayer; the other was |
an expression of self-righteousness.

The “prayer” of the Pharisee was not true prayer.

Rather it was an expression of self-pride. The Pharisee
starts off saying: “I thank God.” Indeed, to start off with
words of gratitude is indeed a good start. But what
proceeds after that is not giving praise to God, but
rather it is a proud and critical comparison with others
who had sinned - “not like the rest of humanity —

doesn’t admit his own sinfulness. He shows no need
for repentance and for God’s mercy.

The publican, tax collector, on the other hand,
recognizes his sinfulness before the Almighty God.
God alone is the All-Good One and repents for his
sinfulness and asks for the mercy of God. He stood off
at a distance and would not even raise his eyes to
heaven but beat his breast and prayed, ‘O God, be
merciful to me a sinner.’ (v.13)

This expression of humility enables the grace of God
to become operative in the life of the Publican. The
extreme self-righteous attitude of the Pharisee blocks
the opportunity for God’s grace to enable a change in
his life and his personal relationship with God.

If one is to change, who is it to be : | or God? You or
God? We or God? The answer is in each case is not
God, but the other. God alone is the All-Good One. He
alone is the One Who needs no change. But each of us
is to grow and develop spiritually until our very last
breath.

In the Divine Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom, the
priest prays before the Cherubic Hymn: “Grant also, O
God, to those praying with us growth in life, in faith,
and in spiritual understanding.” Being a humble
servant of the Lord is not to look down on oneself, nor
to degrade oneself nor any other. We all are children of
God. We should not regard ourselves to be better than
~any other God loves each of us completely and
equally. It is only in the eyes of man that
one is regarded as an outcast or not an
equal or subservient. To think or act that

way is non-Christian.
| The Great Fast, the Lenten season in
preparation for the joyous celebration of
Easter is quickly approaching.

Metropolitan Borys Gudziak names
one fundamental reason why Russia
is escalating its threat of invasion

"There is one fundamental reason that is more
important than all others as to why Russia is
escalating its threat of invasion: Over the past
30-year period Ukraine has been demonstrating
a progressive development of a democratic,
inclusive society. Six different presidents have
been elected, and there is freedom of the press
and religion... Darkness fears the light... That's
why Russia reacted so strongly against the
forging of a free and democratic Ukraine", said
Metropolitan Borys Gudziak (UGCC) to EWTN.

"Ukraine welcomed back Crimean Tatars — a
Muslim community whom Stalin deported from
Crimea in 1946 in ethnic cleansing. The country
has a Jewish president, Volodymyr Zelensky,
and has had a Jewish prime minister, Volody-
myr Groysman. There is a vibrant civil society
with countless NGOs that supplement and
challenge government authorities, providing the
checks and balances needed to safeguard the
civil rights of all citizens, not only those in
power. The country has some 100 religious con-
fessions all with equal civic rights. The public
discourse is replete with all possible opinions.
It is a country with growing transparency. This
is what autocracies and totalitarian regimes fear
most — that their dictatorial control will be lost,
that too many free forces emerge in society.

The example of Ukraine, which is just next
door, is a threat to Belarus, Kazakhstan and
most of all to Russia. That’s why Russia reacted
so strongly against the forging of a free and
democratic Ukraine and Georgia. That is why
Russia supports repression in Belarus and Ka-
zakhstan. In post-Soviet Russia, no president
has ever lost an election. The system of rule is a
dictatorial kleptocracy without authentic free-
doms of the press, religion or political activity.

Darkness fears the light. People,
especially young people, in Ukraine
want to go forward. They do not want
to go back to the kind of dictatorial
rule which in the 20th century Russia
imposed, and which contributed to
the killing of 15 million people on
Ukrainian soil. Ukrainians are fostering
their own self-determination, their own
creativity, their God-given dignity and freedom.

Russian rulers fear that this social conscious-
ness might spread across the border. They find
Ukraine to be a dangerous precedent and real
threat to the prospects of rebuilding authori-
tarian Russian hegemony inside their country
and in the near abroad",said Metropolitan
Borys.

Muslims will defend Ukraine with more than
prayers, - said Mufti Ismagilov

One of the Muslim
spiritual leaders of Ukraine,
Said Ismagilov, said that
journalists of the Spanish
TV channel TVE, and the
Sky News Channel from the
UK today asked whether
Muslims would defend Ukraine, and how they would
defend against Russian aggression.

"We will defend Javelin, NLAW, with unrestrained
rage and prayers. Prayers are absolutely needed!"
Ismagilov replied. He wrote about it on his Facebook
page.

He also added that among European countries,
only in Ukraine do Muslims take an active part in
public life and do not separate themselves from the
country and its problems. And in most European
countries, Muslims are emigrants who have only
recently arrived there, are poorly integrated into
society, and do not feel unity and responsibility for
the state. Therefore, foreigners are often interested
in the phenomenon of Muslims in Ukraine.

Background information

Sheikh Said Ismagilov is the Mufti of the Religious
Administration of Muslims of Ukraine “Umma”, one
of the Muslim spiritual leaders of Ukraine, President
of the NGO “Ukrainian Center for Islamic Studies”,
Chairman of the Muslim community “Nur” of
Donetsk, member of the Donetsk city public
organization “Al-Amal”. Ukrainian Islamic scholar,
member of the Donetsk regional branch of the
Ukrainian Association of religious scholars (UAR),
member of the Board of the Center for Religious
Studies and international spiritual relations, member
of the Council of churches and religious
organizations of the Donetsk region, lecturer in
theological and religious studies disciplines of the
Ukrainian Islamic University (2001-2002), a well-
known public figure.

He considers his main task to educate the Muslims
of Ukraine as an integral part of Ukrainian society.
