Subject: The Moral and Theological Imperative to Support Ukraine’s Defense

The defense of Ukraine is not merely a political or military necessity but a sacred duty, deeply rooted in
Christian moral theology. As Christ teaches us in John 15:13, "Greater love has no one than this: to lay down
one’s life for one’s friends."” This is not a call to passive suffering, but to sacrificial love—defending the weak,
the oppressed, and the dignity of a sovereign nation.

The Ukrainian Catholic tradition has long understood resistance to evil as both a moral and spiritual
obligation. The concept of just war, articulated by St. Augustine and developed by St. Thomas Aquinas,
provides a framework for viewing Ukraine’s defense as righteous. St. Thomas teaches that a just war requires
three conditions: legitimate authority, a just cause, and right intention (Summa Theologiae, lI-ll, Q.40).
Ukraine fulfills all three. Its government acts with legitimate authority to protect its people, its cause is just
in repelling an unprovoked invasion, and its intent is to preserve peace and sovereignty, not to seek conquest.

... the Catechism of the Catholic Church states that "legitimate defense can be not only a right but a grave
duty for those responsible for the lives of others™ (CCC 2265). Pope St. John Paul Il emphasized that true
peace is inseparable from justice, writing in Centesimus Annus (1991) that failing to confront aggression
emboldens the oppressor rather than ensuring genuine peace. The war in Ukraine is not just a political
conflict—it is a moral and spiritual battle between truth and deception, justice and lawlessness. As St. Paul
instructs us, "Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good."(Romans 12:21).

This is why any negotiation that legitimizes Russian occupation is not only a betrayal of Ukraine but a
violation of our moral duty. True peace can only be achieved through:

1. Complete Withdrawal - Every Russian military presence must leave Ukrainian territory immediately.

2. Restoration of Borders — Ukraine’s internationally recognized borders must be reinstated without
compromise.

3. Accountability — Those who have committed war crimes and engaged in illegal occupation must be
held responsible.

4. Security Assurances - Enforceable guarantees must be established to protect Ukraine’s sovereignty now
and in the future.

Hegsworth’s recent statements, which normalize dialogue with an aggressor without demanding
accountability, dangerously distort the reality of this war. Blaming Ukraine for its own defense ignores the
overwhelming evidence of an unprovoked invasion. The Ukrainian Catholic Church, having suffered
persecution under Soviet rule, knows all too well the cost of appeasement. Our Church must stand firm in
defending Ukraine’s right to freedom, democracy, and human dignity.

“Joint prayer will protect Ukraine and those
who continue to fight on the battlefield; it will be
a testament to the spiritual unity of the Ukrainian
people and a symbol of our unwavering faith in
victory,” the explanatory note reads.

Loving God, we pray for the people of
Ukraine, for all those suffering or afraid.
Be close to them and protect them.

We pray for the world that in this moment
of crisis, we may reach out in solidarity to
our brothers and sisters in need.
