Several years ago, | was with my son in the gift shop at
Fatima Shrine. At the time, he was 5 years old, and ran
through the shop like a whirlwind, trying to absorb as
much as possible from his surroundings. But then my
vivacious son stopped dead in his tracks - and gazed up
at a life size statue of Jesus on the cross, a crucifix that
someone had carved from wood and stone. It was
painstakingly beautiful and my son was so enamored with
it that he immediately started working his hands around
the feet of Jesus, touching them in a very gentle and
curious way. | then watched as his hands made their way
around the rather large nail, and for a minute or so longer,
my son was trying with all his might to pull the nail out of
the feet of Jesus. | said: “John Paul, the nail won’t budge
no matter how hard we try”. He just looked up at me with
this wide-eyed innocence, and then to my total
amazement, he let go of the nail, leaned down, and kissed
the feet of Jesus. As a mother, that was one of the most
moving moments in my life, | was so proud of my son, and
as a woman of faith it made me realize that while none of
us can remove the nails from the wounds of Christ, we
can approach Jesus with utter humility and love, knowing
very well that the nails He once bore for us became the
gift of our salvation. My son kissed the Lord’s feet; he
humbled himself with the heart of a child, and with what
little understanding a five-year-old has, he believed that if
he kissed those feet then he could make Jesus feel better.
We cannot undo the sins that we commit, no more than
we can go back in time and remove the wounds from
Christ, but we can seek His forgiveness. We can
approach the Lord with the heart of a child and be
forgiven. Watching my son kissing the feet of Jesus with
such love and tenderness in his heart - was a very
profound moment that | will never forget. Forgiveness is
something we can still receive, every day, but we also
must be willing to forgive others if we truly desire the Lord
to forgive each of us.

Today is the Sunday of Forgiveness, and it is also the
day before we enter our Great Lent. We are given a
blueprint for our life in the Gospel reading today, taken
from the book of St. Matthew (6:14-21): “If you forgive men
their trespasses, your Heavenly Father will also forgive
you, but if you do not forgive men their trespasses, then
neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.” The fact
that the Church has chosen this verse from scripture,
shows its clear intention of making forgiveness the
dominant theme as we enter our Great Fast. Truthfully,

forgiveness does not come easy, but since we are made
in the image of Christ, then we too must be forgiving — we
must be willing to forgive one another and to allow the
Lord to help us forgive ourselves. Forgiveness is
something we may think about every day - we are often
faced with situation where people hurt us — but is our
forgiveness something that we truly demonstrate time
and time again? When Peter asked the Lord if he should
forgive seven times, Jesus replied, "Not seven times. But
| tell you seventy times seven." St. Paul reminds us that
love keeps no record of wrongs. Love covers a multitude
of sins. We should learn to forgive as God
forgives. When we perform an act of kindness, or offer
our sincere prayers, especially for the benefit of one who
may have hurt us - we can change our own attitude as well
as theirs. | have found that one of the most difficult things
to forgive, one of the hardest hurdles to overcome is how
we forgive ourselves. The slate does not wipe so clean
when it comes to our own conscience, our own offenses,
the ways in which we know we have hurt or offended
others. But those are the occasions when we need to pray
to the Lord most fervently, because only He can wash
away all sin and all tragedy, only He can help us remove
the nails that pierce at our very souls, and only He can
make us whole again.

It was at a church in Munich that Maria saw him, the
former S.S. guard who had stood watch at the shower
room door in the processing center at Flossenbiirg
Concentration Camp. He was the first of the actual jailers
that Maria had seen since that time. And suddenly it was
all there before her eyes - the roomful of mocking men,
the heaps of clothing, the blood-stained floors from the
beatings, Olga's pain blanched face. He came up to Maria
as the Church was emptying, beaming and bowing. "How
grateful | am for your message, Fraulein,” he said. "To
think that, as you say, 'He has washed my sins away'!"
His hand was thrust out to shake hers. And Maria, who
had preached so often to people since she took her vows,
on the need to forgive, kept her hand at her side. Even as
the angry, vengeful thoughts boiled through her, she saw
the sin of them. Jesus Christ had died for this man; was
she really going to ask for more? Lord Jesus, she prayed,
forgive me and help me to forgive him. Maria tried to
smile; she struggled to raise her hand. She could not.
She felt nothing, not the slightest spark of warmth or
charity. All she could remember was how during World
War ll, thousands of them were forced laborers in German
quarries and arms production. How the living conditions
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in Flossenbiirg were extremely hard. The way that
malnutrition, the total lack of hygiene and medical care,
and the brutality of the S.S. guards were the main causes
of death for many of her lifelong friends, including her
sister Olga, who suffered with her, day in and day out.
How the S.S. officers liked prisoners with tattoos because
they made lampshades out of their skin. And so again,
Maria breathed a silent prayer. Jesus, | cannot forgive
him. Please give him your forgiveness. As Maria took this
man’s hand, the most incredible thing happened. From
her shoulder, along her arm, and through her hand a
current seemed to pass from her to him, while into Maria’s
heart sprang a love for this stranger that almost
overwhelmed her. And so, she discovered that it is not on
our forgiveness, any more than on our goodness that the
world's healing hinges, but rather on the forgiveness of
Jesus. Forgiveness does not come easy, and in cases
such as these, only the Lord can bring us the type of love
and understanding that we truly need.

In St. Paul’s letter to the Ephesians he writes: “Get rid
of all bitterness, rage and anger, brawling and slander,
along with every form of malice. Be kind and
compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just
as in Christ God forgave you.” (Ephesians 4:31-32) Great
Lent begins for us tomorrow and because this time of
fasting, is more than anything else, a period during which
we concentrate more intently on prayer and forgiveness,
let us take a moment to think about the awesome power
of prayer. A wise priest once said, “Before | speak with
people, | speak with God, so that when | speak to people,
| may have something of value to say”. The great
importance of prayer can be clearly seen in the life of
Jesus that we read throughout the Gospels. Every major
decision in the life of Jesus was preceded by prayer. He
prayed before His baptism. He prayed all night before
choosing His disciples. Jesus prayed before His
transfiguration. He prayed early in the morning and late at
night. He even prayed to His Heavenly Father before His
passion. Jesus prayed to share in the complete fullness
of God the Father. Keeping that in mind, we need to ask
ourselves: How much of God do we want? Do we want
only a few pennies worth, or do we want the whole
fullness of His presence as He wants to be able to give it
to us? Someone once wrote, “We may have as much of
God as we will. Christ puts the key of the treasure
chamber into our hand, and bids us to take all that we
want. If a man is admitted into a billion-dollar vault of a

bank, and told to help himself, and comes out with only a
few cents, then truthfully whose fault is it that he is poor?”

It was Mother Theresa who once said: ‘If we really want
to love, then we must learn how to forgive’. Forgiveness
is above all a personal choice, a decision of the heart to
go against the natural instinct to repay evil for evil, or to
hold ourselves responsible for the things we seem unable
to forgive. The measure of such a decision is the love of
God who draws us to Himself despite our sins. The Lord
wipes clean the slate of our iniquity. And it has its perfect
exemplar in the forgiveness of Christ, who on the Cross
and in great agony, prayed: "Father, forgive them, for they
know not what they do" (Luke 23:34). If we can achieve a
depth of forgiveness anything like that - which Jesus
extends to us - we indeed shall find an incredible peace
that will accompany us all our days. As we journey into
Great Lent, let us open our hearts to the goodness of the
Lord and be forgiving. When we really think about it, what
hope has hatred ever given? What argument has ever
been aided by anger? What problems have ever been
resolved by revenge? What tragedies have ever been
avoided by blame? Our brothers and sisters are much
more than what we perceive they did to us. You and | are
more than a compilation of our sins and offenses. We are
God’s children on a journey toward remembering
ourselves and our place in Heavenly Jerusalem. Through
Christ's actions, because of His Spirit living in us, we can
here and now experience forgiveness, reconciliation,
wholeness, and friendship with God, because Christ
bridged the gap between salvation and sin, between life
and death - between God and us!

Head of UGCC to Int'l Community:

'Stop war in Ukraine'

This week a ceasefire between Ukrainian troops
and Russian-backed separatists came into effect but
the head of the Organization for Security and
Cooperation in Europe (OCSE) said violations to the
ceasefire are already occurring.

The conflict, which started in April 2014, has killed
some 10,000 people and displaced hundreds of
thousands from their homes. 3.8 million people are
estimated to be in need of humanitarian assistance.

Speaking to Vatican Radio, His Beatitude
Sviatoslav Shevchuk, ‘
Major Archbishop of
the Ukrainian Greek- _
Catholic Church, said § \/
that Europe must not
allow the humanitarian
emergency unfolding
at its heart to go un-
noticed.

Those who are
trapped in the so-called
“grey zone” on the
border of the occupied ‘ " .
territory which has been under constant
bombardment for the past three years: almost
200,000 people including many elderly people and
families. According to UNICEF some 12,000 children
live in this area. He said the Church is present on the
territory and supported by funds raised by Pope
Francis’ call for a collection that goes towards food,
medicine and other basic needs.

- Those who are trapped in the occupied territory
and who are unable to receive international
humanitarian aid. The only way the Church manages
to reach these people is through local priests who
do their best to travel back and forth to the Ukrainian
area, filling their cars with basic goods for the
population that is on the brink of hunger.

Then there are the hundreds of thousands of
displaced persons, many of whom have sought
refuge in central and western Ukraine. Unofficial

statistics estimate over 2 million internally displaced
persons. The national Caritas branch is practically
alone in trying to assist these people.

Shevchuk also comments on the recent UNICEF
report and its appeal for over 1 million children in
need of assistance in eastern Ukraine.

“The suffering of a million children is the suffering
of the innocent. This is what led me to make an
appeal to the international community to do
everything possible to end hostilities” he said,
pointing out that the Church must give a voice to the
voiceless.

He said it is really
upsetting to see how
~ these children live and
' how they continue to try
to go to school in
shattered buildings. He
pointed out that 19,000
children are in constant
danger of mines and
other explosive devices
in the area.

“Although
are told not to touch

children

" objects they come across, every day a child is

injured because the militants leave toys that are
loaded with explosives all over the ground” he said.

Shevchuk said nothing has changed since the
change of the administration in the US, but
unfortunately none of the agreements brokered so
far have had an effect.

“We know there can be no military solution to the
conflict in Ukraine that’s why | appeal to the
international community to continue to push forward
diplomatic efforts for a ceasefire” he said.

Archbishop Shevchuk concluded saying Pope
Francis is constantly informed on the situation and
that the Apostolic Nuncio travels often to the area.
He said that everyone hopes and prays that perhaps
the Pope himself will be able to accept a standing
invitation to visit one day.
