Giving thanks and glory to Almighty God, here |
am again. And you’ve got mail. © | would wish your
house to be filled with at least some of the love,
laughter and excitement we have been experiencing
around here the last week or so, as we have been
celebrating the birthday of those “Miracle Babies,”
the Martelli kids. They have been ‘higher than a kite’
all week, and even though their actual birth date is
over, they are still in birthday mode. Like their heli-
um balloons, they are, however, slowly returning to
earth as the birthday cake disappears and there are
no more presents or cards in the mailbox. To top it
off, they heard the mailman say those awful words,
“No mail for you today.” ® ®

Wouldn't it be fantastic if we could sometime,
maybe always, see things as a four year old?

He saw his shadow on February 2
and ran back to his burrow, but not before letting
everyone know there would be six more weeks of
winter.

| know my bird songs, and it certainly was a
robin. | can even translate the tune. That bird
was surely tweeting, “Where is everybody?
What am | doing here? | must have been crazy
to leave Florida!” | hope that little bird found a
warm hotel. The weather got drastically worse
and has remained that way since that morning.

Our spiritual preparations for Pascha reach
the mid-point this Sunday, March 3 as we ven-
erate the Precious Cross, the great sign of His
victory, and our victory, over sin and death. Our
Church gives us a rest from the struggle of fast-
ing as we are encouraged to look toward our
goal, the Day of Resurrection, and once again
resolve to “run the race and to complete the
course in order to obtain the Crown of Victory.”
Over and over again we will sing the beautiful
anthem of the 3 Sunday of the Great Fast: “We
bow in worship before Your Cross, O Master,
and Your Holy Resurrection we glorify!”

This is a Lent like no other in our lifetime. As |
write, Pope Benedict XVl is in the last hours of
his pontificate before he officially resigns. On
Thursday February 28 he will leave the Vatican
and the Chair of Peter will be vacant. This, as
you know is an historic and deeply moving
event. Let us pray for the guidance of the Holy
Spirit as the College of Cardinals gather and
enter the conclave to elect the new Pope. God
has always worked in the world, and He always
will. Even now, | think we should pay close at-
tention to all that is going on. It certainly is go-
ing to be very “Godly” in the near future. Al-
mighty God is so close to His world right now,
we can almost hear His movements among us.

| hope you can refrain from listening too
much to the secular media as they speculate
about who the new Pope will be, and what kind
of qualifications he must have.

All during their
journey, they knew God was with them by day, as
they followed the cloud before them, and by
night, as they walked with the pillar of fire. He
gave them food and drink in that impossible and
fearful desert. And that God is the same God who
is leading us, and feeding us, and calling us back
to Him. Have a blessed and holy Great Fast! Be
Blessed! May our Holy Lady protect you!

In today's Gospel reading, Christ not only asks his
disciples, He is also asking each of us, to deny our-
selves, take up our cross and follow Him. "Then Je-
sus called the crowd to Him, along with His disciples
and said: 'If anyone would come after me, he must
deny himself and take up his cross and follow me."
(Mark 8:34-35). The disciples could not possibly
understand what Christ meant by taking up i
the cross, they did not know it would be-
come the symbol of His victory over
death. They would not know until
much later. But what does the cross
mean for each of us listening to-
day? We, who are well aware of Christ’s
love and the tremendous sacrifice He made for
us, we claim the Lord comes first in our lives,
but how much of our daily actions are de-
voted to Him? The cross is not some ordi- . s
nary symbol of triumph - but rather our
Lord's promise of the Kingdom to come. On
the cross, Christ gave us His final message, as
He made the ultimate sacrifice for our salvation - He
promised there would be a renewed joy waiting for
each of us on Easter morning. So during the most
difficult times of our lives, we can always look to the
cross with hope. Jesus never sought to lure men to
Him by the offer of an easy way. He came not to make
life easy, but to make the hearts of men great. Jesus
never calls upon us to do or face anything that He was
not prepared to endure Himself.

There was once a bridge which spanned a large riv-
er. During most of the day the bridge sat with its
length running up and down the river paralleled with
the banks, allowing ships to pass thru freely on both
sides of the bridge. But at certain times each day, a
train would come along and the bridge would be
turned sideways across the river, allowing a train to
cross it. A switchman sat in a small shack on one side
of the river where he operated the controls to turn the
bridge and lock it into place as the train crossed. One
evening as the switchman was waiting for the last train
of the day to come; he looked off into the distance thru
the dimming twilight and caught sight of the train
lights. He stepped to the control and waited until the

train was within a prescribed distance when he was to
turn the bridge. He turned the bridge into position, but,
to his horror, he found the locking control did not
work. If the bridge was not securely in position it
would wobble back and forth at the ends when the
train came onto it, causing the train to jump the track
and go crashing into the river. This would be a pas-
senger train with many people aboard. He left the
bridge turned across the river, and hurried
across the bridge to the other side of the river
where there was a lever switch he could
hold to operate the lock manually. He
would have to hold the lever back firmly
as the train crossed. He could hear the
rumble of the train now, and he took hold of

the lever and leaned backward to apply his weight
to it, locking the bridge. He kept applying the
pressure to keep the mechanism locked.
esm.| Many lives depended on this man's
== strength. Then, coming across the bridge

—

from the direction of his control shack, he

heard a sound that made his blood run cold.
"Daddy, where are you?" His four-year-old son was
crossing the bridge to look for him. His first impulse
was to cry out to the child, "Run! Run!" But the train
was too close; the tiny legs would never make it
across the bridge in time. The man almost left his lever
to run and snatch up his son and carry him to safety.
But he realized that he could not get back to the lever.
Either the people on the train or his little son must die.
He took a painful moment to make his decision. The
train sped safely and swiftly on its way, and no one
aboard was even aware of the tiny broken body thrown
mercilessly into the river by the onrushing train. Nor
were they aware of the gentle figure of the sobbing
man, still clinging tightly to the locking lever long after
the train had passed. Now if we comprehend the emo-
tions which went through this man's heart, we can
begin to understand the feelings of our Father in
Heaven... when He sacrificed His Son to bridge the gap
between us and Eternal life. Can there be any wonder
that He caused the earth to tremble and the skies to
darken when His Son died? How does He feel when
we speed along thru life without giving a thought to
what was made possible for us through Jesus Christ?
