Dear ,

(Your name here, for your very own personal letter)

Glory to Jesus Christ! Glory Forever! To-
day, | am very glad to greet you with:
“Happy Month of March!” | know it’snot
spring yet, but at least we are out of Febru-
ary. For me, that second month of theyear is
“the best of times; thewor st of times.” Over
the yearsour family has been touched with
the beauty of birth to death, and even tragic
death, during February, and now each time
asJanuary ends, | sort of hold my breath till
we get through that eventful next month.

It begins on Feb. 1¥ when my Mom and
Dad weremarried in 1930; also on thefirst
(but FAR from 1930!!! © ©) sister-in-law,
Joanne was born; sister-in-law Shirley died.
Brother Pete began years of pain and suffer-
ingin a February after a construction acci-
dent. We have at least 7 other family birth-
days during that short month.

Today isthe Sunday of Forgiveness, and it is
also the day before we enter into Great Lent.
Wearegiven ablueprint for our lifein the
Gogspel reading today. God isready toforgive
us, but arewe ready to beforgiving? The Holy
Scripture says, the Saints say, the Holy Spirit
says. forgive, forgive, and forgive. Jesusletsus
know that if we refuseto forgive, then wereally
have not grasped our own need for for giveness.
But when we have our eyesfixed on the cross,
and the pain and suffering that Jesusendured
in order toforgive usand cleanse usfrom our
sin, it can appear pretty foolish not to forgive
those who have trespassed against us. By for-
giving one another, we are ultimately trusting
that God isin control. By forgiving, werelease
our own right to get even, allowing the for give-
nessthat God grantsusto flow through our
hearts. Trueforgivenessisdemonstrated in our
willingness to pray for and to facilitate good
things happening in thelives of those who have
hurt us.

Today Gospel reading, taken from the book
of St. Matthew (6:14-21), openswith thispre-
cept of forgiveness. “If you forgive men their
trespasses, your Heavenly Father will also forgive
you, but if you do not forgive men their tres-
passes, then neither will your Father forgive your
trespasses.” Thefact that the Church has cho-
sen thisversefrom scripture showsitsclear in-
tention of making forgiveness the dominant
theme aswe enter into our Great Fast. Truth-
fully, forgiveness does not come easy, people get
hurt and sometimes lives are changed forever,
but sincewe are madein the image of Christ,
then we too must be forgiving —we must be will-
ing to forgive one another and to allow the Lord
to help usforgive ourselves. Forgivenessis
something we may think about every day —we
are often faced with situation where people hurt
us—but isour forgiveness something that we
truly demonstrate time after time after time?
When Peter asked the Lord if he should forgive
seven times, Jesusreplied, " Not seven times. But

| tell you seventy timesseven." St. Paul reminds
usthat love keeps no record of wrongs. Love
coversa multitude of sins. We should learn to
forgive as God forgives. When we perform an
act of kindness, or offer our sincere prayers,
especially for the benefit of onewho may have
hurt us- we can change our own attitude as
well astheirs. But | havefound that one of the
most difficult thingsto forgive, one of the hard-
est hurdlesto overcomeishow weforgive our -
selves. The dlate does not wipe so clean when it
comesto our own conscience, our own offenses,
the waysin which we know we have hurt oth-
ers. But those ar e the occasions when we need
to pray tothe Lord morefervently, because
only He can wash away all sin and all tragedy,
only He can help usremove the nails that
pierceat our very souls, and only He can make
uswhole again...

It was Mother Theresawho oncesaid: ‘If we
really want to love, then we must learn how to
forgive'. Forgivenessisabove all a personal
choice, a decision of the heart to go against the
natural instinct to repay evil for evil, or to hold
ourselves responsible for the things we seem
unabletoforgive. The measure of such a deci-
sion isthelove of God who drawsusto Himself
despiteour sins. TheLord wipesclean the slate
of our iniquity. And it hasits perfect exemplar
in the forgiveness of Christ, who on the Cross
and in great agony, prayed: " Father, forgive
them, for they know not what they do" (L uke
23:34). If we can achieve a depth of forgiveness
anything like that - which Jesus extendsto us-
we indeed shall find an incredible peace that
will accompany usall our days. St. Paul wrote,
"Weareto bekind and forgiving of each other,
even asChrist forgaveus' (Eph. 4:32). When
wereally think about it, what hope has hatred
ever given? What argument has ever been
aided by anger? What problems have ever
been resolved by revenge? What tragedies
have ever been avoided by blame? Our broth-
ersand sisters are much more than what we
perceivethey did to us...
