On the 75th anniversary of the Lviv 'Sobor’, the
UGCC will remember the events which began the
process of its forced liquidation in the USSR

On March 8-10, 1946, the Soviet security forces
organized the so-called Lviv "Sobor" led by
members of the Initiative Group. The “Sobor”
announced the abolition of the Brest Union of 1596,
a break with the Bishop of Rome, and a
"reunification" with the Russian Orthodox Church.

"The memory of the victims of the Lviv pseudo-
sobor [that we foster] is a memory that heals. On the
other hand, it is a memory that prevents. If we forget
about these events, they run the risk of repeating
themselves with any Church, community, or person
who dares to oppose the system. In particular, when
it comes to a person who declares his or her faith in
God and lives according to the traditions and faith of
his parents. That is why we remember: to prevent, to
reveal the truth more fully and to heal our wounds,”
said the Head of the UGCC.

eligible for military service in WWII. He enlisted but,
thankfully, the War ended before he was drafted. At
the time, my parents owned the store and the farm,
had 5 daughters to support and my grandfather lived
with them.

These Displaced Persons were Ukrainians who
had lost everything in the war. Money was raised,
sponsors were obtained, and passage was provided.
As they arrived in America my parents would feed
them, put them up in one of the apartments they
owned, or find them a place to live. They helped
them get settled and find gainful employment. My
parents sacrificed a great deal to bring these
Displaced Persons to America, but they did so
lovingly.

At his funeral, Msgr. Paul lwachiw quoted the
following verses from Matthew 25: 35-40:

“l was hungry, and you gave me food. | was
thirsty, and you gave me something to drink. | was
alone and away from home, and you invited me into
your house. | was without clothes, and you gave me
something to wear. | was sick, and you cared for me.
| was in prison, and you visited me.’

Then the good people will answer, ‘Lord, when did
we see you hungry and give you food, or thirsty and
give you something to drink? When did we see you
alone and away from home and invite you into our
house? When did we see you without clothes and
give you something to wear? When did we see you
sick or in prison and care for you?’

Then the King will answer, ‘1 tell you the truth,
anything you did for even the least of my people
here, you also did for me.”” (to be cont.)
