and especially, as | compose your letter. God
willing, we will have a pleasant and safe journey
home sometime on Thursday, and will be with you
for the weekend services.

Usually when we are on retreat we try to refrain

(Your name right here, for your very own personal letter) from doing any of our regular weekly tasks such as

I'm baaaaaack. As you read your letter on this
second Sunday of March | wonder if everyone
remembered to “spring ahead.” | suppose we
moaned and groaned a bit about losing the hour of
sleep, but look on the bright side, for that is exactly
what Daylight Saving Time ushers in-the bright
side! Do you know that on this day, March 9, the
sun came up at 7:38am and will set at 7:15pm giving
us exactly 11 hours, 36 minutes and 45 seconds of
daylight! Woo Hoo and Hoodie Hoo! © © ©

By next Sunday OF Mr. Moon will be in his
glorious, sparkling “full stage.” I'm sure it will be
nice, but that’s not the full moon we’re really waiting
for these days. Already on this first Sunday of the
Great Fast we are aware that the first day of spring
is March 20, then the next full moon will be April 15.
Now that’s the full moon we’re greatly anticipating,
for “Velykden” or “The Great Day” or “Pascha” or
as some like to call it, “Easter Sunday.” For the
glorious and radiant Day of Resurrection comes on
the first Sunday after the first full moon which
occurs after the Spring Equinox, or first day of
spring. Got that...the Sunday after the full moon in
April is Pascha! Have a good and blessed ‘fast’ for
the Great Day will be here before we know it.

I'm beginning your letter on Wednesday March 5,
so those first two paragraphs were written in
anticipation, because as | write to you now, |
happen to be at the beautiful Mount Alvernia Retreat
House, which overlooks the Hudson River Valley.
Can't really see much of the river from where we
are, but it is still a spectacular view. You have been,
and will continue to be part of my retreat all week as
| have lifted you up in my poor prayers, and will
continue to remember you even when | return home.
Therefore, you are an important part of these

bulletins or letter writing. However, if | don’t at least
begin today, | won’t be able to get it ready for the
printer when | do get home on Thursday. Then you
would not have a letter, and that would not be good!
As | said, a retreat is a special time to do just
that....retreat. It is a blessed and grace-filled
opportunity to step back, look over the terrain,
focus on the enemy and his tactics, and to plan our
attack as we go forward. St. Paul in Ephesians 6: 10-
23 confirms this so beautifully when he writes:
“...Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be
able to stand against the wiles of the devil....For we
are not contending against flesh and blood, but
against...the powers, against world rulers of this
present darkness, against spiritual hosts of
wickedness in heavenly places.” That's what it
means to “go on retreat. Did you ever make a
retreat? It's a very good thing to consider, you
know.

Yes, the retreat is the time to go back a bit. That
is, to go away from out normal day to day activities
and put all our efforts and focus on God alone. That
means, no “doing” those usual tasks. It also means
no TV, radio or internet. That stuff is easy for me to
abandon because no one has ever called me “a
Techie.” There is another thing that helps lighten
the burden and “put aside all our earthly cares,”
and that is to be at this beautiful retreat house.
There are no radios, TV’s, or newspapers generally
available for us to use. There is a Wi-Fi spot
downstairs which is helpful for those needing to
use it.

A lot of the priest-brothers have personal super-
duper electronic devices such as |-pads and tablets,
smart phones and lap-tops, and for the most part
they are shut off during the retreat time. But this is a



different week and a different retreat. The on-going
events in Ukraine have changed that. In the
conference/meeting rooms almost continuously,
one can find one, two, or several of the Fathers,
especially the Ukrainian born “newcomers,” who
will be glued to their screens as they continue to
follow the drastic, sad and unfolding events in
Ukraine. | told them there is nothing to worry
about. “We’ve got a great president in these United
States, who knows all about Peace and Justice.
Just hold on, hang in there, and he will surely be
strong and bold, and take care of it!” Yeah, right!
® The entire situation is so sad, so desperate and
so dangerous! We pray to our Holy Lady Theoto-
kos and ever-Virgin Mary that she will pray to her
Son, and our Lord and God for us and for our
protection and salvation.

Especially because of the need to keep up with
the changing Ukrainian news, this has turned out
to be “a not so ordinary and quiet retreat.” In spite
of all that, these distractions are not taking
anything away from our desire and opportunity to
have our days of prayer and spiritual battle. There
are, and will continue to be, frequent opportunities
for silence, prayer and confession.

Typically, our priestly retreats aren’t, and
shouldn’t be, times of complete “Great Silence”
anyway. The main reason why we can, and should
talk, and even make a bit of noise, can be attribute-
ed to the structure of our eparchy. We are so few
(57 priests attended/2 excused) and so spread out,
that any get-together always has the aspect of re-
union. It allows us to ‘meet and greet’ one another
and to catch up on, and to discuss “things.”

We have an inspiring and learned Retreat Master,
Fr. Athanasius McVay (Irish Dad-Ukie Mom), who
has already given us five thought provoking
conferences. The talks and the retreat are centered
around the theme, “The Shepherd and his Sheep-
Priestly Spirituality and Pastoral Mission.”

For a good part of my life, | had played first
violin in an orchestra. In fact, | have played the
violin since | was in 2nd grade. The same year |
made my first communion. For me, the violin is
like an extension of the soul, an outpouring of
sound that resonates through the air and
inspires the human spirit. Sometimes, the
sound is fluid and smooth, and other times it
still needs tweaking, but much of what we
endeavor to do in life is just like that. There are
things that come easy, and then there are
sacrifices or hardships that require some fine
tuning. | have often thought that life is like
playing in an orchestra. First, God gives you
your instrument and some music, and you sit
down to play, but you say, "God, I've never
played this piece before! Look at all of those
notes! I'll never be able to do it!" Then the Lord
approaches the pedestal and holds His baton in
His hand. He winks at you and says calmly,
"Just follow me." As members of an orchestra,
a type of discipleship forms, you must work
together under the direction of your Conductor
in order for music to take its proper form.
Sometimes, you still say, "But God, that will be
too hard for me... can’t we play another song?”
We look around and see other opportunities in
life that appear to be easier and more to our
liking, but God says, "No, follow MY lead. | will
show you even greater things than these."
Sometimes, we decide that it does not matter
what God is trying to tell us, so we play another
tune, we follow the beat of another drummer,
and we lose sight of the music and the rhythm
all together. And just as the Lord raises His
baton and begins to conduct, we ignore Him
and begin wailing away at the piece we wanted
to play the part of life we desire more. However,

it does not work quite as
well as we had hoped. The
music does not sound
beautiful at all, because it
is not the way God \
intended us to play. After

a little more playing and a

whole lot more frustration, we realize that it
would be better just to listen to our Conductor.
So we take a deep breath and we silently search
for the piece God wants us to play. Perhaps we
even complain about our circumstance and
wonder how anything good can come from us.
We might argue with God, saying: “But it looks
too hard, it is impossible!” And again, God
smiles with a thoughtful grin and taps the baton
on His stand, saying: "No matter what, just
follow Me and | will show you how to play
greater things then these.” So, then we begin to
play. In the beginning, it seems as though we
will never be able to keep up, all we can see are
those notes rushing by. Then we remember
what God said, “Follow me, take my lead”... so
we look up and see God carefully counting out
the beats for us, and if we listen, | mean really
listen to what lies deep in our soul, we can even
hear His Voice humming our part. And we
slowly begin to realize that this song, this part
we are now playing is the most beautiful
melody that we have ever heard, and we find
that as long as our eyes are fixed on the
Conductor, we are able to play along. All we
have to do is follow Him. And yes, some parts
of life are really challenging, and there are
times when we just want to stop playing and
give up, but as long as we follow the Lord and
listen to His steady rhythm, we will make it
through. All we have to do is Follow Jesus and
we will see greater things than this.
