4 Sunday of Lent (St. John Climacus)

Today is the fourth Sunday of Great Lent, and on this | AR/ must believe. These words are difficult words because it

day in a simple, but sublime way, the Gospel reading
reveals the path of deliverance, and the way of salvation.
It reveals the love and mercy of God for a hurting
humanity, and glorifies our Savior, Jesus Christ. Today
our lesson opens with a father caught in the grips of an
understandable fear, lost in his worry over the iliness of
his child, this father seeks out Jesus. He comes to Him,

explaining how a demon has cast his son into the fire and !

into the water, and how he could only with great difficulty
save his son from being burned or drowned alive. Christ
says to the man, "All things are possible to him that

believes." This is true. We understand this. We accept [

this. We are Christians and we say that absolutely, God
can do everything! God can heal any man; God can raise
a person from the dead, make the lame to walk and the
blind to see. But then we lose our faith when it comes to
our own sins and difficulties in life. Because when we
look at ourselves, we doubt. We doubt that God can heal
us. He can heal somebody else, and He can certainly
perform miracles, but we wonder if God can truly heal our
own lives. We read the lives of the saints, we read the
scripture, and we believe that when Lazarus came out of
the tomb, God had brought the breath of life back into him.
We believe. But do we believe that God can deliver us
from our sins, from our passions, from things that we
have been doing wrong?

We have the examples of the lives of the saints to show
that God has taken people who have sinned, sometimes
much worse even than we, and made them great, made
them perfect, and made them holy. During this coming
week of Lent, we have the example of St. Mary of Egypt.
The Great Canon of St. Andrew of Crete, during which
over 250 prostrations or profound bows are prescribed, is

celebrated this coming Wednesday evening, the fifth week |

of Great Lent, and in part honors Mary of Egypt as an
inspirational example of how God can completely heal a
person. For years she led a sinful life. Every impurity
imaginable she had partaken in and defiled herself over
and over again. And what did she do when she came to
repentance? During a pilgrimage to the Holy Land, she
repented her sinful life and was converted, retiring into
the desert where she spent the rest of her life in prayer,
sorrowing for her sins and atoning for them. The reading

of her life during the Canon service is designed to give us |

an inspiring example of conversion, sorrow and atone-
ment for sin. The Venerable Mary of Egypt believed that

| God could change her. She believed that God could

"All things are possible to him that believes," so we too

is difficult for us to believe, to really think we can change.

“ Over and over we doubt ourselves. Over and over we

doubt that God can remove from us a certain sin. And
when we do that, there is this guilt in us that pushes us
away from holy things and then causes disbelief. So
because of that, the words of this man are recorded in
today’s Gospel. Torn by years of grief and anguish, the

- father cried out to Jesus in complete desperation, with

tears, "Lord, | believe; help my unbelief!" These words
are not some riddle, some clever euphemism, but they are
truly what God does to the soul. He takes our unbelief,
and if there is the slightest seed of belief in us, he makes
it grow. In St. Matthew's Gospel, Christ explains after the
healing that if your faith is as a mustard seed, God will do

N, anything. A mustard seed is tiny; you can barely see it,

but it is a very potent seasoning, and it can grow into a
great tree from very meager beginnings. And because of
the faith of the father, Christ heals his son and the demon
is cast out of the boy, never to return. God takes on our
infirmities and makes us able to live. This is the implicat-
ion of the incarnation. This is why we can be saved. God
has made our flesh able to live - He lifts us up. But God
will only change us if we believe that He can.

On a traveler’s path between two great cities, lived a
very malicious snake. Whenever a traveler came by, the
snake would come out from the bushes, immediately

| approach the travelers and bite them without warning. No
il one could pass without crossing paths with the snake,

and his bites were vicious. Until one day a holy man came
along the path, and upon seeing the snake approaching

@ him, he told the snake that if he must go ahead and bite
“ him, then he had his permission to do so. The snake was

taken back by the holy man’s remarks. No one had ever
spoken to him in this way. He started to realize just how
vicious he had become and saw the error of his ways, so
the snake asked the holy man, “What must | do to
change?” The holy man looked kindly at the snake and
said, “Under no conditions should you bite anyone,
anymore.” The snake agreed with the holy man, and from
that day on, he would not bite any of the travelers passing

~ by. For some time, the snake enjoyed the playfulness of

children, he enjoyed the gentleness of strangers, and he
saw the good that came from his conversion. But then
some older children crossed the path, and they were not
so kind to the snake. They would throw him and play
roughly with him, until; he was bruised and beaten. This

went on for some time, until the holy man crossed paths
with the snake again. He looked at the snake; he saw his
bruised and swollen body and asked what happened to
him. The snake told the holy man how things had gone
well for a while, but then some older children came who
played rough with him and hurt him, but he remembered
the words of the holy man and did not bite them. He told
the holy man that he could not understand where things
went wrong, because he had followed exactly what he had
told him to do. The holy man looked at the snake, and
with gentleness in his eyes, said, “My friend, | told you not
to bite anyone under any circumstance, that is true, but |
never told you not to hiss.” Becoming better Christians
through deeper and more meaningful conversions within
our faith is very important, but we must be careful: only in
God can we have complete faith and trust!

During Great Lent, we need to feed our faith with activi-
ty, with fasting, and with prayer. Then, God will hear our
prayer when we say, "Lord, | believe, help my unbelief,"
He will hear it. And He will strengthen our belief. If we are
to grow in Christ, we must realize that it is quite possible
that we do not trust the Lord as much as we would like to
think we do. The African impala is capable of jumping
nearly nine feet into the air, although it is a very small
creature, only about three and a half feet tall. Yet, did you
know that any zoo could keep the impala confined to a
yard with a stonewall only 4 feet high? Why? Because
the impala will never jump anywhere, unless it can see the
place where its feet will land! Our faith must be greater
than our sight, and our doubts can only be removed when
we are willing to maintain a relationship with Christ! The
Bible is filled with many people who spent time in the
presence of God and were fulfilled by their faith. From the
very beginning of God's Word, | am often drawn to Noah.
Here is a man who placed all his faith and trust in God. It
was not the fact that Noah built an ark or preached for 120
years that made him righteousness with God. And it was
not that Noah was sinless either, for no man or woman is
without sin. But it was Noah'’s faith in what God said that
made him righteous before God. It was the fact that he
was willing to change his mind about himself, his world,
and his future based solely on the Word of God. He
walked by faith, and not by sight - and so must we! "Lord,
| believe, help my unbelief”.
