Lamb Of God

Lamb of God - The Messiah

The Messiah is called the "Lamb of God" throughout
the Bible's New Testament. This may seem a peculiar
label to those who aren't familiar with biblical idioms,
but to those who know their Bible, it is a cherished title
for the beloved Messiah, Jesus Christ.

Lamb of God - Biblical Roots Prophetic pictures and
references to the coming Lamb of God are scattered
throughout the Bible's Old Testament. In the first
book of the Bible, Genesis, we find one of
the prophecies of the coming Lamb of God.
In Genesis 22; God commands Abraham to offer his
beloved son Isaac as a sacrifice. God is not endorsing
child sacrifice among men -- He is foretelling His Child
sacrifice for men. Abraham is obedient to God, not
willing to keep anything from God, even his beloved
son. This was a test for Abraham and a testimony to
the world. On the way to the altar, Isaac asks his dad,
"Look, the fire and the wood, but where is the lamb for
a burnt offering?" In response, Abraham prophesied,
"My son, God will provide himself a lamb for a burnt
offering: so they went both of them together" (Genesis
22:7-8).

When they arrive at the place of sacrifice, Abraham
prepares to offer Isaac to the Lord, but before
Abraham could slay his child, God stops him. We read,
"Abraham stretched out his hand and took the knife to
slay his son. But the Angel of the LORD called to him
from heaven and said, 'Abraham, Abraham!" So he
said, 'Here | am.' And He said, 'Do not lay your hand on
the lad, or do anything to him; for now | know that you
fear God, since you have not withheld your son, your
only son, from Me™ (Genesis 22:10-12). Before they
leave the mountain top where Abraham was to offer
Isaac, Abraham again prophesies the coming of the
Lamb of God, "And Abraham called the name of that
place Jehovahijireh: as it is said to this day, 'In the
mount of the LORD it shall be seen™ (Genesis 22:14).
Approximately 2,000 years later, upon that very same
mountain just outside of Jerusalem, God offered His
only Son, the Lamb of God, as a sin offering to
reconcile fallen man to the Holy Living God Almighty.

Lamb of God - The Passover Lamb

The Lamb of God is dramatically revealed in Exodus
12 and 13, with the Jewish Feast of the Passover. This
is perhaps the most compelling foreshadow of the
coming Lamb of God, the Messiah. The Passover
Feast occurs each year on the 14th day of the Jewish
month of Nisan. It is eaten in remembrance of the Lord
"passing over" the houses of those who had sacrificed
the Passover Lamb and sprinkled its blood on their
wooden doorposts and mantles, while the angel of
death visited those who had not sprinkled the blood of
the lamb. The angel of death was the final of ten
plagues sent by God to redeem His people from
slavery in Egypt, the land of their bondage.
Approximately 1,500 years later, on the 14th day of
Nisan, the Passover Lamb of God, Jesus Christ, was
sacrificed upon a wooden cross for the sins of all
mankind. When the Day of the Lord comes, those who
have covered themselves in the blood of the Lamb by
accepting Christ will be kept safe while the world pays
for their rebellion against God.

Lamb of God - "Who Takes Away the Sin of the
World!"

"Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of
the world!" This was John the Baptist's declaration
in John 1:29 upon seeing Jesus for the first time. John
the Baptist was "the voice of one crying in the
wilderness: 'Prepare the way of the LORD; Make His
paths straight™ (Isaiah 40:3; Matthew 3:3). He warned
the world to "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at
hand" (Matthew 3:2). The Apostles "went out and
preached that people should repent" (Mark 6:12), and
Jesus declared, "I tell you, no; but unless you repent
you will all likewise perish" (Luke 13:3, 5). "Repent
therefore and be converted, that your sins may bhe
blotted out, so that times of refreshing may come from
the presence of the Lord..." (Acts 3:19). God Almighty
has given this testimony to a fallen world: "it is
appointed for men to die once, but after this the
judgment” (Hebrews 9:27). Therefore, repent of your
sins and accept the Lord your God who "so loved the
world that He gave His only begotten Son, that
whoever believes in Him should not perish but have
everlasting life" (John 3:16).

Dearest Parishioners and friends:

Years ago | had the
Pascha Divine Litur-
gy at one of our
Ukrainian  Catholic
Churches. | remem-
ber on the Tetrapod a
statue of a Risen
Christ, on his hand a
long staff with a
banner on top. |
never seen such a
thing (as you know
we do not use statues
in our Church). |
asked the Sacristan
the meaning of that
statue... | was told
they “always” had
the statue there and
took it before Matins around the Church on the
Procession done in the morning of Pascha
Sunday. After all these years | finally learned
the origin of the statue. It is a statue made
based on a Latin Rite painting of the
Resurrected Lord it was created in the eleventh
century in the West and became familiar
through Giotto (Giotto di Bondone, 1266-1337),
although its different forms, especially in the
sixteenth and seventeenth centuries, vary quite
widely. “The Lord is represented holding a
banner of victory as He is raised in the air as if
by a vigorous jump from a sarcophagus tomb,
whose slate covering is raised by an angel,
obviously to permit Him to exit, while the
guards are shown fallen upon the ground’; ‘The
Western type showing Christ jumping out of the
grave was imposed during the Turkish
domination in the Eastern Churches (especially

from the 17th century) through the influence of
the West. Here is that painting:

A few years ago
Sister M. Marcia
Klawon OSF, brought
to Saint Basil’s an Icon
of the Resurrection to
be blessed. Properly
that Icon is called
Descent into Hades or
the  Harrowing of
Hades (literally the
distress of Hades). It
took me by surprise...
Our Lord was seen
with such power, so
strong and also there
was the impression of
speed, the Lord was in
haste as He pulled
Adam and Eve from Hades into Heaven. |
remember | called it the icon of “Jesus the
Sprinter”... no disrespect intended. The most
shocking thing was to see the melancholy on
the face Eve. She with her hand covered, the
hand that had touched the fruit in Paradise she
was not supposed to eat. It impressed me as
someone with a lot of guilt, shame so much that
she covers her hand. And on the other hand it
seems the Lord is completely oblivious to her
disposition. He is in a serious mission and off
He goes to bring Adam and Eve to Heaven. On
the bottom you can see the doors broken, the
locks and keys are seen everywhere and
sometimes you see a shady figure chained. It
could be that of Death or Satan. Here is a holy
icon, very similar to that one:

This icon and our Jerusalem Matins of Holy
and Great Saturday, are based on an ancient
writing named the Gospel of Nicodemus or the

On the first apparition of Our Lord to his

apostles, described in today’s gospel. They had
to have a lot of shame for they had just betrayed
the Lord.

of the Resurrection, or Bright Week is
considered as one day. Indeed the Gospel read
for this Sunday covers the Day of Resurrection
and ends with the Sunday after the
Resurrection. It commemorate the event of the
Holy Apostle Thomas “touching the wounds of
Christ”: the hands and side.

Historically this Sunday was the day when
the “Neophites” or newly enlightened or newly
baptized will take their Baptismal robes off and
return to the world. All through the Bright week
they were to be found in the church attending
prayers, instructions and the Divine Litur-
gy. Now the newly Enlighted ones are to
receive a special catechesis. So the Sundays
after the Resurrection are known as Mystago-
gia, (deeper instruction into the Mysteries).

The Reading from the Acts of the Apostles
for this Sunday shows an atmosphere of
miracles and great fervor in the first days of the
Church existence: “In those days, many signs
and wonders were done among the people at
the hands of the apostles.”

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PASCHA - EASTER SUNDAY

RESURRECTION OF OUR LORD
(JOHN 1: 1-17)

Because of our Lord’s Resurrection, the true
Christian is an eternal optimist. The trouble with
being an optimist is that people think you're
naive; you don’t know what’s actually going on.
The real Christian is anything by naive. He
knows exactly what’s going on - VICTORY !

The Greek Synaxarion (the Prolog) gives the
following explanation of the joyous celebration
of Easter in the Byzantine Rite:

“On this glorious and the most
holy day, the whole Church
celebrates the joy of the final
victory and life-giving Resurrect-
ion of Our Lord, God and Savior
Jesus Christ. After the long period
of darkness brought about by sin,
after the endless expectation of
the prophets, after the glad tidings
of Christ’'s birth when the
designated time had come, after
the thirty years of Christ’s hidden life and the
three years of His public life, after the frightful
passion, death upon the cross and three days in
the tomb, behold - CHRIST IS RISEN !

“Indeed, indeed HE IS RISEN! And all is true,
every promise of God has been fulfilled: the
Savior has come, the Lamb of God has been
sacrificed for the sins of the world, and totally
triumphant He crushed death by His death,
restoring to us everlasting life through His
glorious resurrection. The time of weeping is
over. Now is the time of joy. Now that we have
repented and atoned for our sins during the
penitential season of the Great Fast; now that
we have been cleansed by the Passion of Christ;

now let us rejoice, let us give to one another the
Christ-like kiss of peace, thus confirming our
love towards all and celebrating the end of all
enmity . .. Christ, our Savior is RISEN!”

In celebrating the Resurrection of Jesus we do
not merely celebrate an historical event that
happened sometime in the past; we celebrate an
event that affects each one of us personally
today, right now. Because of Christ’s
resurrection, every baptized Christian who has
committed his life to Jesus as Lord can say:
“Christ lives; therefore, | too shall live. Christ
lives; therefore, | too have passed from
death to life. Christ lives; therefore, |
too have at my disposal the same
power that raised Him from the dead.
Christ lives; therefore, | too have the
victory.”

Victory over what? Victory over sin.
Victory over demons - “ If anyone is
in Christ, he is a new creation; the old
has passed away, behold the new has
come.” (2Cor.5:17). Victory over self -
over sin and self, from within. Victory
over death. Peace in the assurance of the
ultimate victory in Christ. “But in fact Christ has
been raised from the dead, the first fruits of
those who have fallen asleep. For as by a man
came death, by a man has come also the
resurrection of the dead. For as in Adam all die,
so also in Christ shall all be made alive” (1
Corinthians 15:20-23).

Here is victory over death. “If any one keeps my
word, he will never see death or taste death”
(John 8-51, 52). “ Who ever lives and believes
in me shall never die ” (John 11:26).
