The only angry
onetoday isHadesitself, for as St. John Chry-
sostom in hisexquisite Paschal Homily says,

“Hades is angered because it has been frus-

It isangered becauseit has been reduced to
naught,

It seized earth, and behold: it encountered
heaven;

It seized the visible and was overcome by the
invisible.

O death whereisyour sting? O Hades, where
isyour victory?

And that iswhy werejoice and give thanks
for this most beautiful day, the Day of Days, the
Feast of Feasts. Christ isRisen and calls all of
usto Life Everlasting! When we speak of the
day of Resurrection, wordsfall short, even the
most beautiful and powerful wordsthat cometo
mind such as: radiant, joyful, glorious, awe-
some, power ful, life- giving, saving. This God
rising from the dead isreally too much to com-
prehend at onetime, or maybel should say
even in awholelifetime. We are people of the
Resurrection, today and always! L et ussimply
bask in Hisvictory and give Him thanks and
glory!

Indeed, our entirelifeisone of constantly be-
ing reminded of, and celebrating, the Holy and
Glorious Resurrection of our Lord. | wonder if
anyone saw what happened last Saturday night

(aweek from yesterday) during the Great En-
trance at the Liturgy in St. Nicholas. No, |
didn’t drop anything or forget thewords...

TheLiturgy was being offered for +Eva
Borowiec of blessed memory. As| brought the
gifts out while saying the usual prayer, at the
exact time | mentioned her name, the sun
blasted through the western window and shone
directly on the chalice | was holding. Coin-
cidence? | don’t think so! “ God-incidence?”
Yep, that'swhat | think! I hope the family of
Eva saw it, too.

That’swhat theresurrection isall about,
don’t you think? Our God has revealed Himself
to us, and He has comeinto the life of everyone
of us. The Great Battle has been won, but we
still must continue our journey through this
“valley of tears.” Just becauseit’s Easter Day
does not mean that all sickness and sorrow and
even physical death have disappeared. | know
you still may hurt, or someone you know isin a
hospital room or maybe even afuneral parlor;
I know the cancer isstill there; | know that
there are many who are sad and broken-
hearted; | know there are family members
struggling and away from those who love them;
I know there are sons and daughters, Dads and
Moms off in afar away land fighting in awar.
In the Resurrection we now have an entirely
new way of looking at these problems and of
dealing with them. It will be all right!

When we ponder life’sdifficultiesand talk
about thevictory of the Resurrection, | always
think of thetime after awar when thetruceor
surrender has been declared and “ officially”
the hostilities have ceased. Y es, somebody may
have signed a paper in Appomattox or on a
great battleship, but it takes days, months, or
asin some cases, like the Japanese forcesin the
Pacific, even yearsto get theword to those on
the battlefields. In the meantime, thewarriors
in those far away places continued to fight and
die.

So it iswith us...the debt of our sins has been
paid, the battle hasbeen won by our Lord Jesus



Christ, the document of victory, our ransom
from sin and death, has been signed with His
very own Blood. However, each of us continues
“to fight the good fight” until He callsusto our
own resurrection. But in Hisvictory, in His
Love, in Hispresence, in His Resurrection, we
must know we ar e new people, His people!

Of all the great feastsin the
Ecclesiastical Year, noneismorejoyousand
celebrated then the Feast we honor today: the
Resurrection of our Lord and Savior, Jesus
Christ. ‘Christisrisen from the dead, by death
He conquered death, and to those in the graves
Hegranted life’” St. John Chrysostom, in his
sermon on the Resurrection, extolstoday’ s feast
with thesewords: “Where, O death, isyour
sting? Where, O Hadesisyour victory? Christ
isrisen and you havefallen. Christ isrisen and
the demons have been cast down. Christ isrisen
and theangelsrejoice. Christ isrisen and life
reigns. Christ hasrisen from the dead, and has
become the first fruits of those who have fallen
adeep.” Duringthismost joyous Easter feast,
the Church callsupon Heaven and earth to
unitein holy and divine regjoicing; thewhole
creation both visible and invisible celebr ates
Eternal joy in the Resurrection of our Lord.
Easter isindeed a timefor extremejubilation!
Today, we gather to celebrate Christ’svictory
over death. BecauseHeisour Lord and our
Savior, and Hisvictory isour victory. In
celebrating Hisresurrection, we celebrate our
own assur ance of new life and renewed
existence with our Heavenly Father.

Thefact that thereislifein theresurrection is
our source of faith. We have hope because
Jesusrosefrom thedead. Intheresurrection
of Jesus, we believe in something greater,
something better, and something Eternal. We
know that because Jesus livestoday, we too can
livewith Him. Theresurrection of Christ is
incontrovertible proof of Hisdivinity. When
the Pharisees and the Scribes demanded a sign
from Christ which would provethat Heisthe
Son of God, He answered them saying that they
will not receive a sign other than that of the
Prophet Jonas: “ For even Jonaswasin the belly
of awhale three days and three nights, so will
the Son of Man be three days and three nights
in the heart of the earth” (Matthew 12:30). And
so it happened, on thethird day of His death,
the gloriousresurrection took place. Centuries

have come and gone, but our faith remains,
because the Resurrection of Christ isthe
foundation of our Church and our belief in
Eternal life. On Easter morning the women
who cameto the graveto anoint Christ’s body
found only an empty tomb. "Heisrisen asHe
said,” an Angel told them. Later that day Jesus
appeared to Hisdisciples, and then, over the
cour se of the next few weeks, to as many asfive
hundred people at onetime. Even " Doubting
Thomas" did not wave hishead in disbelief for
long. Easter changeseverything!..

On thisEaster Day, wer gjoice because the
tomb isempty. And along with Peter, | pray
that we hear the good newstoday of our Lord’s
Resurrection and that werun to thetomb to
look inside and believethat the songweare
hearingistrue: ‘Christ isrisen from the dead,
by death He conquered death, and to thosein
the gravesHe granted life'. Alleluial May this
Easter song of joy reach out to all of uson this
glorious day, when the Church proclaimsthat
theLord istruly risen. Thiscry, which burst
forth from the hearts of the disciples on the
first day after the Sabbath, has spanned the
centuriesand now, at this precise moment in
time, renews once mor e humanity's hopes with
the unaltered certainty of the Resurrection of
Christ, the Redeemer of mankind. “I am the
way thetruth and thelife, no one comesto the
Father except through me” (John 14:6). Just as
Christ rose, sotoo shall weriseoneday into a
new and glorious Eternal life. Christ assured
usof thiswhen he said: “ The hour iscomingin
which all who arein their graves shall hear the
voice of the Son of God. And they who have
done good shall come forth unto resurrection of
life. For thisisthewill of the Father who sent
me, that whoever beholdsthe Son and believes
in Him, shall have everlasting life, and | will
raise Him up on thelast day” (John 5:28-29,
6:40).
