Christ is Risen! He is Truly Risen!

Dear )
(Your name here, for your very own personal letter)
Hello, and thanks to Almighty God for

allowing us yet another letter. Today we use

only one Christian greeting because for the
next several days, both old calendar and new
calendar, are in the Resurrection time before
the Ascension. So with great joy, let us unite
with our families, our brothers and sisters in
the Orthodox churches, and all who are
celebrating the glorious Resurrection as we
say, “Chrystos Voskres! Christ is Risen!

Voistinnu Voskres! He is truly risen!”

Blessed Pascha, Everyone!

I write to you on Wednesday May 1 and am
aware that in a week and a half it will be the
second Sunday of May, Mother’s Day.
Because of the significance of that very
special day, already today, we begin the
celebration of that most beautiful month of
Mothers. Firstly, that thought should remind
us to begin right now to renew our devotion to
our Holy Lady Theotokos. Even if we already
can say we love her, and pray to her daily, we
still can always improve and deepen our
devotion to her.

Because of this “Hallmark Holiday” known
as Mother’s Day, in our Catholic churches,
and even in many Orthodox ones, the entire
month of May is especially dedicated to Mary,
the Birth-Giver of our Lord and God Jesus
Christ. Our parishes throughout the world will
be offering prayer services, and setting aside
special times to honor our Blessed Lady. | am
always blown away when | realize how we are
all part of the world-wide prayer of the

Church. I find it incredible and awesome to
meditate on the fact that the prayers we say
here in Niagara Falls and Western NY are also
being said in every country of the globe from
Afghanistan (yes, for sure, even there) to
Zimbawe, and everywhere in between.
Imagine that... “from the rising of the sun to
the setting of the sun our God is praised” and
our prayers ‘rise like incense’ up to the
heavenly Throne. Breathtaking, | would say

She is our heavenly Mother, who offers her
protection, help and love just as our earthly
mothers do for us. We go to her with our
needs, hopes, joys, sadness, fears and love just
as we do to our own mothers.

Not only priests, but all of us should
have this special devotion to the Mother of
the Church and Queen of Heaven. So |
hope we will truly celebrate “Mother’s
Day” on May 12, and all month long, as
we go to her, pray to her and dedicate our
lives to her because that dedication and
prayer is not for priests alone, but for all
who wish to come to her

When | think about the reference from today’s
scripture: ‘He was born blind so that the will of God
could be revealed through him,” | remember meeting
a young boy named Gabe. | was with my son at the
playground, enjoying some beautiful weather, when
we first met Gabe. My son and | were playing catch,
when the ball rolled behind the slide at the
playground. As | went to retrieve it, to my complete
surprise - out popped a little boy from behind the
slide with this amazingly wide eyed smile and angelic
looking face, who took such delight in returning the
ball to me. | thought he was about the same age as
John Paul, since they were of similar height and
build, but | found out later that Gabe was nearly four
years older, and that because of his health issues he
would always be small for his age. | was rather taken
with Gabe, and soon learned that Gabe was short for
Gabriel, named after the angel of the Lord. We
included him in our game of catch and both boys
were having a wonderful time. Gabe wore these thick
lensed glasses that often came to rest on the middle
of his nose, so his eyes would peek up at you, over
the frames. He was legally blind, so the glasses were
the only way that he could see anything, so | made
sure we threw the ball slowly to Gabe so he would
have a better chance of catching it. | also noticed
Gabe was wearing these bright green frog boots,
even though the weather was quite warm and sunny,
but | could see how happy and special they made him
feel. A few moments later | met his mother, Debbie,
and we started talking about our boys, when she
mentioned that Gabe suffers from Downs Syndrome.
From his outward appearance, | had wondered about
it myself, but it seemed like a relatively mild case,
until she told me that Gabe had already made it
through four major surgeries at the renowned
Pediatric Clinic in Boston, to reconstruct his heart,
because his congestive heart defect was much more
serious than what they usually anticipate for children
with Downs Syndrome. From looking at this precious
little boy, you would have thought that he did not
have a care in the world, because he was so happy

and delightful. There was even a profound peace that
emanated from his laughter. | found out that Gabe
was Debbie’s fifth child, and when she was 18 weeks
pregnant, they discovered the serious heart
condition and genetic defects that her son would be
facing. Her doctor at Sister’s Hospital in Buffalo
actually recommended that Debbie and her husband
abort the fetus, but they refused to let the doctors do
anything that would hurt their baby, because they
believed that God had a reason behind their son,
Gabe, and they were not about to question God’s
Wisdom. After Gabe was born, he was not expected
to live past his first year. Born with a two chamber
heart and serious bone and muscular impairments,
Gabe could only walk with the assistance of a full
body brace. But after many prayers and multiple
surgeries later, Gabe has made it to where he is today
- the bright eyed, gentle, and happy boy whose heart
is filled with so much love, and who runs around the
playground so joyful and carefree. It made me
ponder today’s Gospel reading even more, when
Debbie told me how Gabe brought her own father
back to God. She told me that for years, her father lost
his faith; he stopped believing in God and no longer
went to Church or even prayed. And this devastated her
completely, because she has such a strong sense of
God in her own life. But when her father learned about
Gabe’s condition, when he learned about the uphill
battle he would be facing in order to survive, he started
praying for his grandson, both day and night, he even
returned to the Church faithfully and became a
believing Catholic again. One year ago, Debbie’s father
died unexpectedly, but she told me that she gained
much solace from the fact that her father died believing
in God again, because she knows he has found his
place in heaven. Debbie firmly believes that all of this
was made possible because of her son, Gabe, and how
the will of God was so beautifully revealed through him.
1, too, believe that Gabe is a beacon of God's mercy and
love, a way for God’s work to be made manifest in a
world that desperately needs it the most - because
Gabe’s rare innocence can truly open one’s eyes to
Christ — much like the man born blind revealed the
mercy of Christ in today’s Gospel reading.
