We see the sacrificial
love of the mother who
appeared before King Solomon
and told him that she was willing to
have her son taken away by another
woman, rather than see any harm come to
him. Or, even the mother of James and John who
loved her boys so much that she wanted them to sit
by the Lord’s side in His heavenly kingdom. A priest
once told me that our Church depends on mothers,
because we are the first ones to teach our children
about Jesus and his unconditional love for us. We
build our child’s relationship with God, and
truthfully, that is an immense responsibility. When |
say prayers with my son every night, when we come
to the Church every week, whenever he kisses the
Cross and asks about Jesus, | rest assured in my
heart that he is developing his own relationship with
God. Our children only know what we teach them,
and their instruction requires our time, our patience,
and our love. | know that my own mother brought me



to Church every week, instilled in me the values |
learned through my catechism, and was the first
person who showed me how to pray, alongside my
grandmother. Generations of women continue to
keep our Church alive by instilling faith into the
hearts of our youth. Mothers may not be the myrrh-
bearing women of the Bible, =18

but they continue to glorify |

the Resurrection of Christ in
how they lead their lives, and
by how they choose to share
reverent acts of love and
devotion with their children.
Our mothers are perhaps the
most understandable and
comforting creatures onearth [
and they deserve to be
recognized and celebrated
today.

Mother’s Day may also be a
difficult time for some
people. Maybe there is
someone who wants to be a
mother but has been unable *
to conceive. Perhaps some |
people have not had the best &
mother in the world, and |
today reminds them of *
heartache. Some people |
have lost their mother’s over
the years, and sadly enough there are even some
mothers who have lost a child to illness. There are
many mothers who are flying solo as they work hard
to nurture their child’s faith. A mother can make a
significant spiritual impact on her children every
day, by how she chooses to live.

there to kiss it and make it feel
better.

. whenever | was sick, she knew
exactly what to do to make me
- well again. Every birthday, eve-
ry holiday, every sacrament,
| and every graduation, mom
was always there preparing a
big celebration for those very
special days.
- This is our first Mother’s Day
1. without mom, so | can
appreciate the lost feeling that
. so many people must have
when they lose a parent. My
- heart aches because | miss her
so much. But|am blessed to have had my mom play
such an active part in my life, and to also be a role
model through which | could shape and redefine my
own experience as a mother. Of all the roles | have
played in my life, of all the relationships | have built,
and commitments | have forged, being a mother is
the greatest and most incredible responsibility of all.
Being able to look into the gentle eyes of my son,
tracing his smile in my mind eye, feeling that bond
of love connecting his heart to mine -like some
invisible string- is nothing short of a blessing and
God’s miracle. | have also learned that a good
mother does not take away her children's troubles;
instead she teaches them to look for the hand of God
in the midst of them.
