Today we celebrate Mother’s Day, when we take the
time to remember our “moms”, to honor those remarkable
women in our lives. Because somewhere between the
youthful energy of a teenager and the golden years of a
woman's life their lives a marvelous and loving person
known as "Mother". Mothers are teachers and disciplina-
rians. Mothers may even be cleaning ladies, gardeners,
chefs, and mowers of lawns. Most
mothers understand that baking
cookies is more important than
washing windows when your child is
feeling down. Mothers are nurses,

chauffeurs, and coaches. Mothers
are developers of personalities,
molders of vocabularies, shapers of attitudes, and
evangelizers of their faith. Mothers are all of these things
and much, much more. On this special day that we set
aside to honor mothers, it is good for us to think about
how much these wonderful women really do. Being a
mother is not a walk in the park. By the time a child
reaches 18, a mother has had to handle some extra 18,000
hours of child-generated work. In fact, women who never
have children enjoy the equivalent of an extra three
months a year in leisure time! | often recall a story | read
years ago, about an elementary teacher who taught a
lesson on the properties of magnets. The next day he gave
his students a quiz. The first question read like this: “My
name begins with an “M,” has six letters, and | pick things
up. What am 1?” Half the kids in his class wrote, “Mother”
instead of magnet. Ralph Waldo Emerson said, “Men are
what their mothers make them” and an old Spanish
proverb says, “An ounce of mother is worth a pound of
clergy.” Today, with honoring our mothers, | would also
like us to focus on some great portraits of motherhood
found in Scripture.

There is a famous story recounted in the Old Testament
regarding King Solomon and two mothers (1 Kings 3:16-
28). Two women who lived in the same house and who
both had an infant son came to Solomon for a judgment.
One of the women claimed that the other, after
accidentally smothering her own son while sleeping, had
exchanged the two children to make it appear that the
living child was hers. The other woman denied this and so
both women claimed to be the mother of the living son
and said that the deceased boy belonged to the other.
After some deliberation, King Solomon called for a sword

to be brought before him. He declared that there was only
one fair solution: the living son must be split in two, each
woman receiving half of the child. The one woman, in her
bitter jealousy, exclaimed, "It shall be neither mine nor
yours—divide it!" However, upon hearing this terrible
verdict, the boy's true mother cried out, "Oh please, give
the baby to her, just don't kill him!" The king then gave the
baby boy to the real mother, because he knew that only
the boy’s true mother would never
allow any harm to come to him. King
Solomon's judgment became known
throughout all of Israel and was
considered an example of profound
wisdom. | like to think of it as a
biblical example of the genuine love
a mother has for her own children.
In the New Testament, there is a young woman named
Eunice. She was raised in a religious home and was
greatly impacted by her mother Lois. She loved to learn
the stories from the Bible when she was young and
enjoyed going to services where she could learn about
God. As she approached her teenage years, she was still
focused on spiritual matters but she became attracted to
a young man who was not into religion at all. Against the
best wishes of her godly mother, the teaching of her faith,
and the tug of her conscience, she married the man. After
a couple years of marriage, Eunice and her husband had
a baby boy who they named Timothy. In the meantime,
Eunice’s father passed away so they asked her mother
Lois to come and live with them. Little Timothy was a
delight to everyone. Both his mother and grandmother
spent hours with him, teaching him the stories of the Old
Testament, praying with him and for him, and training him
in the things of God. They created a spiritual environment
where Timothy could flourish. Then, one day, a preacher
named Paul came to their town of Lystra and spoke about
a man named Jesus. Both Lois and Eunice listened
intently. They saw in Jesus the fulfillment of all the
promises in the Old Testament and placed their trust in
Him and were converted. These new believers in turn
focused on teaching Timothy all about who Jesus was.
We know from reading the Book of Acts that Paul himself
took a personal interest in Timothy who was then only a
teenager, partnering with his mother and grandmother, to
steer him down the path of salvation in Christ. Later, Paul
and Timothy partner together in ministry as the Gospel
continues to spread throughout the area. These two
mothers had God’s Word in their hearts, and could



impress it upon young Timothy by talking about it
throughout the day and showing Timothy how the
scriptures should impact every area of life. Yet another
perfect example of motherhood in biblical times!

Recall the picture of the mother of Moses who cared so
much for her son that she broke the law in order to teach
him the faith of his people. Or, even the mother of James
and John who loved her boys so much that she wanted
them to sit beside the Lord in His heavenly kingdom. A
priest once told me that our Church depends on mothers,
because we are the first ones to teach our children about
Jesus and his unconditional love for us. We build our
child’s relationship with God, and truthfully, that is an
immense responsibility. When | say prayers with my son
every night, when we come to the Church every week,
whenever he kisses the Cross and asks about Jesus, | rest
assured in my heart that he is developing his own
relationship with Christ. Our children only know what we
teach them, and their spiritual development requires our
time, our patience, and our love. Generations of women
continue to keep our Church alive by instilling our faith
into the hearts of our youth. Mothers may not be the
myrrh-bearing women of the Bible, but they continue to
glorify the Resurrection of Christ in how they lead their
lives, and by how they choose to share reverent acts of
love and devotion with their children. Our mothers are
perhaps the most understandable and comforting
creatures on earth and they deserve to be recognized and
celebrated today.

Mother’'s Day may also be a difficult time for some
people. Maybe there is someone listening today who
wants to be a mother, but has been unable to conceive.
Perhaps some people have not had the best mother in the
world, and today remind them of that heartache. Some
people have lost their mothers over the years, and sadly
enough there are even some mothers who have lost a
child. A mother can make a significant spiritual impact on
her children every day, by how she chooses to live each
moment. For those of us who were lucky enough to have
a mother who took time out of her life to make sure our
needs were met, Mother's Day should be particularly
important. | know that as my sister and | grew up, dad was
the rock who kept us safe and secure, but mom was the
pillow that caught us when we fell. Personally, of all the
roles | have played in my life, of all the relationships | have
built, commitments | have forged... being a mother is the
greatest and single most incredible responsibility of all.
Being able to gaze into the eyes of my son, tracing his

smile in my mind’s eye, feeling that bond of love
connecting his heart to mine — like some invisible string
from heaven - is nothing short of a blessing and God’s
miracle! A mother is the only creature on earth that will
cry when she is happy, laugh when she is heartbroken,
and work when she is feeling ill. A mother has the God-
given ability to be almost everywhere at once and she
alone can somehow manage an enormous amount of
living into an average day. | have also learned thata good
mother does not take away her children's troubles;
instead she teaches them to look for the hand of God amid
their suffering. This Mother's Day, let us pause and pray
for these magnificent women in our lives.

| cannot think of any creature more willing to sacrifice
for her children and family, then a mother. A mother’s love
is both unconditional and eternal, because it comes from
the love of God that created each of us in His image. Our
Beloved Mother, Mary, the Theotokos, remains our finest
example of the perfect model of motherhood. She led a
life of genuine love for family and God. She was given to
us as our ‘Divine Mother’ when Jesus was dying on the
cross and spoke to John, and she remained with the
Apostles even after Jesus ascended into heaven. In
recognition of her benevolence, we recognize the love of
our own mothers, the beautiful women who have devoted
their lives to loving and caring for their children and
family. May the unconditional love of our Lord and the
sincere vigilance of our Blessed Mother, be with all our
“moms” - both living and deceased - on this day in which
we celebrate their love.
