| thought of cries and tears, wounds, blood, rifles,
shootings... | thought of cruelty and homes in
sorrow... | tried not to
remember, | tried not think, |
tried not to see in my mind
the school, the dads and the
moms in tears, brothers,
sisters, uncles and aunts,
grandmas and grandpas, and
many dear friends and the so
many officers in uniform that
made my old school looked
such a scary a place...

After a while of tossing and
turning, sobbing and fearing
the worse | was finally asleep.

Combatting “Pure Evil” is more than prayers
Get Back to Weekly Sacraments
+ Daily Sacramentals

Mayor Brown hit it square on the head
naming Buffalo’s Saturday, May 14, 2022’s
racial massacre “pure evil”. Therefore,
defense against community-wide attack
on human life means more than prayer’s
“special” intentions. Prayer alone cannot
deter hyper-aggressive violence. This
needs God’s supernatural power.

Our pleas for protection must be permeated by
intentional, passionate, and weekly participation at
Sunday Mass and regular Confession. Mega-evil
cannot just be prayed away with positive thoughts.
This immense, anti-spiritual black hole devours our
good works. It can only be defeated by God, the
sanctifying light of the Most Blessed, Holy Trinity.

Such grace is only received through the Seven
Sacraments, particularly Eucharist. For this reason,
all Baptized who, week after week, decline Jesus’
invitation to His Supper may be contributing to the
expansion of the black hole of pure evil. Anyone
who says, “l don’t have to go to church. | can pray
at home,” is defenseless against pure evil and may
have to take co-responsibility for its acts.

Any, and all daily, personal, or group prayer for
cessation of crimes against humanity, race, or
nation (as in Ukraine) can only defeat mammoth evil
through the supernatural grace of the Sacraments,
in other words, the ministerial powers of the priest.

On the other hand, practicing believers need to
regularly practice the Sacrament of Penance for their
own damaging acts, personal “black hole” sins.
Confession begs the triune God to repair individual
relationships we ourselves and others have broken.
When intended as such, God heals our society
destructive of human life. Jesus’ Sacred Heart calls
for a Confession of reparation, for supernatural
“repairing” of ills, every First Friday of every month,
as well as Fatima’s call for First Saturdays. These
healing practices are lacking in many parishes.

For daily prayer’s supernatural power to be
effective against pure evil, it must be rooted in
reception of weekly Sunday Holy Communion.
Sundays are the spiritual “book ends” of each daily
prayer. Without the Lord’s Supper on the Lord’s
Day, our shelf of daily books (prayers) tips, turns,
§ and falls apart.

For intensified power against extreme evil,
/ the Church presents us with sacramentals,
“ objects of devotion, rooted in the

Sacraments through a priest’s or deacon’s

blessing: Thunder candles, Holy Water,

Sacred images, the Rosary, Chaplet, etc. An
ordained minister connects these prayer tools
with God’s supernatural life, surpassing our
heartiest wishes. Use by weekly communicants
regularly Confessing their sins, draws divine power
from the Sacraments, not just our positive thinking.

“Book-ending” sacramentals — daily, personal,
prayer tools — protects from idolatrous superstition.
Sinful abuse is burying a statue of St Joseph to sell
a house, hanging a Rosary on a bush, or placing a
figure of the Infant of Prague in a window to ensure
good weather. Not only mocking God’s almighty
power, abuse of Sacraments and sacramentals
caused the Protestant Reformation.

Sacramentals are not just procured for the home
or blessed by a priest. They must be used in prayer.
As with true love, you can never own or buy a
blessed sacramental. Its use “owns” and blesses
you. Hanging a holy picture in your home without
regularly praying before it or even illuminating a
candle (LED-light) does nothing spiritual. It's only a
decoration or ornament. However, praying on our
knees (or seated) before a blessed statue of
Madonna and Child, before which burns a candle,
brings heaven’s divine power upon you. Only
supernaturally strengthened daily prayer, through
God'’s almighty will and between Sunday Eucharists,
can crush pervasive evil, as Mary, full of grace,
crushed the Serpent (Gn 3:15).

... Only Sunday Mass, Confessions of reparation,
and sacramentals prayed between Lord’s Day
Eucharists can effectively call on God’s grace to
destroy pure evil in Buffalo and the world.
