The second group we call to mind are those we remember
and pray for on the last Monday of May. | had originally

planned to write about “Decoration Day” before | realized this
particular Sonday is the D-Day Anniversary. But how
appropriate it is to join the two events together. Decoration
Day, May 30, was the original name given to the day of
remembrance for the fallen soldiers of the Civil War. Later the
name would be changed to Memorial Day and now as we all
know, we celebrate it on the last Monday of May. (Everybody
knows we love our long weekends!) Very soon those
remembered on “Decoration Day” vastly increased in
numbers. Not long after the Civil War came WWI, WWII,
Korea, Vietnam, Kuwait, Iraq, Afghanistan and all the other
places where our soldiers went to fight and die that we might
live full and peaceful lives. On Memorial Day we lower the flag
to half-staff and remember the dead of all those horrific wars.
The vast numbers of young men, and now almost equally vast
numbers of women, are on the battlefield and fighting and
dying to keep us safe and free. The peace that they protect
certainly enables us to joyfully climb our mountain without fear
or distraction from day to day. On this Memorial Day, as we do
for the D-Day warriors, we remember these, our blessed fallen
ones, in the same way. Thank You, Valiant Warriors! We
remember you and pray for you! Eternal Memory! Vichnaja
Pamjat! Rest in Peace! We pray that you did not die in vain!

“In Flanders Fields the poppies blow

Between the crosses, row on row....

We are the Dead. Short days ago

We lived, felt dawn, saw sunset glow,

Loved and were loved,

and now we lie in Flanders fields.

Take up our quarrel with the foe:

To you from failing hands we throw The torch; be

yours to hold it high... (In Flanders Fields-John McCrae)

Those few poetic words tell us that even though all don’t go
to the battlefield, we are all warriors for freedom and indeed
we have received the torch of the fallen. Freedom is never
free! Now in these dangerous and mad times it is our turn to
fight and protect the blessing of our God upon this land!

The “Anaphora” is the main part of our Divine Liturgy, and
within the Anaphora is a section called “Anamnesis.” Sounds
like a medical term, right? The “Anamnesis” is a time of
remembering. First of all we call to mind, and make real, the
events of the Lord in the Upper Room on Holy Thursday night.
He told us: “Do this in memory of me.” During this time of
“Anamnesis” or The Remembering, we hear the priest
proclaim, “Thine own of Thine own we offer on behalf of all and
for all.” At this time “all men and women”, all people created in
the image and likeness of God are lifted up and remembered!
We remember the living and the dead. Because of the saving
acts of our Lord Jesus, we believe and know that all can come
and be saved! Father Breck of the OCA writes: “We celebrate



as well for non-believing friends, for our enemies, for the
outcast and marginalized, for victims of war and social
injustice, and for all who have asked us to pray for them,
“unworthy though we be.” We pray for the “life of the world and
its salvation. And we remember!! Not only the living, but also
those who are gone ahead of us!”

“In remembrance of this saving command (‘Do this in
remembrance of me’), and all things that were done for us: the
cross, the tomb, the resurrection on the third day, the
ascension into heaven, the sitting at the right hand, and the
second and glorious coming again...” We remember and pray
for “all people”, everyone who is created in the image and
likeness of our God.

My dear brothers and sisters, as we continue our mountain
climbing, “cross-carrying” journey, we pray for each other and
help each other. Let us never forget all those we see on the
mountain...those who have died, as in the case of the valiant
warriors for freedom we mentioned above! Also, for all those
whom we have seen from our very first breath on this earth, all
throughout our life, right up to this present moment. To all
those who love us and to those who hate us, we pray to God
and REMEMBER them and give thanks to Almighty God for
having allowed our lives to meet, even if for some it was a brief,
almost unremarkable time. As we know now, however, there
is not one meeting with another that is not important and life-
assisting and planned by our God! WE ARE ALL God's people!
WE LIFT EACH OTHER UP TO THE HEAVENLY THRONE
and celebrate His saving acts for us! We can truly say to each
other: THANK YOU! THANK YOU! WE REMEMBER! Glory to
God for all things!
