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The Most Holy Spirit: Water or Fire...

One lesson of the Old Testament for this feast, read at Vespers relates the vision of the Prophet
Ezekiel. In the middle of the desert is a small house and a little bit of water runs from one side. Little by
little there is more and more water, until there is a river, trees, birds, everything is changed is make
alive... the early fathers said that the small house is the upper room where the apostles, the Mother of
God and disciples gathered for 9 days of prayer, receiving on the 10t day the Holy Spirit. Since then
until now the water continues to spread bringing new life. “While water signifies birth and the fruitfulness
of life given in the Holy Spirit, fire symbolizes the transforming energy of the Holy Spirit's actions. The
prayer of the prophet Elijah, who "arose like fire" and whose "word burned like a torch," brought down
fire from heaven on the sacrifice on Mount Carmel. This event was a "figure" of the fire of the Holy Spirit,
who transforms what he touches. John the Baptist, who goes "before [the Lord] in the spirit and power
of Elijah," proclaims Christ as the one who "will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire." Jesus
will say of the Spirit: "I came to cast fire upon the earth; and would that it were already kindled!" In the
form of tongues "as of fire," the Holy Spirit rests on the disciples on the morning of Pentecost and fills
them with himself. The spiritual tradition has retained this symbolism of fire as one of the most
expressive images of the Holy Spirit's actions. "Do not quench the Spirit" [CCC 696].

Is there a connection between the "tongues" of fire and the speaking in other "tongues" in this
passage? Yes. In both cases, the Greek word for "tongues" is the same (glossai), and the reader is to
understand the connection. The word "tongue" is used to signify both an individual flame and an
individual language. The "tongues as of fire" (i.e., individual flames) are distributed to and rest on the
disciples, thus empowering them to miraculously speak in "other tongues” that is other languages. This
is a result of the action of the Holy Spirit, signified by fire. As one of the most important solemnities on
the Church's calendar, it has a rich depth of meaning, but here is how Pope Benedict summarized it in
2012: “This Solemnity makes us remember and relive the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the Apostles
and the other disciples gathered in prayer with the Virgin Mary in the Upper Room (cf. Acts 2:1-11).
Jesus, risen and ascended into Heaven, sent his Spirit to the Church so that every Christian might
participate in his own divine life and become his valid witness in the world. The Holy Spirit, breaking
into history, defeats aridity, opens hearts to hope, stimulates and fosters in us an interior maturity in
our relationship with God and with our neighbor.” (Fr. Robert)

The View From Up Here (Fr. Ray) June 12, 2022
Holy Saints Pray to God for US!

Glory to Jesus Christ!

Dear Helper, Guide & Protector on our climb to the
summit of the Holy Mountain,

If you are a regular reader of the Saint Nicholas
bulletin (Doesn’t Father Marijan do a fantastic job?!!),
you are very familiar with our discussion about a
mountain climb. For those who are “just tuning in” let
me explain. In this space we use the analogy of
climbing a mountain to describe our life journey to
heaven. Life, like a mountain climb, is sometimes very
beautiful and awe inspiring. Sometimes :
easy, sometimes hard. When it's -
completed we will have reached the
top of the mountain for the most
beautiful reward imaginable.
The mountain climber re-
ceives the reward of standing
on the very top, and
experiencing fulfillment and
awe! The successful climb of
our life will also allow us to
receive our reward, but even
much, much more than an
ordinary climb. We will receive
the most beautiful reward Ll
imaginable, the gift of Life without
end, where we will see God where death is

no more! In this space we have a beautiful place where

the Holy Spirit is at work among us and where we stop
to ponder and discuss the events of daily life, i.e., our
climb, and what it is that we must do to get to heaven.
Today this writing is addressed to Helper, Guide,
Protector with the title: “Holy Saints Pray to God for us!

In our Eastern Catholic Church this Sonday, June 12
happens to be the first Sonday after Pentecost
according to the Gregorian Calendar. (In Ukraine, some
US churches, and in all the Orthodox Churches they
will have “All Saints Day” next Sonday.) This might be
a shock to our devout Roman Catholic readers, but
today is “All Saints Day” in our Church. Yes, just as
you do on November first each year, we do on this
special first Sonday after Pentecost.

Through the coming of
the Holy Spirit, those who were of the same nature as
we, human beings, were able to attain sanctity. Each
day of our church calendar certain saints are
commemorated, but on this particular Sonday, all
Saints, known and unknown, are honored. We
remember too, all those who only God knows as
saints...Our relatives and friends, priests, nuns, all who

I|ved good and holy lives! This reminds us of the

inscription on that magnificent monument
in Washington, D.C., the Tomb of the
Unknown Soldier, which is in-
scribed with the words: “Known
only to God.” Saints only
known by God!

Have you ever heard the
statement, “You have to be a
saint to enter Heaven.” This
may be a shock to some, |
know. | remember a preacher
who said those words in his
homily, and was very much
confronted after Liturgy. The guy
said, “l don’t do that holy stuff.” He
had better doggone well get doing that
holy stuff! Every single one of us is called
to live in God’s presence and to do His holy Will. We
are called to a life of holiness and goodness....of peace
and kindness. We are called to always have our goal of
life before us and never stray from the path of
righteousness. The two Great Commandments,
coming from none other than God Himself are these:
“You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart
and with all your soul, and with all your mind. This is
the first and great commandment. And the second is
like it. You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” Mt.
22: 36-40 (Ignatius Bible RSV Catholic Ed.)

Today we remember all who have been kind to us,
who are, or were, part of our life. Today we remember
and pray to all the Saints and the Mother of God! We
pray for the Holy Spirit to come upon us! Let the Saints,
our helpers, guides and protectors lead us to God
through their intercession! Keep on climbin’ !! Let us
love God and neighbor! Be strong! Be Holy! Be a Saint!
