Glory to Jesus Christ! Glory Forever!
Dear ,

(Your name here, for your very own personal letter)

....And it's July! We look forward to this beautiful
month, which each year is just so jam-packed with
all kinds of summer and church activities. Most
importantly though, the month is one of many
wonderful and important saints on our Byzantine
church calendar. Check it out.. We begin on the 1st
with Cosmas and Damian. July 2 is a beautiful day
when we honor the Mother of God remembering
the day her Precious Robe was placed in the
church at Blachernae in Constantinople. Each day
after that seems to have one or more “famous and
important” saints, as do all the months, but for
some reason in July they seem very familiar and
close to us, and are those to whom our people
have always had great devotion.

We’'ll be praying to, and with, Andrew of Crete,
Athanasios of Athos, the Great Martyr Procopius,
our Venerable Father Anthony, who found and
brought salvation to many at the Caves in Kiev.
Then there is one of our family favorites, Olga, in
Holy Baptism called Helen, who is patron saint of
our Elaina, “our little Olga.” The Holy Archangel
Gabriel will have his special day, followed by St.
