Good News: We can always count on God to help
us with those things that are impossible for us,
when we do the little things that we can do.

Years ago, when | worked as a Psychiatric Therapist, |
visited one of my clients at a facility for Alcohol
Rehabilitation at one of their sessions. At the beginning
everyone sat on a circle and introduced themselves by
stating their first name and saying “and | am an alcoholic”.
Only my client added something different, he said “My name
is Charles and | am an alcoholic” and then closing his eyes
and turning his gaze heavenward, like talking to God, said:
“and | pray to God who can do all things to heal me”. It was
very moving. At the very end of the session the moderator
call Charles to the side and told him that his prayer indicated
to him, that he was not far from success that is sobriety. Two
pivotal steps in AA are to acknowledge the disease and to
accept that there is a god or a higher power that can restore
sanity.

Today’s Gospel stresses the power of Jesus over the
devil. In today’s gospel, the devil and the power of evil is
associated with three things:

1) the cemetery, the place of the dead. The death which kills
life!

2) The pig, which was considered an impure animal. The
impurity which separates from God!

3) The sea, which was considered the symbol of chaos
before creation. The chaos which destroys nature.

The Gospel of Mark, from which Matthew takes his
information, associates the power of evil with a fourth
element which is the word Legion (Mk 5:9), the name of the
army of the Roman Empire. The Empire oppressed and
exploited the people. Thus, it is understood that the victory
of Jesus over the Devil had an enormous importance for the
life of the communities of the years 70’s, the time when
Matthew wrote his Gospel. The communities lived oppressed
and marginalized, because of the official ideology of the
Roman Empire and of the Pharisees. The same significance
and the same importance continue to be valid today.

The Devil does not have power over his movements. It
only gets the power to enter into the pigs with the permission
of Jesus! Once they entered into the pigs, the whole herd
charged down the cliff into the sea and perished in the water.
Evidently they were poor swimmers. In the opinion of the
people, the pig was a symbol of impurity, which prevented
human beings from relating with God and from feeling
accepted by Him. The sea was the symbol of the existing
chaos before creation and which, according to the belief of
that time, continued to threaten life. This episode of the pigs
which threw themselves into the sea is strange and difficult
to understand. But the message is very clear: before Jesus,
the power of evil has no autonomy, no consistency. Anyone

who believes in Jesus has already conquered the power of
evil and should not fear! The caretakers of the pigs went to
the city and told the story to the people, and they all set out
to meet Jesus. Mark says that they saw the “possessed” man
sitting down, dressed and in his right mind” (Mk 5:15). But
the pigs were still gone! This is why they asked Jesus to
leave their neighborhood. For them, the pigs were more
important than the person who recovered his senses, or the
one who has the authority and power to heal the possessed
man.

At the time of Jesus, the words Devil or Satan were used
to indicate the power of evil which drew persons away from
the right path. For example, when Peter tried to divert Jesus
from His mission, he was Satan for Jesus (Mk 8:33). Other
times, those same words were used to indicate the political
power of the Roman Empire which oppressed and exploited
people. For example, in the Apocalypse, the Roman Empire
is identified with “Devil or Satan” (Rev 12:9). While at other
times, people used the same words to designate evils and
illnesses. They spoke of devil, dumb spirit, deaf spirit,
impure or unclean spirit, etc. There was great fear! In the
time of Matthew, in the second half of the first century, the
fear of demons increased. Some religions from the East
taught worship of spirits. They taught that some of our
mistaken gestures could irritate the spirits, and these, out of
revenge, could prevent us from having access to God and
deprive us of divine benefits. For this reason, through rites
and writings, intense prayer and complicated ceremonies,
people sought to appease these spirits or demons in such a
way that they would not cause harm to life.

Those religions, instead of liberating people, nourished
fear and anguish. Now, one of the objectives of the Good
News of Jesus was to help people to liberate themselves
from this fear. The coming of the Kingdom of God meant the
coming of astronger power. Jesus is “the strongest
man” who can conquer Satan, the power of evil, snatching
away from its hands a humanity imprisoned by fear (cf. Mk
3:27). For this reason the Gospels insist on the victory of
Jesus over the power of evil, over the devil, over Satan, over
sin and over death. The Gospels encourage communities to
overcome this fear of the devil! Today, who can say “l am
completely free?” Nobody! Then, if | am not totally free, there
is some part of me which is possessed by other
powers. How can these forces be cast away? The message
of today’s Gospel continues to be valid for us. Only the Lord
can help us. | always consider the end of this story kind of
frightful. As the people cannot stand Jesus on account of
their lost of the animals, that anyhow were forbidden in
Mosaic law, they asked Him to leave, and He does. Reminds
me the saying that | heard from a monk once: “God does not
force anyone into Heaven nor does He force anyone into
Hell.” (Fr. Robert)

There is a lesson to be learned from a sunken ship:

It was not all the water that surrounded the ship that
sank the ship; it was only the water that came in the ship
that weighted the ship down. In the same way, it is not
what surround us which affect us, it is only what we
allow to come in which can sink us. So do not judge and
do not condemn, that should take care of most of it.

Then last week as part of our Liturgy for the Fourth
Sonday after Pentecost, we commemorated a group of
Holy Ones, “All Saints of Rus-Ukraine.” The holy ones
of this commemoration are the ‘God-fearing and God-
hearing’ men and women of the land of Ukraine from
the earliest time to the present.... Saints known to the
world as well as those known only by God.

Do you know we walk with the Saints all the time?
Here | speak as did St. Paul when he called all believers
“Saints.” We especially have family and friends who
are always with us as we journey on. We remember
“the saints” of our family, Moms, Dads, brothers,
sisters, Babas, Didos of our parishes and of our family
who themselves are on the same pilgrimage as we and
are there to guide, counsel and assist us on our
spiritual journey. We have our husbands and wives
going hand in hand to eternal life! We have the earthly
saint who tells us to ‘be of good courage and don’t be
afraid’; we have the still climbing saint who encourages
us, and tells us what we are doing and where we are
going is the right way; we have the saintly ‘Prayer
Warriors’ who spend hours on their knees praying day
and night for us and all the world! We have the saints
who pray and work for the protection of Life even
though persecuted and abused as they are. There are
countless souls “in the same boat as we are”, who also
are with us, and in a zillion different ways, are aiding
and encouraging us on the climb to the glorious
summit. Besides these, who are still on the journey, we
go to, and walk with those Holy Ones who are already
in heaven, and also and especially, are always ready to
assist us with their heavenly prayers, even as they gaze
upon the Face of God! “God is wonderful in His
Saints”!!!!

Each day of the yearly cycle of our liturgical life is
dedicated to one special saint, but often for one
particular day there can many saints that ‘belong to
that day.” Even during a particular month it seems that
there is something special going on almost every
single day! This month of July is one of those that
always stands out. Firstly, because there are important
Holy Days, and important Saints all during the month
of July. Then, secondly, among these special days are
several saints who are very special to our Ukrainian
Greek-Catholic Church. Check this out: July 1: Cosmas
and Damian (Doctors who worked without pay..
Imagine that!); July 2: Placing of the Precious Robe of

our Most Holy Lady in the Church at Blachernae; July
3: Feast of Our Lady of Perpetual Help; July 4: St.
Andrew of Crete (remember him from Great Lent?);
July 8: Great Martyr Procopius; July 10: St. Anthony of
the Kyiv Caves... founder of the “Caves Monastery” in
Ukraine; July 11: Blessed Olha, Princess of Kyiv... In
Baptism called Helen. She was Grandmother of St.
Volodymyr, Baptizer of Ukraine; July 13: Archangel
Gabriel... we remember all of his appearances
throughout the history of our salvation as he brought
messages from God; July 15: St. Volodymyr... In
Baptism called Basil, and known as “Baptizer of Uk-
raine”; July 17: Fathers of the First Six Ecumenical
Councils...faithful keepers and teachers of the True
Faith; July 20: Glorious Prophet Elias; July 21:
Venerable Simeon, Fool for Christ. (We have a whole
class of Saints known as “Fools for Christ” because
they were crazy to the world, but holy in the sight of
God!); July 22: Myrrh-bearer and Equal to the Apostles,
Mary Magdalene; July 24: Martyrs Boris, in Baptism
called Roman, and Hlib, in Baptism called David. Sons
of St. Volodymyr martyred for their Christian Faith; July
25: Righteous Anna, Mother of the Mother of God. In
other words, the Baba-Grandmother- of Jesus; July 27:
Great-Martyr and Healer Panteleimon: July 28: Holy
Deacons and Apostles, Prochorus, Nicanor and
Parmenas, who were among the very first Deacons of
the Church. Today is a special day for all our deacons!
July 31: Forefeast of Procession of Cross and
preparation for the Dormition Fast.

And this is only one month of the Treasure of our
Holy Church! It is breathtaking to think of the gifts and
graces that fall like the dew from heaven upon us every
single moment as we celebrate the Feast Days and Fast
Days of our Church. We don’t need a program for this,
or a new way for doing that! We simply need to come
to the Holy Liturgy! We simply need to regularly
partake and know about the Holy Sacraments! We
simply need to follow these flesh and blood men and
women of all ages, who each being a story unto
themselves, yet tell us about and guide us to Eternal
Salvation. We do have teachers and guides in the
Saints and in the Holy Liturgy. Don’t forget your special
Saint after whom you are named! Don’t forget your
Guardian Angel! Don’t forget the special Saints of our
Church! Don’t forget the special Saints to whom we are
attracted for one reason or another! Don’t forget to

check your “Church Calendar” every single day! We
are surrounded by a GREAT CLOUD OF WITNESSES!

“Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a
cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight and
sin which clings so closely, and let us run with
perseverance the race that is set before us looking to
Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith....” (Hebrew
12: 1-2 Ignatius Bible RSV-Catholic Ed.) Yes, the Saints
teach us how we should live and what we must expect
to endure as we follow Christ, our Lord and Savior. The
Saints, our Feast Days, Fast Days, our Divine Liturgy
give us all we need as we climb to Him! Remember the
song “You'll Never Walk Alone”? A few lines....”"When
you walk through the storm hold your head up high and
don’t be afraid of the dark....At the end of the storm
there’s a golden sky and the sweet silver song of a
lark...walk on with hope in your heart and you’ll never
walk alone.”

Hand in hand let us walk to the Kingdom with all the
Saints! Most Holy Mother of God, Holy Angels,
Archangels, Apostles, Prophets, Martyrs and all you
Holy Ones, Pray to God for us that our souls will be
saved!” “God is wonderful in His Saints!”  (Fr. Ray)
