Letter from Fr. Ray July 13,2014 AD

Glory to Jesus Christ! Glory Forever!

Dear (say your name right here for your very own
personal letter),

Hello, my dear Reader. First of all | want to thank
you for being here, and for all your kind words. | like
writing to you as much as you enjoy getting your
letters... maybe even more! I’'m very thankful that I'm
able to write each week, and it makes me very happy
to know you await ‘your letter’ with each bulletin.
Thanks and Glory to God for His allowing me to write
to you every single weekend for these past six or
seven plus years. So far the creek hasn’t risen either!

If you recall, in the last letter | wrote about the
week-long celebration of the 4th of July. It was
everything I thought it would be, and then some. With
the community days, church picnics, carnivals,
fireworks, etc., it was indeed a great celebration of
that “Grand OF Lady Liberty,” extending from one
weekend to the next without let up. | suppose we
need a week in which to celebrate a 238th birthday.

We definitely need those kinds of days of recollect-
ion when we welcome the opportunity to “drop back
and punt” and check the reasons we do what we do
and to renew, reinforce, or simply begin again our
commitment to our ideals of, and dedication to,
freedom. We do it in the Church all the time with all
the Feast days and Fast days. We do it with our
personal birthdays. We do it with national holidays.

It is also a good thing to celebrate our civil days
too because the bottom line of a national celebration
like the 4th of July is really to look at where it is we
came from, where we are now, how we measure up
to those ideals set forth by those gone before us, and
what will happen with these great gifts in the future.
Holidays and milestones of our life cause us to look
to where it is we came from, where we are at the
present moment, and to where it is that we are going.

Last week was a joyful and important time as we,
as a nation, celebrated all the good things about this
Great, Beautiful and Blessed country. In that birthday
celebration and in our self-examination of each of us

as Americans, | think we clearly see how very fragile
is this thing called Liberty, how it must be protected,
and how very easily it can be lost. As we thought
about The Declaration of Independence we realized
the incredible gifts of courage, wisdom, foresight
and FAITH which our Founding Fathers had.
