Before my eighth grade students leave for their
summer vacation and move on into high school, |

out arms or legs. No arms to wrap around a friend;
no hands to hold the ones you love; no fingers to
experience touch; no way to lift or carry things. No
ability to dance, take walks along the beach, run, or
even stand. | then ask them: What would you do?
How would that affect your everyday life? How
much more difficult would life be if you were living
without arms and legs? We talk about it for a few
moments and then | tell them about a very inspira-
tional young man who is all over You Tube and trav-
els throughout the world bringing his message of
faith and love to everyone that he meets. | proceed
to show them an incredible DVD about the true life
story of Nick Vuijicic. Born in 1982 in Brisbane, Aus-
tralia, without any medical explanation or warning,
he came into the world without having either arms
or legs. When the bell rings to end my class, not a
single student moves from their seat, they all stay to
watch the end of the video. | truly believe that as |
end school, year after year, the inspiration of this
young man continues to move mountains of faith for
each of my students. Imagine the shock Nick Vuji-
cic’s parents felt when they saw their newborn baby
boy for the first time, only to find he was what the
world would consider imperfect and abnormal. How
would their son live a normal happy life? What
could he ever do or become when living with such a
massive disability? Little did they or anyone else
know that this limbless baby would one day be
someone who would inspire and motivate people
from all walks of life! God uses Nick to touch lives
and bring the hope of Jesus Christ to people across
the globe. If you have not had an opportunity to
meet Nick, all you have to do is go online and find
his numerous inspirational videos on You Tube.
Throughout his childhood, Nick constantly ques-
tioned why he was different than all the other kids
surrounding him; why he was the one born without

arms and legs. He wondered what the purpose be-
hind his life was, or if he even had a purpose. Ac-
cording to Nick, the victory over his struggles
throughout his journey, as well as the strength and
passion he has for life can be credited to his faith in
God. His family, friends and the many people he
has encountered along the way have also encour-
aged him, but above all else Nick believed that God
gave him this disability for a purpose. After high
school, Nick went on with further study and ob-
tained a double Bachelor’s degree from Griffith Uni-
versity in Logan, Australia. By the age of 19, Nick
started to fulfill his dream of being able to encour-
age other people and bring them the gospel of Je-
sus, through motivational speaking and by sharing
his testimony about how God changed his life and
gave him a future and a faith. “I found the purpose
of my existence, and also the purpose of my cir-
cumstance. There’s a purpose for why you're in the
fire.” Nick wholeheartedly believes that there is a
purpose in each of the struggles we encounter in
our lives, and that our attitude towards those strug-
gles, along with our faith and trust in the Lord can
be the keys to overcoming the challenges we face.
Now at 29 years old, this limbless young man has
accomplished more than most people accomplish in
a lifetime. Nick recently made the massive move
from Brisbane, Australia to California, where he is
the President of an international non-profit organiza-
tion; and also has his own motivational speaking
company; Attitude Is Altitude. Since his first speak-
ing engagement back when he was 19, Nick has
traveled around the world, sharing his story with
millions of people, speaking to a range of different
groups such as students, teachers, children, entre-
preneurs, and church congregations of all sizes. He
has also told his story and been interviewed on var-
ious televised programs worldwide. “If God can use
a man without arms and legs to be His hands and
feet, then He will certainly use any willing heart!”
Nick’s life is not only an incredible testament of
faith, but his passion for the love of Jesus is pro-
foundly contagious. Hearing Nick’s story and see-
ing his life in action reminds me that God will cer-
tainly use any faithful heart to do His will.
