our parents, brothers,
sisters, aunts, uncles,
cousins, nephews, god-
parents,  godchildren,
priests, teachers class-
mates and on and on.
We remember them and
pray for them every day!

And once we get to a
certain part of this
amazing trip, we recall
the town jokester who
always said, “I'm so old,
the first thing I do in the
morning is to check the
paper and make sure my name isn't listed in the
obituaries! Then | continue my day from there!” ©

Today there was one very interesting listing in the
notices which | think you should read. | wish | had
the brains and talent to write it, but since it's been
around for years, in print and on the internet, you
may even have read it before. If you have, please
don’t dismiss it, but read it again. It goes like this:

Obituary:

Today we mourn the passing of a beloved old
friend, who has been with us for many vyears.
Common Sense has passed away.

“A TIME IS COMING WHEN PEOPLE WilLL GO
MAD, AND WHEN THEY SEE SOMEONE WHO IS

No one knows for sure how old he was since his
birth records were long ago lost in bureaucratic red
tape.
