“The Three Feasts of our Savior.” Each Savior Feast
has a special message and teaching for us! This is
only July and August, indeed saintly and blessed
months! Every month, every day is a treasure of
blessings, if we want it, if we look for it!

All these feast days and fast days are but a
smidgen of the treasure that is the Faith of our
Ancestors! Our ancestors formed and live d their lives
within the yearly cycle of the church. This is the Faith
in our Lord, come to this earth to save us and bring us
to Him. This is the Faith that allows us to proclaim “The
Greatest Story Ever Told!” Christ is Risen! God is with
us! This is the Faith come from the Holy Apostles and
passed on through all the generations down to us.
They Learned and Loved the Faith and Kept it, and
gave it to us! Now we have it, to learn it to love it and
to pass it on! We are invited to “Come and See.”
Church life, Spiritual Life, is more than one hour on
~ Sonday morning. Come to the Church to

pray the services and holy days and let

God speak to you in the prayers and

rituals of our beautiful Byzantine Rite.

Come and be renewed and excited

about the “treasury of Gifts” and the

doorways to Life! Come and be reminded
of the many, many blessings God has
bestowed, and continues to bestow upon us!
We have the torch of our ancestors now. We have the
Faith. Let us learn it! Keep it! Pass it on! Every day
brings with it something new and wonderful, and every
day we find ourselves praying as St. Peter did on
Mount Tabor, “Lord, it is good for us to be here!”

1. What is the Feast of Dormition?
The Dormition of the Mother of God is
a Holy Day of Obligation. This feast
commemorates the "falling asleep" or
death of Mary the Theotokos, Mother of
God. In Roman Catholic Church it is called
the Feast of Assumption of Blessed Virgin Mary.
This Feast is celebrated on August 15 (August 28).

The Church solemnly glorifies the
honorable Dormition or translation
of the Mother of God from earth to
heaven. A wonderful translation -
she died without serious illness,
peacefully. Her soul is taken up in
the divine hands of Her Son and
carried up into the heavenly abode,
accompanied by the sweet singing
of angels. And then, her most pure
body is transferred by the apostles
to Gethsemane where it is
honorably buried, and on the third
day itis resurrected and taken up to
heaven. You see this on the icon of
the Dormition of the Theotokos. On
it is represented the life-bearing
body of the Theotokos laying on a
bier, surrounded by the apostles
and hierarchs, and in the center of
the icon the Lord holding in His
hands the most pure soul of the
Theotokos. The translation of the
Mother of God is a paradigm of the
translation in general of the souls of
Christians to the other world.

We say that our dead have “fallen

asleep” or “passed away.” What [
does this mean? This means that |

for the true Christian there is no
death. Death was conquered by
Christ on the cross. But there is a
