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From the letter of Fr. Robert Moreno

Week after week | sit down to talk to people struggling
with the issue of forgiveness. There seems to be a
misunderstanding about true Christian forgiveness. Many
stop at the level of their “feelings”. Since they feel greatly
offended they will not attempt to forgive but until they feel
different... This is wrong. You forgive not because you
feel all rosy about the situation. You and | are to forgive
because it is the requirement for our own forgiveness by
God.

The good Lord taught us in the prayer of the Our Father
to pray: forgive us our debts as we forgive our debtors.
Now notice that | use the most correct translation from
Greek debt and debtors rather than the most popular
version “forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those
who trespass against us”. So how God forgive us? He
forgive us only when we ask Him for forgiveness. He does
not forgive those who are unrepentant, those who do not
ask for forgiveness. So should we feel obligated to forgive
those that are unrepentant and do not ask for
forgiveness? We are not obligated, although it might
bring some Peace.

An old woman in the former Soviet Union was dying.
She now was taken care by her neighbors. At one point
she was the snitch in the community who will
communicate to the party any and all transgressions
going on in the neighborhood, this will get people in
trouble with the state. She won the enmity of every one
including those of her party. Now old, alone, sick and with
no one, her Christian neighbors took herin. Aware of the
pain she caused so many she continue to repeat to her
host: “Please forgive me”. To which they always
answered: “We have forgiven you, may God forgive you
also.”

In his encyclical Dives in Misericordia,(Rich in Mercy)
Saint John Paul Il notes that the "requirement of
forgiveness does not cancel out the objective
requirements of justice. . . . In no passage of the gospel
message does forgiveness, or mercy as its source, mean
indulgence toward evil, toward scandals, toward injury or
insult. In any case, reparation for evil and scandal,
compensation for injury, and satisfaction for insult are
conditions for forgiveness" (DM 14). So by forgiving we
are not saying that what happened was okay with us. We
are simply answering the request to forgive as we would
like God to hear and answer our request for forgiveness.

The gospel today is about forgiveness. The first Master
forgave his servant what in our currency today will be
some 160,000 years of wages! (That will be 160,000 X
36,000 [if you make $36,000 a year]=5.76 Trillion dollars!

A huge amount! What the unmerciful servant was owed
by his servant was only 100 days of wages which at $17
an hour is (100 days X $136 is $13,600). Clearly the Lord
makes the point that we always owe God way much more
than what we are owed by others. And yet God forgives
us graciously only asking us to forgive as we are or want
to be forgiven by Him.

«There is no justification for those who
refuse to unite for the common good of our

nation,» Head of UGCC on Volodymyr's Hill
(Sunday, 29 July 2018, 14:30)

Today, at the call of Prince Volodymyr, all citizens of
Ukraine, regardless of confession, religion, language, and
political party are called to this unity. This unity in the
name of the common good of our people is an imperative
of civil conscience.

Such a position was expressed by the Father and Head
of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church His Beatitude
Sviatoslav on July 28, on the day of the memory of the
Equal-to-the-Apostles Prince Volodymyr. The Head of our
Church took part in the state celebrations of the 1030th
anniversary of the Baptism of Rus’-Ukraine together with
the President of Ukraine, members of the All-Ukrainian
Council of Churches and Religious Organizations, the
delegations of the Ecumenical Patriarchate and members
of the Government of Ukraine.

In his speech, the Primate first of all congratulated
everyone on behalf of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic
Church - the heiress of Volodymyr Baptism, whose
faithful today live in Ukraine and on all continents of the
world.

His Beatitude emphasized that this year, as never
before, we should see the path of our enlightener and
baptist, the Equal-to-the-Apostolic Prince Volodymyr.
"We see that his way to Baptism was a way of finding the

unity and power of the Kyivan state,
the road to the unification of various
Slavic tribes into a single God's
nation. There, near the walls of
Chersonese, he saw the light of God.
He was told that the source of unity
is God the Father. The Lord Jesus
Christ is the cornerstone on which
the Kyiv state can be built. The
power of communion and unity is
the Holy Spirit. And then he
accepted baptism in the name of the
Father, and the Son and the Holy
Spirit," said the Head of the UGCC.

"We understand that the
unification of the entire human race
in the one Holy Apostolic Church is
the work of God. Therefore,
. \ Christians today pray for unity
’\ among themselves. This unity is

based on the fact that Orthodox, Catholics, Protestants

are baptized in the name of the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit. The Church is the sacrament of unity of the
entire human race," said the Primate.

"The task of uniting the Churches is the work of God,"
says His Beatitude Sviatoslav. - “And He determines to
us times, ways, opportunities for finding the unity of all
Christians, especially the unity of the heirs of
Volodymyr’'s Baptism. Therefore, today we pray to the
triune God for the unity among those who believe in Him."

There is also another call. "This is a call to unification.
Today, at the call of Prince Volodymyr, all citizens of
Ukraine, regardless of denomination, religion, language,
and political party, must join this unification. This
consolidation in the name of the common good of our
people is an imperative of civil conscience. There are no
obstacles or excuses for those who refuse to unite in the
name of their state. An example of such unity was the
Revolution of Dignity. And an example of solidarity of our
nation is our fight for independence today," stressed the
Head of the UGCC.

Therefore, on this day, a prayer as well as a call can be
heard. "A prayer to God for the unification of all the
children of the Church of Kyiv and the call to all citizens
of Ukraine to unite and to put the common good at the
highest priority now. The power of nation is in unity. May
God offer us unity,” said His Beatitude Sviatoslav at the
end.
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
