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The View From Up Here     Time For R & R                                                                  
August 8, 2021 

To My Dear Fellow Climbers on the Holy Mountain, 
Last time I wrote to you, it was all about the feast 

days and fast days, with the amazing bounties and 
blessings of the days of August, flowing from our 
Church. If we stop, even for a minute, and think about 
what we have, and can have, it is absolutely awesome 
and glorious! From day to day, as we climb the Holy 
Mountain, our Church guides us to, and brings us to, 
blessing after blessing! If we stop and listen, even for 
that tiny moment, our breath will be taken away! No 
kidding! We don’t have to be any kind of great saint 
(although all of us MUST be Saints) to experience in a 
great way the joys of our God and HIS working among 
us! Every one of us can have a truly breathtaking 
experience when we 
come to the Liturgy, 
and other services. I 
have no doubt that 
everyone reading 
this letter has had 
such an experience 
during their life. 
When we come into 
the presence of the 
Living God, we are 
overwhelmed and 
amazed! 

On Friday we celebrated one of the Twelve Major 
Feasts of our Church, “The Holy Transfiguration of 
our Lord and God and Savior Jesus Christ.” 
(second “Feast of the Savior” in August).  This 
celebration continues the blessing upon blessing, the 
glory to glory, that is ours in the life of the Church. 
Heaven is revealed, our Lord Jesus showing the 
disciples, and us, who He truly is! And they climbed 
the mountain to see all this! Isn’t that an awesome 
message for us! We are always walking, climbing, up 
the mountain with our Lord, as He prepares us “to see 
Him!” Our Blessed Lord was nearing the end of His 
mission on this earth and chose this day to take Peter 
and James and his brother John up on Mt. Tabor and 

allowed them to be witnesses of His glory. “And He 
was transfigured before them, His face shining like the 
sun, and His garment becoming white as snow……. a 
shining cloud overshadowed them, and voice out of 
the cloud said, ‘This is My beloved Son, in Whom I am 
well pleased: listen to Him!’ “  The disciples were filled 
with fear and trembling at the awesome sight, and 
were actually overcome by it. Jesus came and 
touched them and said, “Arise, be not afraid!”  

 They had actually seen the manifestation of God, a 
Theophany, just as at the Baptism of Jesus! The Holy 
Trinity is once again revealed! Our Savior’s divinity is 
exploding before them in the dazzling light, the Holy 
Spirit surrounds them in the cloud, and the voice of the 
Father is heard saying to listen to Him! Talk about 
experiencing the awesome God in our lifetime! Talk 

about a breath-
taking experience! 
The Holy Fathers 
tell us over and over 
in the services of the 
day that “the 
disciples beheld His 
glory as much as 
they were able.” 
God cannot be fully 
seen or grasped by 
people, and so it is 
said they, AND WE, 

can behold only as much as we are able….only as 
much as we have our souls and bodies prepared for!  

The disciples were changed! The world was 
changed! WE MUST BE CHANGED! God has come 
to us and revealed Himself and calls us to Him. 
“Arise! Be not afraid!” What happened on that 
mountain over two thousand years ago, indeed 
changed the world and us! God, our true God is with 
us! Jesus invites all of us, just as He invited Peter and 
James and John! Yes, He invites all of us to come with 
Him and behold His divinity and allow it to change our 
lives! He invites us to come to the place where we 
become like St. Peter, so overwhelmed and awed and 
joyful, that He says, “Lord it is good for us to be here.” 
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He didn’t ever want to leave the mountain, for in the 
Lord He found everything he would ever need! 

Trust in the Lord! Remember His call for us to come 
to Him! Make the vessels of your soul and body to be 
great caverns that can hold more and more of that 
glory! That magnificent event on Mt. Tabor wasn’t only 
a one-time affair. The Transfiguration of our Lord is 
constantly being revealed to us every day! Every day 
we are called to come to Him and see His glory and 
be filled with His glory! Come to our God! Let each day 
be a day of blessings and God-given gifts! Let each 
day be something new and wonderful in our journey to 
the Kingdom, in our climb up the mountain. 

Once again, Dear Reader, we are all invited to 
“Come and See.” Come to the church (when and if you 
are able). Let God reveal Himself, as much as you can 
contain, and let Him speak to you in the prayers and 
rituals of our beautiful Byzantine Rite. Come and be 
renewed and excited about the “treasury of gifts” and 
the doorways to Life! Come and be reminded of the 
many, many blessings God has bestowed, and 
continues to bestow upon us! Yes, it is time for “R & 
R”! No, not “rest and relaxation”, but Repentance and 
Renewal. Come to Him “Who takest away the sins of 
the world.” In that great metanoia or change of heart, 
we set our focus on Him and we take up our renewal. 
Yes, in Him we are renewed body, mind and spirit. 
“Come to me all you who labor and 
are burdened and I will give you rest, 
for my yoke is easy, and MY burden 
is light.” (Matthew 11 28-30) Be 
repentant and Be renewed!  

One might ask the question, “How 
do we do that? How do we get this “R 
& R”?  It’s actually easy….all we have 
to do is begin. Everything is there, 
nothing has to be added. All things 
are prepared for us in the prayers and 
sacramental life of our church. Right 
now we are in the middle of the two 
week fast prior to the Dormition Holy 
Day, “Spasivka”.  Just as we do 
during all the other fasting times of 

our Church, we seek our Lord in penance, praying for 
the renewal of our spiritual life with prayer, fasting and 
almsgiving. All we need do is make that decision to 
love God above all things and to seek Him in the life 
of the church, the sacraments, the prayers, the holy 
days and all that reveal Him to us, and allow us to see 
His glory. The glory of our God in our lives, but only as 
much as we are able to behold! 

One of the neat things about being a Christian is that 
we can “begin again” any time we choose. Let today 
be that day of new beginning for renewed vigor for our 
“mountain climbing experience.” We need only receive 
what the Church teaches us. We must not reject the 
call to so many blessings our God continually showers 
down upon us, through our Holy Tradition and the 
grace of God!  

Our Lord invites us to “Come and See! Be not 
afraid!” Let us hear that call from our Blessed Lord. 
How glorious is that! One day He said, “Hey Peter, 
James and John, let’s go up the mountain for a bit. 
There’s something I want to show you.” And we know 
what they saw! Today, this very minute, He is saying 
to us, “Dear Child of Mine, come up on the mountain 
with ME; there is something I want to show you!” How 
Blessed we are! So, So many blessings! And this is 
only part of “The Greatest Story Ever Told!”
