...When | think of everything that the
Mother of God endured in order to play a
vital rolein our salvation and the beautiful
serenity of her nature, | often think of the
oyster and the pear| of great sacrifice.
Through the everyday events of our lives,
God reveals smplelessonsto us, and not that
long ago, while | was on vacation near the
seashore with my son, we decided to take a
walk. We came upon a little open-air stand
called ‘The Oyster Shop.’ Inside, an older
lady stood with a big bucket of oysters. She
said that each oyster had a pear| and, for five
dollars, the children could choose one. She
would open it for them, and whatever was
inside would betheirs. Next, she began a dide
presentation and explained the story of how a
pear| develops. Thewoman told usthat, at
sometimein the course of the oyster’s
development, aforeign substance such asa
grain of sand getsinto thelittle muscle and
irritatesthe oyster. In response, the oyster
coversthat irritant with a secretion. The
longer theirritation isthere, the morethe
oyster coatsit. Pear| oystersvary in size and
can be quiterough and ugly. Yet what is
happening insideis a combination of
rainbows, moonlight, and bits of flame. Once
the oyster acceptstheirritation aspart of
itself, the pearl beginsto develop. The wor st
storms, gales, even hurricaneswill not
dislodgeit. Astime goes by and this oyster is
finally pulled up from the bed whereit has
been for many years, it isopened only to
reveal a beautiful pearl. Later, when| had
timeto think about, | meditated on the story
of how a pear| formsand it reminded me of
how something comesinto our spiritual life; it
comes becausethe Lord has chosen usto do
something special that we may offer our own
pearl up to God. Thinking about other
details of the pearl, you realize that the longer

the pear| staysin the oyster the more valuable

it becomes. Therefore, thelonger we stay
committed and the morewe do for God, the
mor e beautiful will bethe pearl that each one
of uscan give. It isthrough our own personal
hardshipsthat we find the strength to be-
comethe people of faith that God intends us
tobe. ThePearl isjust one more analogy of
how God can take our brokennessand turn
each of usinto something beautiful -- if we let
Him. And therewasno greater ‘Pearl’ in all
theworld then the one given to and created
through the Most Holy Mother of God.

—— Our Mother of God,
the beloved Theotokos,
could have never imag-
ined that theLord
would send to her an
angel whowould ask her
to become the mother of
the Son of God. And
still she accepted with-
out hesitation, she took
upon herself the burden
of humanity’s struggle
to livewith God once
again. By giving birth to the Son of God she
provided the means by which mankind could
be redeemed through the love of her Son.
Our Blessed Mother accepted one of the
greatest hardships, to watch her own son be
crucified on the cross, and yet she continues
to be our source of strength and intercession.
