<= Martha had a couple procedures

* done today, the main being another
operation to wash out her femur and knee. The
orthopedic surgeon decided it was best to remove
the "wound vac" and close up the wound. My 48
hour shift ended just before then so | don't know
precisely what the long-term view is of her leg, but
| interpret this development positively. If the bone
were completely dead he would have left the
wound open for further surgery in the near future.

Halyna shared with me a very moving comment
she heard from one of the nurses this evening as
they were waiting for Martha to come out of the
operating room. The nurse, who was not someone
we had met during Martha's stay at the hospital,
was going over the list of drugs Martha was on and
is currently on. Looking up from her sheet in
disbelief she said to Halyna, "It's a miracle your
daughter is even alive."

Yes, a miracle indeed! Recovery from severe
septicemia and septic bone is a long and drawn-
out battle (as we are learning) and many do not
make it. There will be difficult days ahead, but
today | wish to thank you personally for making
this miracle real. My daughter lives because you
prayed. As the Psalmist says, "The righteous cry,
and the LORD hears, and delivers them out of all
their troubles." Our God is a God who delights in
allowing His children to influence salvation
history by pouring out our hearts to Him; and He,
in his goodness and might, is able to include our
sufferings and our petitions into a synthesis
which is greater and more beautiful than the
original plan. Doubts? Just ask Adam and Eve.

People are so very good; ignore the prophets of
gloom in the media who focus on evil and criminal-
lity. God is so good, ignore your sins which make
you look at yesterday and instead | invite you to

look at how He uses our crosses to give us
crowns. And, not just crowns, but crowns that are
custom fit better than anything Gamarelli could
sew! Our daughter lives! Given all that we saw
that night when | wrote my first email plea for
prayers on July 6th, it was other worldly to think
she'd be doing so well in four weeks. Yet, here she
is (as you can attest by the top picture!)

In other news, all of her vital signs are looking
good. Her attitude is excellent (today, 8 yr. old
Martha explained to the physicians that one of the
medical residents was behaving "obsequiously"!
At that they lost all professional composure and
howled with laughter...). A couple days ago she
discovered popcorn and loved it. It is the only
thing she will eat though... and getting her to eat
food is nearly impossible. MRI next week to
examine her heart. ..

Please keep the prayers coming. She will remain
in the hospital for weeks still. She will remain on
her strong antibiotics until at least Sept. 1st. After
discharge from hospital she will need to live at a
rehabilitation center for four to six weeks. Her
lifestyle will change from here on out, but she is
alive and we are glad for it! It was your prayers that
made this possible.

protectress in Heaven. St. John of Damascus wrote
in his sermon on the Dormition of the Mother of God:
“For | see her as more sanctified than the Saints,
more sacred than the sacred, purer than the pure.
She is the precious urn of the manna, rather let me
say, she is more truly a fountain, lying on her humble
bed in the holy and glorious city of David, in that
famed and shining Sion in which the law of the letter
was fulfilled and the law of the Spirit revealed. In her,
Christ rising from the dead was seen by the

Apostles, and they believed, as did also Thomas,
and through him the world, that He was the Lord and
God. The Most Holy Mother of God is the citadel of
the churches. She is the inn of the Disciples. In her,
with a mighty sound, and with the gift of many
tongues, the Most Holy Spirit was poured out upon
the Apostles; in her thee Theologian who had
received the care of the Mother of God, ministered to
her needs. She is the Mother of all the Churches
throughout the whole world, and the dwelling place
of the Mother of God after the Resurrection of her
Son from the dead.”

We venerate the Mother of God, our Theotokos,
because of her part in our salvation. We honor her
because of her role in the Incarnation of Jesus
Christ, the Son of God. The Virgin Mary must indeed
have been better than any human being who has
ever lived to have been chosen to be the mother of
the Son of God. She must have been completely free
from personal sin. But we do not venerate her for
that reason. We do so because if she had not agreed
to become the mother of Jesus - our salvation would
not have been possible. The Incarnation was God's
act, but it depended also on the willing cooperation
of the Virgin Mary. Look at any icon of the
Theotokos; she is always accompanied by or
pointing towards her Son. So it is not possible to
venerate the Mother of God without at the same time
worshipping the Son of God. In honoring the part of
the Virgin Mary in the Incarnation of Jesus Christ, we
are honoring her because of her obedience to the
Lord. When told she was to be the mother of God's
Son, she replied, "Behold the handmaid of the Lord;
be it unto me according to thy word"(Luke 1:38).
Mary obeyed God, just as obedience is what is
required of our own faith...

BShe is not only the Mother of God, but she
remains our Mother, in whom we pray to and trust
for guidance during the most difficult times of our
lives. May we continue to pray to the Mother of God
for our strength and her intercession before the
judgment seat of Christ!
