Today’s Gospel for the eleventh Sunday after Pentecost
is a parable in which Jesus gives his response to the Apostle
Peter’s question about forgiveness: “Lord, how many times
should we forgive?” A king calls his servants to account:
one of the servants owes the king a huge debt and, as he
cannot repay what he owes, he will be sold together with his
family and all his possessions. The servant begs the king to
allow him more time to repay, and the king mercifully
forgives this servant his entire debt. However, the servant,
upon meeting another man who owes him a very small sum,
takes him by the throat and has him thrown into the prison.
He does not show this man the same mercy which the king
offered to him. Other servants report this to the king who, in
his wrath, hands the servant over to the tormentors until his
debt is fully repaid, saying: ‘Should you not have had
compassion on your fellow servant, even as | had pity on
you?’ Jesus ends this parable telling us: “So likewise shall
my heavenly Father do also unto you, if you from your heart
do not forgive every one of your brothers and sisters their
trespasses.” It is important for us to realize that God does
not forgive our sins because we forgive the ways in which
others have hurt us. Certainly, there is a parallel between the
forgiveness which we receive from God and that which we
are willing to give to one another. But it is only God, in his
generosity, who takes and keeps the initiative of forgiveness.
When we ourselves, forgive others from our heart, it is not
our own forgiveness we grant them. We allow the Divine
forgiveness which we have received, to pass through us and
beyond. We make ourselves instruments of God, channels
of His peace: since all forms of forgiveness ultimately come
from our Father in Heaven.

Two brothers who lived on adjoining farms fell into
conflict. It was the first serious rift in 40 years of farming side
by side, sharing machinery, and trading labor and goods as
needed without a hitch. Then the long collaboration fell apart.
It began with a small misunderstanding and it exploded into
an exchange of bitter words followed by weeks of silence.
One morning there was a knock at the older brother’s door.
He opened it to find a man with a carpenter's toolbox. "I
looking for a few days’ work" he said. "Perhaps you would
have a few small jobs here and there. Could | help you?"
"Yes," said the older brother. "l do have a job for you. Look
across the creek at that farm. That's my neighbor, in fact, it's
my younger brother. Last week there was a meadow between
us and he took his bulldozer to the river levee and now there
is a creek between us. Well, he may have done this to spite
me, but I'll go him one better. See that pile of lumber curing
by the barn? | want you to build me a fence, an 8-foot high
fence, so | won't need to see his place anymore." The

carpenter said, "I think | understand the situation and I'll be
able to do a job that pleases you." The older brother had to
go to town for supplies, so he helped the carpenter get the
materials ready and then he was off for the day. The
carpenter worked hard all that day measuring, sawing,
nailing. About sunset when the farmer returned, the
carpenter had just finished his job. The farmer's eyes opened
wide, his jaw dropped. There was no fence there at all. It was
a bridge - a bridge stretching from one side of the creek to
the other! A fine piece of work, handrails and all, and the
neighbor, his younger brother, was coming across, his hand
outstretched. "You are quite a fellow to build this bridge after
all I've said and done." The two brothers stood at each end
of the bridge, and then they met in the middle, taking each
other's hand. They turned to see the carpenter hoist his
toolbox on his shoulder. "No, wait! Stay a few days. I've a lot
of other projects for you," said the older brother. "I'd love to
stay on," the carpenter said, "but, | have many more bridges
to build."

St. Paul wrote, "Be kind to one another, tender-hearted,
forgiving each other, just as God in Christ also has forgiven
you" (Eph. 4.32). In today’s Gospel, Jesus is telling us that if
we are willing to let go of other peoples' sins, then He will let
go of ours. If we dismiss other people's offenses, He will
dismiss ours. If we cancel other peoples' debts, He will
forgive ours. And the Lord gives us the strength to do this
in many forms. Our strength comes in the form of
Baptism. When we are baptized the Holy Spirit works its
saving grace in our hearts. At our baptism, we were renewed
and regenerated by the Holy Spirit and a new person was
created in us. St. Paul writes in his second letter to the
Corinthians, "Therefore if any man is in Christ, he is a new
creation. The old has gone. The new has come." God gives
us strength in the form of the Lord's Supper. Our loving
Savior has given to us His precious body and blood for the
forgiveness of our sins. Each time we partake of the Lord’s
Supper, we are strengthened by the words, ‘Given and
poured out for you!’ This is God's way of approaching us on
an individual basis, assuring us that our sins are
forgiven. But we also take strength from the love of our
Savior and what He has done for each of us. Every time we
look at the cross we see God's abundant Love for us. The
cross is our ultimate symbol of forgiveness, and the love of
Christ enables each of us to share that forgiveness with one
another - regardless of how fresh or deep our wounds may
be.

The king in today's parable could only hope that the
unmerciful servant would follow his example. But it is not
the same with God. Through the working of the Holy Spirit,
God imparts in us a desire to be forgiving. So, when



someone offends us or hurts us, God asks us to forgive
them. And on the occasions, we fail to follow what our Lord
has taught us, we have His forgiveness because of Jesus.
The Apostle Peter's dilemma in today's Gospel reading is one
we have all faced. Peter asked the Lord, how many times
should we forgive? Jesus answered, "l tell you, not seven
times, but seventy times seven". Forgiveness is not a
numbers game; it has nothing to do with keeping score. A
continuing and constant obligation of love is to be ready to
forgive at all times - with no limitation. God's forgiveness is
not an easy thing. We are not instantly made perfect, but
rather God accepts us despite all our imperfections. God
does not offer us a means to pay for our sins; instead He
offers us complete forgiveness according to His Word.

One Saturday afternoon, Jack and his friend were
throwing rocks onto the roof of an elderly woman’s house
from a secluded spot in her backyard. The object of their play
was to observe how the rocks changed to missiles as they
rolled to the roof's edge and shot out into the yard like
comets falling from the sky. Jack found himself a perfectly
smooth rock and sent it for a ride. The stone was too smooth,
however, so it slipped from his hand as he let it go and
headed straight for a small window on the elderly woman’s
back porch. At the sound of fractured glass, Jack and his
friend took off from the lady's yard faster than any of their
missiles flew off her roof. Jack was too scared about getting
caught that first night to be concerned about the older
woman with the broken porch window. However, a few days
later, when he was sure that he hadn't been discovered, Jack
started to feel guilty for her misfortune. She still greeted him
with a smile each day when he gave her the paper, but Jack
was no longer able to act comfortable in her presence. He
made up his mind that he would save his paper delivery
money, and in three weeks Jack had the fifty dollars that he
calculated would cover the cost of her window. He put the
money in an envelope with a note explaining that he was
sorry for breaking her window and hoped that the money
would cover the cost for repairing it. Jack waited until it was
dark, snuck up to the elderly woman’s porch, and put the
envelope of retribution through the letter slot in her door.
Immediately, Jack’s soul felt redeemed and he couldn't wait
for the freedom of, once again, looking straight into the
woman’s eyes when he delivered her the newspaper. The
next day, Jack handed the kind old lady her paper and was
able to return the warm smile. She thanked him for the paper
and said, "Here, | have something for you." It was a bag of
cookies. Jack thanked her and proceeded to eat the cookies
as he continued his route. After several cookies, he felt an
envelope and pulled it out of the bag. When Jack opened the

envelope, he was stunned. Inside were his fifty dollars and
a short note that read, "I'm proud of you."

In every relationship, in every friendship, in every family,
Christians are faced with the situation in which forgiveness
is requested from them - again and again - whether it means
giving innumerable hugs or listening to the same excuses
repeatedly. Christ said, "If you forgive men their trespasses,
your heavenly Father will also forgive you." There is no one
righteous. We all have sinned. We all fall short. We all are
guilty. And the only way for us to be justified is by placing
our hope in Christ, who gave his life as a sacrifice in order to
make atonement, to pay for our sins. And just like the
Apostle Peter gleaned from today’s Parable, we have no right
to try and bring to a halt in ourselves the forgiveness that
flows from the love of our Savior on the cross. We must
allow forgiveness to flow freely at all times - and without
limit. Saint Augustine once wrote: "If you are suffering the
injustice of a bad man, forgive Him, least there be two bad
men." The place to begin is prayer: Pray that you will want
to forgive the person who hurt you more than you will want
to get even. We do this by praying that God will give us the
strength and desire to forgive the ones who hurt us. We do
not forgive to be forgiven. We forgive because we have been
forgiven... through our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.
