The experience of Forgiveness… 
*An encouraging quote 

from Fr. Henri Nouwen on 
the subject of love and 
forgiveness reads:  

“Forgiveness is the 
name of love practiced 
among people who love 
poorly. The hard truth is 
that all of us love poorly. We do not even know 
what we are doing when we hurt others. We 
need to forgive and be forgiven every day, every 
hour — unceasingly. That is the great work of 
love among the fellowship of the weak that is the 
human family.” 

A nun who worked in a Correctional Facility 
one day told me something so sincerely that it 
left a deep impression in me, something about 
women in jail.  She said it was her experience 
that the women she met in jail, were 
incarcerated because of a man. She said it could 
be a father, a brother, an uncle or even a 
grandfather, or a husband or a boyfriend… She 
was then right and it is my guess that still it is 
the case. The power of forgiveness is so 
liberating.  Un-forgiveness is a heavy load, so 
heavy that many can’t advance at all, even after 
many years...     

Years ago, working as the Chaplain at a jail I 
met someone who needed to forgive her father.  
The problem was that the father was already 
deceased… She said she never forgave him.  
She said she noticed she was being like her 
father was with her, with her own two daughters. 
It was like history repeating itself. So I 
encouraged her to write her forgiveness, as if he 
was listening to her at that moment. She did and 
it took her a few days.  After sometime she left 
the facility and a few months later I found her 
somewhere.  The first thing she said to me was 
that she was clean since leaving the 

correctional, and that she went to the cemetery 
soon after leaving the jail and read the long 
paper on her father’s grave. She said she then 
broke it in many pieces and she felt a profound 
peace. A healing was evidently going on. A year 
later I met her at the fair with her husband and 
two daughters. Her life was so different in 
positive ways, she looked happy and still was 
talking to me about her forgiveness experience 
and how it impacted her life.   

John Patton, well known author of Pastoral 
Care textbooks, in his book, Is Human 
Forgiveness Possible?, puts it this way: 
“Human forgiveness is not doing something, 
but discovering something: that I am more like 
those who have hurt me, than different from 
them. I am able to forgive when I have 
discovered that I am really in no position to 
forgive.” 

*If you or someone you know would like to 
learn more on forgiveness here is a 2019 book:  
“The Way of Forgiveness: Readings for a Peaceful 
Life,” edited by Michael Leach, James T. Keane 
and Doris Goodnough. Orbis Books (Maryknoll, 
New York, 2019).

+Most Rev. Robert M. Moskal 
 

Bishop Emeritus of St. 
Josaphat Eparchy in Par-
ma passed into Eternal 
Life, Sunday, August 7, 
2022,  

He was born in Car-
negie, PA on October 24, 
1937. In 1951, he entered 
St. Basil Preparatory 
School and College Semi-
nary in Stamford, CT. He 
completed his graduate 
studies in Sacred Theo-
logy at Catholic Univer-
sity of America and Saint Josaphat’s Ukrainian 
Catholic Seminary in Washington DC.  He was 
ordained to the sacred priesthood in the Cathedral 
of the Immaculate Conception in Philadelphia on 
March 25, 1963. 

Father Moskal served the Archdiocese as 
secretary at the Archbishop’s Chancery in 
Philadelphia; the founding pastor of a new Saint 
Anne Ukrainian Catholic parish in Warrington, 
served two years on both the Archdiocesan Tribunal 
and as the editor of the Archdiocesan Weekly, a 
charter member of the Board of Directors of 
Ascension Manor; Vice-Chancellor of the 
Archdiocese of Philadelphia; pastor of Annunciation 
Ukrainian Catholic Parish; Chancellor of the 
Archdiocese and Rector of the Immaculate 
Conception Cathedral.  He was ordained to the 
episcopate on October 13, 1981.  On December 3, 
1983, Bishop Moskal was named the first prelate of 
the new Eparchy of Saint Josaphat in Parma, Ohio 
and was formally installed on February 29, 1984.  He 
resigned for reasons of age on July 29, 2009 and left 
this world on August 7, 2022. 

Survived by his sister Elizabeth Boyle of Carnegie, 
PA. 

Bishop Robert was an active participant in the 
activities of the League of Ukrainian Catholics up 
until his retirement and continued to be a supporter 
of the work of the League.
