I’'m writing this week early on Wednesday morning.

Just a little over two decades ago, the
Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church was mostly
unknown and forgotten by much of the world.
But then, by the grace of God... and only by the
grace of God, this Church surfaced from the
underground, fully intact with validly ordained
bishops and priests. The monks, nuns,
seminarians and the millions of faithful also
shook off the burden of Communism and began
to live the Faith in the light of day. No longer
would they fear “the knock on the door” in the
middle of the night. No longer would they fear
torture, exile and death for simply being a priest
or religious or a faithful lay person. By “The Act
of Declaration of Independence of Ukraine” on
August 24, 1991 the Ukrainian Catholic Church
was able to sing out with the words of our Martin
Luther King Jr. : “Free at last! Free at last! Thank
God Almighty, Free at last!”

This day in 1991 finally brought to an end the
over 70 years of persecution by the godless
Communist government. This day in 1991 had
already begun as much as a year earlier. | know,
because | was in Ukraine, Lviv to be exact, in late
August of 1990. Already then, even before “the
Declaration,” freedom was there. The people told
me already then, “There is no turning back! We
will be free!” Even then, | had heard people
joyfully greeting one another from one side of
the street to the other, Slava Isusu Christu!
(Glory to Jesus Christ!) Slava na Viky! (“Glory
for ever.”) At that time in 1990, two weeks prior
to my arrival we had already begun “getting back
our churches.” | always tell people that the
places | went, and the things | did, had | done
them two weeks earlier, would have resulted in a
sentence to prison! Priests, nuns and lay people
were once sent to the labor camps for what now
was ok for me!

After my ordination on Thursday | was told that
a request had been made for me to bless a

school prior to the start of the year. Metropolitan
Sterniuk gladly gave me permission to perform
this service the next day in preparation for the
start of school on Saturday. On my way to the
school yard, where we would have “Moleben” and
then the blessing of all the rooms, | had to pass
through a gymnasium. Some of the people
stopped me and said, “This was once a horrible
prison. There was blood up to here,” as they made
a swiping motion at their knees. My very first
service as priest after ordination was Panachyda
for all the souls who died in that room! For the
souls of those who only wanted to be free! For the
souls of those who only wanted to pray! For the
souls who always said, “Yes!” to our Lord!

It is so true! Freedom is not free! We must be
ever vigilant, but always grounded in the Truth.
Pilate once asked, “And what is truth?” The
answer is, of course: JESUS CHRIST IS TRUTH! He
tell us, “l am the Way, the Truth and the Life.” What
a life it would be, if we could only follow Him, and
Him alone! What a world it would be, if the lust for
power, wealth, money and greed could be put
aside and we truly embarked on His way!
Wherever you are this day, my dear reader, please
whisper a prayer for all those who suffered and
died and still suffer and die for this belief in Jesus,
our God and Savior. How would you like to be a
Coptic Christian these days!? Wherever you are
this day, my dear reader, please whisper a prayer
for the conversion of those who would rob us, and
those not yet born, of our freedom. Wherever you
are this day, my dear reader, please whisper a
prayer for the abundance of good and freedom we
have already been given... from here to Ukraine
and to all the world! Mnohaja Lita! Christ is Risen!
Ukraine is risen! God bless you and make His face
to shine on you! May our Holy Lady protect you!

Our salvation and everything that comes with it is
only made possible because of our Lord and Savior,
Jesus Christ. He met every condition for our salvat-
ion and the only thing we are asked to do is to accept
His invitation, to come and partake of the Feast. This
Feast is to celebrate our reunion with God and the
blessings He has bestowed upon us, His chosen
people. It is to celebrate the marriage of His Son,
Jesus Christ with His bride, the Church. But whether
or not we come to the Feast depends from us. We
cannot do anything to merit our invitation. Christ did
all that was necessary by paying the penalty for our
sins. All we need do is acknowledge what He has
done for us, seek repentance for our sins, and
believe that Jesus rose from the dead so we might
have Eternal life. God has sent out His invitations,
we see them inscribed throughout the stories of the
Old and New Testament - but there are different ways
in which people respond. Some are indifferent to
God’s Word while others appear too busy, but the
invitation remains, it is present in every aspect of the
world around us, even in the disadvantaged people
we pass along the street without taking much notice
of them. Because even in the least of our brethren,
Jesus lives! And yet, sadly enough, many of us
refuse the invitation of Christ, we refuse to wear the
garment of grace; and because of this, we stand to
lose our relationship with God. We neglect the
people of this world in which God has created,
because we place our own personal concerns before
the needs of others. But there are those faithful
believers who are prepared to accept this Divine
summons with a pure heart, and we pray to be one
among them.

In Saint Paul's letter to the Romans we are
reminded: "Now we know that for those who love
God, all things work together unto good, for those
who, according to His purpose, are Saints through
His call" (Romans 8:28). Al had survived the WTC
bombing in 1993; he even helped a woman with
asthma escape from the building. Jeannie didn’t
think it would be any different this time. “I knew he

would stop to help and minister to people,” she said,
“but | never thought for a minute that he wouldn’t
come home.” Family members held out hope that Al
had only been injured in the events of September 11,
2001. They called area hospitals, searching for him.
But, Jeannie said, “By the time | went to bed that
night, | knew he was never coming home.” A week
later, Al's body was found in the rubble. Then reports
trickled in from friends and acquaintances. Some
people on the 105th floor of the WTC had made a last
call or sent a final e-mail to a loved one saying that
“aman” was leading people in prayer. A few referred
to Al by name. His family learned that Al had indeed
been ministering to people during the attack. When
he realized that they were all trapped in the building
and would not be able to escape, Al shared the
Gospel with a group of 50 co-workers and led them
in prayer. This news came as no surprise to Jeannie.
For years, Al had been praying for the salvation of
these men and women. According to Jeannie, Al
hated his job; he couldn’t stand the environment. It
was a world so completely out of touch with his
Christian values. But he wouldn’t quit. He was con-
vinced that God wanted him to stay there, to be a
light in the darkness. To that end, Al freely shared
his faith with his co-workers, many of whom sar-
castically nicknamed him “the Rev.” “They mocked
him,” Jeannie recalled, “but when horrible things
happened in their lives, they always asked Al for
prayer.” He prayed with them and shared the impor-
tance of having a personal relationship with Jesus
Christ. He wanted to be a light and to shine, and let
people see Jesus in all of us. Al's daughter even told
reporters, "The last thing my dad did involved the
two things most important to him- God and his
family. He loved to lead people to Christ. And right
now, that takes away a lot of the hurt and the pain".
Scripture reminds us today: “For many are called,
but few are chosen”. There is no doubt that Al heard
the invitation of Christ, the Divine summons of the
Lord in his heart and chose to follow it, while
bringing others closer to God. How many of us have
heard the divine call and chosen to follow Christ?
