Ukrainian Independence — 8/24/1991

The Act of Declaration of Indepen-
dence of Ukraine was adopted by the
Ukrainian parliament on August 24,
1991. The Act established Ukraine as an
independent, democratic state.

The Act was adopted in the aftermath
of the August 19th coup attempt when
conservative Communist leaders of the
Soviet Union tried to restore central
Communist party control over the
USSR. In response, the parliament of
the Ukrainian SSR in a special Saturday
session overwhelmingly approved the
Act of Declaration. The Act passed with
321 votes in favor, 2 votes against, and 6
abstentions. The author of the text was
Levko Lukyanenko.

The same day (August 24), the parlia-
ment called for a referendum on sup-
port for the Declaration of Indepen-
dence. The proposal for calling the nati-
onal referendum came jointly from ma-
jority leader Oleksandr Moroz and op-
position leader Ihor Yukhnovsky.

In the independence referendum on
December 1, 1991, the people of Ukraine
expressed widespread support for the
Act of Declaration of Independence,
with more than 90% voting in favor,
and 82% of the electorate participating.
Shortly after, the independence of
Ukraine was recognized worldwide.

Since 1992, August 24th is celebrated
in Ukraine as Independence Day.

In today’s Gospel for the 13th Sunday after
Pentecost, Jesus tells a parable about a land-
owner who rented his vineyard to some tenant
farmers. The landowner has done all the work.
The land is his, and he plants a vineyard. He
digs a winepress where the grapes can be
trampled and the juice extracted. He builds a
watchtower so the crop can be guarded from
thieves. Everything is in order for a great crop
of grapes, but then the landowner rents the
vineyard out to a group of tenant farmers and
goes away. The farmers are to tend to the crop
and the lands, and when it is time, give the
landowner his share of the harvest. It is a sim-
ple plan and everyone wins. The landowner
collects what belongs to him, and the tenants
are provided for and receive a bountiful harvest.
But as Jesus continues the parable, we soon
learn that a problem arises when there is a re-
bellion among the tenant farmers against the
landowner. The tenants become greedy. They
no longer want to be the tenants of the vine-
yard; they want to be the owners. They desire
to possess everything — all the crop and all the
land. So when the landowner sends his serv-
ants to collect his rightful share of the fruit, the
farmers mistreat and beat the servants, even
going so far as to kill some of them. This hap-
pens several times until the landowner finally
sends his son, expecting that they will respect
his son and then give the landowner what he is
owed. But the farmers conspire even against
the son. They say to each other, “This is the
heir. Come, we must kill him and take his inher-
itance. Then the land and the crops and every-
thing else will be ours.” Jesus then tells us that
the landowner’s son is taken outside the vine-
yard and put to death...

Throughout our history, God has been rejected
and even his Son was crucified. But Jesus quot-
ed the scripture that said: “The stone the builders

rejected has become the capstone; the Lord has
done this, and it is marvelous in our eyes” (Mat-
thew 21:42). So Jesus gives us the real end of to-
day’s Gospel reading. It does not end in defeat,
but victory. The very stone, the One who has
been rejected and killed outside the city of Jeru-
salem, crucified on the Cross, will one day return
again in His Glory. This is the story of our salva-
tion. God gave His son over 2,000 years ago to
die on a cruel cross. His message then is still the
same today, ‘Whoever believes that Jesus is my
Son will inherit the Kingdom of God’! We should
look at today’s parable in terms of our own lives
and relationship to God. God has made us the
new tenants of his vineyard, the Church. St Paul
calls the Church "the Israel of God," for Israel is
still beloved of God, whether fulfilled in the
Church or still sadly waiting for the Messiah who
has already come. God repeatedly sends his be-
loved Son to us, in a most precious way through
the Holy Eucharist, in order to nourish our faith
and give us strength. The Supreme Landowner
never forsakes his people! There was a well-
regarded tradition in the time of Christ, which
spoke of the building of the second temple. Ac-
cording to this tradition, a stone was brought to
the builders and sent back again and again, until
finally it was discovered to fit perfectly in the cor-
ner. Christ is the cornerstone of our salvation.
He is the stone that brings us together, as told
by St. Paul in his letter to the Ephesians. ‘Je-
sus is the Servant King who came into the vine-
yard of this world, suffered and died for our
sins, and then rose from the dead so that He
could prepare a place for us in Heaven.” My
brothers and sisters, today’s parable is the
Word of the Lord to be made manifest in our
lives, and if we love the Landowner and return
to God what belongs to Him, we will certainly
hear these words of St. Paul: “He who did not
spare his own Son, but gave him up for us all —
how will He not also, along with him, graciously
give us all things?” (Romans 8:32).

Glory to Jesus Christ! Glory Forever! August 26, 2012 A.D.

Dear (say your name here for your very own personal letter),

Here is your letter for August 26, the last Sunday of the month. I am reminded of
that old song from the ‘60’s when we sang, “The times, they are a-changin’.” This week,
all of the local TV stations were reporting the return of the freshman classes to our
universities, colleges and even high schools. Each station showed film clips of the kids
unloading “their stuff” and carrying/dragging it to the dorm. Have a great year, Kids!

August is about to turn into September, and the returning college kids certainly
are signs of the changing time of the year. Some have already done it, and some will be
doing it this week and next, as we “kiss summer goodbye.” Time to switch gears and look
forward to the events of the fall time.

This weekend our Bishop Paul will be leading the Holy Name Retreat at the
Canadaigua Retreat house. The retreatants are a great group of men and women, who
gather each year at this annual retreat to pray, meditate and confess their sins in order to
deepen their love of God and neighbor, refocus and deepen their spiritual lives and to
“recharge their batteries,” before resuming their day to day lives and their individual
struggles for the Kingdom. | hope we had some representatives from our deanery
attending. I know it will be a worthwhile trip for anyone who went.

As | wrote last week, Sunday August 26 will be a day of thanksgiving and
celebration throughout all the world as we remember the day of Ukraine’s declaration of
freedom. “The Act of Declaration of Independence of Ukraine” (4kt Proholoshennya
Nezalezhnosti Ukrayini) was adopted by the Ukrainian Parliament on August 24, 1991. |
clearly remember that Saturday afternoon 21 years ago when the phone lines here in
Buffalo and yes, around the world, were buzzing with the unbelievable and astounding
news: “Ukraine is free!” What an answer to years and years of prayers!

It was in a special Saturday session when the Parliament of the country, still
known as the Ukrainian SSR, overwhelmingly approved the declaration, which passed
with 321 votes in favor, 2 votes against, and 6 abstentions. How could anyone not be in
favor?! Boy | wonder who, and what kind of people, those 8 were. I also think about
where they are today and what they are doing. Cowards who are still trying to help Putin,
no doubt. The Declaration was accepted in a national referendum in December 1991, also
passing with overwhelming and widespread support with more than 90% voting in favor.

Compared to the United States Declaration of Independence, the Ukrainian
Declaration is very, very short, but in those few lines it says the same thing about “life,
liberty and the pursuit of happiness.” We read in part: “Implementing the Declaration of
State Sovereignty of Ukraine, the Verkhovna Rada of the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist
Republic solemnly declares: Independence of Ukraine and the creation of the
independent Ukrainian state-Ukraine.” It further says, “The territory of Ukraine is
indivisible and inviolable. From this day forward, the Constitution and laws of Ukraine
only are valid on the territory of Ukraine.” (Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine-Aug. 24, 1991)

May God continue to answer the prayers of that much-suffering land. We honor
and pray for all those valiant warriors who gave their lives. We pray for those who
remained steadfast in the Faith, suffered martyrdom and now hear our pleas and prayers




and take them to the throne of our Lord and God. Rejoice and be glad all people of
Ukraine and all freedom lovers everywhere! “This is the day the Lord has made, let us
rejoice and be glad in it.” The proclamation of freedom is only the beginning. We must
be ever vigilant against those who would rob us of this great gift of liberty because the
enemies are always there seeking their own ends. They never relax their efforts; they
never give up. By the way, how is Julia Tymoshenko? What language do they speak in
Kiev?

As our students of all ages return to their studies we pray: “Shine with the
knowledge of Your truth and Your unwaning light in the hearts of those who teach, and
those who are taught. Grant them the spirit of wisdom and the spirit of understanding;
illumine the eyes of their souls so that they may come to know and do your will; and make
them children of light, who bring forth fruit in every good undertaking and grow through
divine wisdom.” (The Priest’s Service Book by Protopresbyter Constantinides-Rose
Printing, Tallahassee, FL 1989) We certainly pray that through their studies, the world
will become a better place for them and us. You know this prayer is said over the
students, but it is also for all of us as we are always students, always learning.

I am convinced the world will only become a better place through the Church and
the Faith of our Fathers, passed down to us. Only when we learn to turn to our God with
all our hearts will things change for good. This week we received our notice of the ‘Fall
Clergy Days,” which will be in early October. At that meeting we will be continuing our
discussion of “the vibrant parish,” the Eparchial Synod of 2013, and the renewal and
revitalizing of our Church in general. With the growing secular society and godlessness,
it will be a very important gathering for everyone in our Church. May God bless the
efforts of Bishop Paul and all who are working on this historic project.

Just because the calendar is about to say September doesn’t mean that cold, dreary
weather is upon us.
