fe 481" inary October 26-28,
2012 ‘Gerdany is a generic term for neck adorn-
ments of beadwork, Ukrainian-style . Gerdany-
making flourished in Western Ukraine from the
18th century thanks to the mechanization pro-
cess of fine seed beads and their accessibility.
Craftspeople in the Carpathians and Western
Ukraine strove to further adorn their costumes by
creating beadwork styles with local patterns and
ornamentation. ‘Sylianky’ and ‘gerdany’ became
an integral part of the costume and were believed
to protect the wearer. ‘Gerdany’ are enjoying a
resurgence today and are very popular. The aim
of this first “Gerdany Series” with design-
erfinstructor Maria Rypan is to acquaint partici-
pants with the art of Ukrainian ‘gerdany’ through
visual presentations and provide a practical
knowledge of ‘gerdany-making’ techniques. The
seminar starts off with “Beyond Stringing”, a
visual introduction into beading and the different
techniques of creating beadwork with a needle
and thread. Try your hand at beading with basic
picots & ‘lantsushky’ ladders; make a Byzantine
Cross pendant; explore the different effects color
placement yields. The Program is open to all who
are interested in gaining a first hand experience
and knowledge of beadweaving at an introducto-
ry level. Maria Rypan is an international designer,
researcher and instruction book publisher with
an interest in global folk arts. She is recognized
for her Ukrainian style of beadwork and has pro-
jects in many beadwork publications. Since 1995
she’s been teaching internationally, produces a
kit line and lectures about beading and global
folk arts.

Glory to Jesus Christ! Glory Forever! September 2, 2012 A.D.

Dear (say your name here for your very own personal letter),

Our behavior needs to match our
words, including our political choices.” (Archbishop Charles Chaput-Philadelphia, PA)
