Liturgical Year, September 8 — Birth of Theotokos

Birth of Mother of God

e

The birth of any person is a mysterious event.
This is not just another event for the registrar; a
new being is come into the world, filled with
inextricable mystery. In fact: what will this
newborn person bring to the world, and what
will life give him? This is why parents and
relatives greet each new child with awe and
trembling. This is why the first cry of a new
being resounds forever in his parents’ hearts.
How will this person newly come into the world
live his life? Will he be talented and capable, will
he enrich mankind’s common treasury of gifts,
or will his days be grey and mediocre, will he
depart unnoticed after tasting sorrows and
sadness on this earth, all memory of him lost?
The more notable a person is in life, the more
solemnly do people celebrate his birthday.

The birth of our Most Holy Lady Theotokos
and Ever-Virgin Mary is a source of joy and
consolation. In the person of the Mother of God,
God gave as a gift to the world a Being before
whom so many people would bow down and
offer so many prayers, before whom rivers of
human tears would flow. The Mother of God so
fully and vividly expressed herself concerning
herself with the words of the hymn: My soul
doth magnify the Lord, and my spirit hath

rejoiced in God my Savior (Lk. 1:46-47). Her
whole life lies in this: Her soul magnifies the
Lord for the wisdom of creation, for love and
goodness. And this regardless of the sorrows
and suffering that filled her heart at the foot of
the Cross.

And my spirit hath rejoiced in God my
Savior. In this lies her constant state of being.
She has seen human weakness and vice. She
sees them also now, and as a mother, her heart
is wounded. But despite this, she remains on the
heights of contemplation of heavenly sanctity,
and her spirit ever rejoices in God her Savior,
Who gave Himself as a sacrifice for the
redemption of mankind. In this deep
understanding of our spirit with the joy of being
God’s Birth-giver lies the source of the
Theotokos’s influence on the hearts of the
faithful and those who pray to her. Truly, so
many people who in faith have recourse to her
maternal aid receive help and consolation.

According to the example of the Mother of
God, a Christian should always magnify God
and rejoice in Him. In this joy there can be no
place for sorrow, depression, or despair, for
feelings of loneliness or alienation. The Lord
loves everyone, and his Most Pure Mother
intercedes for all without ceasing.

How often in life do we experience a thirst for
purity, renewal, and joy. And how often does our
unworthiness, our sins obscure the light of joy
and Divine brightness? On the day of the Birth
of our Lady Theotokos we turn to her, and we
ask the Most Pure and Blameless One to help us
be victorious over sin and all impurity, so that
with a pure heart we might glorify God and
rejoice in Him. Whoever runs to her with faith
and hope will not leave empty and unheard, for
to her is given the grace to pray for us and help
us.

UGCC PATRIARCH, OCU PRIMATE AND CHIEF
RABBI OF KYIV AND UKRAINE OPENED IN
SAMBIR MEMORIAL OF WWII VICTIMS

In Sambir, Lviv region on August 21, the ceremony of
unveiling of the 'Remember'’ memorial complex that
commemorates the victims of the Second World War in
Ukraine was held. A memorial cross for the OUN-UPA
soldiers victims of Nazism was blessed at a former Jewish
cemetery. This cross is the first element of the future
memorial to those in this cemetery who died in the hands
of the Nazis: Ukrainians, Jews, Gypsies, Poles, the
Department of Information of the Ukrainian Greek
Catholic Church reports.

The solemn and important historical event was
attended by Patriarch Sviatoslav of the UGCC, Primate of
the Orthodox Church of Ukraine Epifaniy, Chief Rabbi of
Kyiv and Ukraine Yaakov Dov Bleich, Roman Vashchuk,
the Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of
Canada to Ukraine, representatives of regional and city
authorities, foreign guests, residents of Sambir.

The Head of the UGCC has noted that those present
gathered in this city from different parts of Ukraine and
the wider world to pay tribute to those "who were capable
to love to an extent that they gave their lives for their land,
for their people, for their Homeland. Those who knew how
to love when it seemed the world could only hate. The
world that only encouraged murder, neglect...".

The Primate of the UGCC has noted that this event
takes place on the eve of the Independence Day of
Ukraine.

"Perhaps these days, more than ever, the people of
Ukraine should understand that the Ukrainian state is the
common good, a guarantee of happiness for all those who
live on its land: Ukrainians, Jews, Christians, Muslims; for
all those for whom Ukraine is a guarantee of freedom,
dignity, respect and confident future,” he said.

Metropolitan Epifaniy expressed his gratitude to those
who worked on the implementation of the idea of creating
the memorial complex.

"Today we truly recall the tragic pages of our Ukrainian
and European history of the 20th century, as well as those
glorious fighters who gave their lives for the freedom and
liberty of Ukraine. In this holy place, we remember those
civilians who lost their lives. We have come to accord and
unity. So today we are opening this memorial together.
Here, Christians and Jews will be honored," the website
of the Lviv Regional Government cited the words of
Metropolitan Epifaniy of Kyiv and All Ukraine.

"Thanks to the incredible efforts and Ukrainian-Jewish
meetings and with the support of all those present today,
we are symbolically unveiling this memorial. It is now that
we are creating our modern common history, rethinking
the past and taking a step towards peace and unity.
Respect for the opinion of others has helped us in the
implementation of this project. We all need to learn to
respect each other. This is our common victory and
achievement," said the Chief Rabbi of Ukraine Dov Bleich.

The memorial complex is located in the former Jewish
cemetery in Sambir. At one time, the German occupiers
killed many Jews, Gypsies, Poles, and Ukrainians here. A
native of Sambir, Mark Freiman, whose family survived
the Holocaust, offered to have the memorial established.

On September 1, 2019, the Holy
Father accepted the resignation of
Bishop Hlib (Lonchyna) from the
administration of the ruling bishop
of the Diocese of London of the Holy
Family of the UGCC and the
Apostolic Visitator for Ukrainians of
the Byzantine rite in Ireland. At the same time, according
to Vatican Radio, the Pope appointed Fr Mykola
Matviyivsky, the Chancellor of the diocese, to the office of
the Apostolic administrator of the diocese.

Bishop Hlib Lonchyna was the first ruling Bishop of the
Ukrainian Diocese of London which in January 18, 2013
was set by Pope Benedict XVI, who elevated the then-
Apostolic Exarchate for Ukrainians of the Byzantine rite
residing in the UK to the rank of the diocese. In January
this year, Pope Francis appointed Bishop Hlib to the office
of the Apostolic Administrator of the vacant residence of
the Eparchy of St. Volodymyr in Paris, after its Eparch
Bishop Borys (Gudziak) was appointed Metropolitan of
Philadelphia in the United States.
