To remind myself,
and you, that the most important
person in our life must be our God
and our relationship with Him. | am reminded, and
you should be also, to know that wherever we are
or whatever we are doing or however crazy the
world is going...in your house, in your hospital
room, in your assisted living facility, in your daily
activity our God is with us! He is alive and present
in our lives and it must be His will we seek and try
to fulfill. Sports teams and their win/loss record are
nothing but vanity and worldly pursuits. What
matters, and what we must continually seek, is our
Loving God, who calls us all to Him. It is in Him
that this seemingly crazy, upside down, absurd,
and yes world filled with danger and evil will make
sense. “Christ is among us! He is and will be!” we
say over and over again in our Church.

Last week | was watching the Military Channel
as they presented a program detailing the horrors
of Nazi Germany and the persecution of the Jews.
How could Hitler and the rest of them do that?
Where was the rest of the world? Certainly it could
never happen again. Then | woke the next day to
the news that chemical weapons were used in
Syria and many innocent lives were lost. And then
the Tower of Babel appeared once again. | don't

need to write about the babble of politicians and so-
called statesmen and leaders of the world. What an
absurd, crazy world! “Put not your trust in human
beings in whom there is no salvation!” They go
running around, having conference upon confer-
ence, meeting upon meeting and “they” will make
everything ok. Yeah, right! My point is, “Do you see
the mess, the hopelessness and evil that is unleash-
ed when men take over, when God is
pushed from the scene?”

So my prayer for myself and for you is
that we will truly give our lives to our
God; that we will come to realize our
‘good life” is in Him. Let us be true
followers of the Gospel and know that
we are fulfilling His plan while we are on
this earth. Especially, | pray for the
elderly and sick, who struggle day to day with pain
and illness. | know you are sometimes very tired and
may even wish to give up, but know that our prayers
are always with you. God still has something
important for you. Intercessory prayer is a beautiful
thing because by your pain, by your suffering, by
your offering, you are His hands and His feet and
His mouth in the salvation of the world. Did you ever
think that through your illness and hurt, as you
become united with our Lord and “offer it” that you
have brought comfort to a poor widow in Africa or
help to a teenager on drugs here in Buffalo, NY? St.
Paul reminds us to “keep up the good fight.”

Yes, it may look like a crazy upside down world
where evil prevails. We know that is not the case.
By the Cross and Resurrection of our Lord, He has
already won the battle. He has brought victory and
salvation. “Be of good courage; Be not afraid!” The
crown of victory will be yours one day! May the God
of Peace be with you! Holy Mary Theotokos, protect
us!

In this story, of the Canaanite woman God is gently
nudging the Church to reach out with a word of mercy to
folks about whom some might say, ‘Don’t bother with him
or her. It's not our job to minister to them. Let their own
kind take care of them’. But as Christians, we are
expected to do much more. The centurion had complete
confidence that Jesus could heal his servant. The
Canaanite woman believed that Jesus would heal her
daughter. There was no doubt in either one if
their minds that in what they were asking of
Christ, He could easily do. They believed Him
to be Lord and Savior, they believed that He
could heal - they had great faith.

The fields were parched and brown from
lack of rain, and the crops lay wilting from thirst.
People were anxious and irritable as they
searched the sky for any sign of relief. Days turned into
arid weeks. No rain came. The pastors of the local
churches called for an hour of prayer on the town square
the following Saturday. They requested that everyone
bring on object of faith for inspiration. At high noon on
the appointed Saturday the townspeople turned out in
masses, filling the square with anxious faces and hopeful
hearts. The pastors were touched to see the variety of
objects clutched in prayerful hands: holy books, crosses,
rosaries. When the hour ended, as if on magical
command, a soft rain began to fall, and cheers swept the
crowd as they held their treasured objects high in
gratitude and praise. But from the middle of the crowd
one faith symbol seemed to overshadow all of the others.
A small nine-year old child had brought her umbrella.

Life is certainly not easy, but we learn from our trials
and tribulations, we learn how to become stronger people
of faith. 1think of the children | have seen in the NICU at
Children’s Hospital, and the parents who are ever
present by their bedside. Imagine the kind of faith you
must have to endure that kind of trial in life. You pray
every minute of every day, knowing that each day holds
new challenges and fears. Consider the number of
people who are on a waiting list for an organ transplant
and have no idea what tomorrow will hold. A friend of
mine had the sad experience of flying out to Wichita

Kansas, to attend the funeral of her 12 year old nephew.
He and his siblings were riding in the bucket of a tractor
pulling a wagon as part of a hay ride during their church
picnic, no less, when the driver accidentally hit a bump
on the road and her nephew’s young life was ended.
These are real life trials that people face every day, but
the next day their faith gives them the strength to rise up
with renewed certainty that the Lord will help them face
whatever unfolds. That much like the Canaanite woman,
their prayers to the Lord will be answered,
even when our Lord appears to be silent or
even when their burdens are great. Because
there are people we know who truly possess a
special kind of faithfulness, a faith that
believes God can do what we ask of Him; a
faith that does not deny the power of God to
N work His part in our salvation.

Christ knew very well what work He had wrought in this
humble Canaanite woman's heart, whereby she knew
Jesus to be Lord and God; therefore His silence proved
her and tried her that her faith might shine brighter to the
glory of God. As she possessed the same faith, so she
discovered the same resolution as Job, "Though | am
slain, yet will | trust in Him". (Job 13:15) And as with
Jacob, the Canaanite woman would wrestle, and with a
determined heart implore: "I will not let Thee go except
when Thou would bless me" (Genesis 32:26). Or in her
circumstance, the ailing daughter, that she had raised
and loved with as much devotion as Christ's love for each
of us. God is always gently nudging us by the presence
of other people in our lives to enlarge our circle of friends,
our level of compassion, and our understanding of faith,
so that the Body of Christ, the Church, might become the
all-inclusive family of faith and love Jesus commissioned
her to be. And without those gentle nudges from God, we
would not get there. Thank the Lord, then, for pushy
‘outsiders’ like the Canaanite woman, determined to get
up close to the Lord, whose love tears down every barrier
we build between one another, letting us know once and
for all that in Christ there is no ‘us’ or ‘them’. In Christ,
there is only ‘we’, and we are the Church and living
disciples of the Lord here on earth, so let us continue our
journey together as a people of faith.
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Today ... our country seems to worship
false gods. We’ve created false gods of

“tolerance” and  ‘“equality” and
“choice.” Instead of worshipping the
Lord, we’ve found ways to worship
pleasure and vanity—we’ve found ways
to worship ourselves. And, like the
people of Israel did in Elijah’s time,
we’re suffering the effects. Worship of
choice leads to abortion and contra-
ception, and the Health and Human
Services contraceptive mandate, which
threatens our freedom of religion.
Worship of money leads to poverty.
Worship of “equality” leads to a
fundamental rejection of marriage and
family. We’re worshipping false gods,
and we’re in trouble. ... But, like Elijah,
the Lord calls us to pray. And to pray in
a special way for our country. If we give
ourselves to quiet, humble prayer, like
Elijah, God’s glory and mercy will be
revealed.
