Council of Churches asks to offer prayers
for family values from Friday to Sunday

The All Ukrainian Council of Churches and Religious
Organizations has released a statement on the need to
protect the traditional family values of the Ukrainian people.

This is reported by the UGCC Information Department.

The AUCCRO asks believers of different religions and
confessions for a common prayer for the preservation of the
family in Ukraine — a prayer from Friday, September 17, to
Sunday, September 19, inclusive.

"We believe that the Lord will hear our prayer call and the
hybrid attack against the family will be stopped," the
statement signed by the head of the UGCC, Patriarch
Sviatoslav, who is currently presiding over the Council of
Churches, reads.

"The current challenges of our time that our long-
suffering people face force us to raise our voice again and
again in their defense - in defense of the very foundation of
our existence, our identity, traditon and culture," the
AUCCRO said in a statement.

The appeal says that it was the family that has always
been the center of freedom for Ukrainians, in which even in
the most difficult times the national identity was preserved
- language, culture, religion, traditions:

"In all the centuries of our national existence, the basis of
the social structure of the people was the family (family).
Despite the various tyrannical and totalitarian systems that
reigned in our open spaces, the family served as the center
of freedom and love that did not allow the national
consciousness, language, culture, religion and good
traditions to decline. Created and blessed by the Aimighty,
this first human community continues to fulfill its majestic
mission — to be the main place where human life boils,
develops and flourishes in all its personal, family and
national multiplicity and beauty."

In the modern world, the family as a social institution is
experiencing powerful attacks of new gender ideologies of
the totalitarian type — ideologies that threaten the very
existence of the family, level its essence and values, which
are based on respect for human dignity and human life from
conception to natural death. In Ukraine, these global
challenges have the character of systematic attacks aimed
at destroying traditional values, family and moral
foundations - that is, at ensuring that Ukrainians were able
to survive as a people and nation.

This is the God who made the heavens
and the earth and all that is in it, since He is Lord of
heaven and earth...it is He who gives to all life and
breath and all things.” Paul continues revealing this God
to them saying, “Our God has created the whole human
race... they should seek God, and perhaps grope after
him and find Him, though he is not far from us. For in Him
we live and move and have our being!”

stranger that is within thy gates. For in six days the Lord
made heaven and earth and the sea and all things that
are in them, and rested on the seventh day: therefore the
Lord blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it.”
Sonday then, became this special day of rest for all
mankind. Our Catechism of the Ukrainian Catholic
Church, “Christ our Pascha”, tells us in paragraphs 983,
984 and 985 about Christian rest. It is a time when we
turn our hearts and minds to God, in the quiet and peace
of the Sonday and realize this is a holy day when we

is to be a time of growth, of renewed spiritual strength,
and because of our resting from work, the day is also a
renewal of our spiritual and mental strength. Paragraph
985 of the Catechism says: “On Sundays and holy days,
it is not permitted to perform heavy physical labor or to
compel others to do so... Forms of recreation that
occupy time intended for the praise of God and works of
mercy are also contrary to the Christian approach of
rest.” Sonday is to be a day of rest and renewal; a day to
praise and worship God
Our observance of Sonday, or the
Lord’s Day, is now the “new worship” &
given to us by Jesus in His resurrection
and His New Covenant. The Lord’s
Day! Now become the first day of the e
week because it was on this day He g
rose from the dead. From the earliest
days of the Church, Christians have
gathered on this special day, the day of
His resurrection, to celebrate the
Eucharist. With the Myrrh-bearing
women, with the disciples, and those
whom He met on the road to Emmaus,
every single Sonday, our hearts and
our spirits must shout: “This is the
Day the Lord has made; let us
rejoice and be glad in it!”

For two
thousand years we Christians
have been gathering to
celebrate the Holy Liturgy every
Son-day! Our life, our worship,
the worship in Spirit and truth, is
fulfilled in the Holy Eucharist. This is 4
the Day the Lord has made, let us rejoice g
and be glad in it. Every single Sonday is now Little
Easter, packed with all the joy and radiance of that first
morning of the empty tomb. It is packed with the joy and
radiance of our Paschal celebrations that never end. We
are people of Pascha, of Easter, always and everywhere,
especially on the first day of the week which is now made
so holy by His glorious resurrection! Every Sonday,
every Lord’s Day is our call to renewal, joy and rest in
the Lord.

Pope John Paul Il in 1998 wrote an Apostolic Letter to
all the faithful entitled “The Day of the Lord.”
