Eternal Memory! Vichnaya Pamiat!

A whole generation women is quietly dy-
ing. Quietly, without any fanfare or glowing
obituaries, they are slipping away unnoticed,
and the world is unaware that there will nev-
er be another group of women quite the
same. They have changed the world and
those they have touched, yet there will never
be a memorial to them, there will never be a
television special devoted
just to them, and there will
never be a moment of silence
to thank them for their hero-
ic gift to all of us. Yet they
deserve the honor and the
praise we bestow on heroes.
Gloria Steinem has nothing
on these women. These are
the women of Eastern Eu-
rope and the former USSR,
who somehow managed to
rise above the brutality visit-
ed upon their lives, and lov-
ingly nurtured and taught a
new generation of women

and men.

As children, they suffered at the hands of
the communists, often hungry and afraid.
They were poor, but they were proud, even
vain young women. They used ashes to
darken their eyebrows, shared one pair of
shoes, and learned to live and laugh and
love. Their lives were not to be easy. Dodg-
ing bombs and bullets, they somehow lived
to tell their tale. They became the slaves of
Nazi overlords, whether on farms or in their
factories, subjected to beatings, starvation
and all manner of cruel indignities. And still
they survived. Some of their children died
for lack of medical help, which was denied
because it was easier for the Nazi’s to let the

children die, the women would be more
productive. Their health would be immeas-
urably affected, and many would die before
they had time to enjoy life.

Their role as women had not yet been de-
fined, yet they were the forerunners of all
that was to come. Somehow, in that narrow
definition, they managed to bring their chil-
— dren to America, to raise
| them as productive citizens,
and had unmeasured pride in
their new country. They
| spoke infrequently of the
| past, yet when prodded gen-
| tly, they were eager to share
' their history and their
| knowledge of life. But they
spoke in hushed voices, as if
Il the past may somehow come

. to reclaim them. They were
quiet and unassuming in their
| accomplishments, believing
them to be ordinary at best.

We bury them quietly, hon-
oring their last wishes, and
we grieve for the loss we must endure. Yet
my heart cries out at the injustice of this
loss. Somehow the tears are not enough, nor
the flowers, nor the final touch of goodbye.
We mourn, not only for them, but for our-
selves, because we remain behind. Alone.

Who will remember their trials? Who will
thank them for their sacrifices? Who will
ever be strong enough to do the things they
did again?

Go gently into the arms of God, my
mamma, but know you have given us your
love, strength, and hope.

I love you so very much.

From "Good Samaritan" Ukr. Radio pr.
A few years ago, | met an amazing lady
named Gloria, who works with teens in an
Outreach Program for the city. She spends
her days trying to make a positive impact on
young people who feel lost to the world, be-
cause Gloria went through a period in her
own life where she was not sure exactly
where she fit in. Her parents were divorced
when she was 10 years old after her brother
died in a car accident, and no one could fully
explain the facts to her. All she knew was
that she did not live with her Dad or even
her sisters any more. For a long time, people
told Gloria it had nothing to do with her.
And even though this was true, it still affect-
ed her life a great deal. Gloria searched and
searched for relief from her pain. As a teen-
ager, she dabbled with alcohol and then she
experimented with drugs. Still Gloria found
no relief. Then finally, on a cold Sunday af-
ternoon, in a small chapel outside the city
where she grew up, Gloria heard the voice of
God say, "It's time my child". As she tells
her story to others, she remembers looking
around thinking someone had whispered in
her ear. Then she heard the voice again and
this time she knew in her heart that it was
time to give her life over to the Lord. For
Gloria, that was eleven years ago, and she
has now taken on the responsebility of work-
ing with inner city youth, who face many of
the same hardships and struggles that she
once faced while abusing drugs and alcohol.
When Gloria is asked what happened to the
pain? She smiles and says that she gave it all
to God. The Bible says, "Cast all your cares
upon him, for he cares for you" (1 Peter
5:7). And sure enough, Gloria faithfully be-
lieves that the good Lord took away the deep
and festering wounds of her adolescent

years. That little lost girl is no longer; a saved
and healed woman emerged out of the ashes.
Scripture reminds us that: '"Weeping may
endure for a night, but joy comes in the
morning" (Psalm 30: 5). Gloria reminds me
that no matter what the situation is in our
lives, there is hope when we have enough faith
to give our lives over to God. When we are
faithful enough to believe that He will carry
our burdens and lead us out of the darkness.
There is nothing too hard for God. Gloria of-
ten tells the teens that she works with: “There
is definitely a light at the end of the tunnel
and his name is Jesus”. It reminds me of the
old saying, "Jesus may not come when you
want him to, but he is always on time"

The fields were parched and brown from lack
of rain, and the crops lay wilting from thirst.
People were anxious and irritable as they
searched the sky for any sign of relief. Days
turned into arid weeks. No rain came. The
pastors of the local churches called for an
hour of prayer on the town square the follow-
ing Saturday. They requested that everyone
bring on object of faith for inspiration. At
high noon on the appointed Saturday the
townspeople turned out in masses, filling the
square with anxious faces and hopeful
hearts. The pastors were touched to see the
variety of objects clutched in prayerful
hands: holy books, crosses, rosaries. When
the hour ended, as if on magical command, a
soft rain began to fall, and cheers swept the
crowd as they held their treasured objects
high in gratitude and praise. But from the
middle of the crowd one faith symbol seemed
to overshadow all of the others. A small nine-
year old child had brought her umbrella.

Glory to Jesus Christ! Glory Forever! September 23, 2012 A.D.

Dear (say your name here for your very own personal letter),

“It’s a beautiful day in the neighborhood,” as our old friend of blessed memory,
Mr. Rogers, always said. Right now, it’s even more than beautiful. 1t’s salubrious! We’re
having some of the most beautiful weather of the year. The last week or so has been
marked by clear, cool, almost frosty nights in some places, and beautiful, radiant days.
We’ve even had a few very welcomed rainy times with some much needed drought relief.
We still are very behind in the rainfall totals for the year, but the rain we did get has
perked up, and greened up, our part of the world. When it started to rain one could almost
see the leaves on the trees looking to the sky in thanksgiving, while the grass seemed to
turn green before our very eyes as the earth began receiving the long-awaited moisture.
