A long time ago, God had a great many bur-
densthat Hewished to have carried from one
placeto another on Earth. Asthelegend goes,
He asked the animalsto lend a hand, but all of
them had excusesfor not helping: the elephant
was too dignified; thelion, too proud; and so
on. Finally the birdscameto God and said, " If
you will tie the burdensinto small bundles, we'll
be glad to carry them for you. We are small,
but we would liketo help." So God fastened
upon the back of each bird a small bundle, and
they all set out walking acrossthe earth to their
destination. They sang as they went, not mind-
ing the weight of their burdensat all. Every
day the burdens seemed lighter and lighter, un-
til the loads seemed to belifting the birds, in-
stead of the birds carrying the burdens. When
they arrived at their destination, they discov-
ered that when they removed their loads, there
wer e beautiful wingsin their place - wingsthat
enabled them to fly to the tree tops and soar
through the sky, closer and closer to God.
Likewise, the burdenswe carry for others, the
love we arewilling to show our neighbors, be-
come like wings of the spirit, lifting usto new
places and new heights, bringing us closer and
closer to God and thelove that Christ speaks of
in today’s Gospel reading.

The Gospel for this 15" Sunday after Pente-
cost involvesthe two great commandments. St.
Matthew records how a man with knowledge of
the law comesto Jesus, and to test Him, asks
which the greatest commandments of the law
are? Jesusanswers. “Thou shall lovethe Lord
thy God will all your heart, and with all your
soul, and with your entiremind. And thou shall
love your neighbor asyourself.” Then Jesus
adds - that on these two commandments hang
all thelaws and the prophets. |f we consider
these commandments mor e car efully and the
deliber ate repetition of thewords: ‘ Thou shall
love', we begin to realize that this precept flows
from the very nature of God. St. John reminds
usin thefourth chapter of his gospel that ‘God
islove and that iswhy we must love. And to



lovein every sense of the word means pruning
away at everything which isagainst or not con-
nected with God, and thereliesthe difficulty
many people face with these commandments.
We do not want to give up our pleasuresor am-
bitions, and we often want for thingswhich oth-
ershave. Mankind isinnately selfish, and we
desire many things which are not of God, and
sometimes we even desire these things more
then we desireto love God and neighbor.

Jesus makesit quite clear that thepriority is
love of God. Therefore, love of God and love of
on€e' sneighbor cannot be put on equal footing,
for love of one’ s neighbor ultimately flowsfrom
loving God first and foremost. But Jesus, in
bringing these two commandments together,
gives new meaning to the term neighbor, show-
ing through even the Parable of the Good Sa-
maritan, that thereisnolimit to whom our
neighbor can be. A neighbor isultimately every
person God places along our path, and in to-
day’s Gospel, Jesus tells us exactly what divine
loveinvolves. In order to love God we must be
willing to give from our heart. When you see or
hear theword heart, what isthefirst image or
thought you envision? To thedoctor the heart
isan organ in our body. Tothepoet theheart is
the seat of love. Totheathletetheheart isthe
strongest muscle in the body. To the racecar -
driver theheart islike an engine. But to God:
the heart isthe center of our being. ‘Heart’ is
used in Scripture asthe most comprehensive
term for the authentic person. It isthepart of
our being wherewe desire, deliberate, and de-
cide. It hasbeen described as ‘the place of con-
scious and decisive spiritual activity’. The heart
isthe center of a person, and the place to which
we may alwaysturn to God. Thereisastory
about a struggling artist who brought one of his
paintingsto a world-renowned painter who
served ashismentor. The painting was of the
face of Christ. The older man studied it for a
few minutes, and then said, “1f you loved Jesus
mor e, you would have painted Him better.”
The goal of the Christian lifeisto paint a pic-
ture of Jesuswith our lives. When people look

at us, they ought to seethelove of Christ. And
to befilled with the love of Christ meansto de-
liberately turn toward another person in need,
to willingly give away something of our selves
without thinking of what wewill acquirein re-
turn. Wecannot do that by simply following a
list of rules; we can only do this by loving God
with everything we have, everything we say and
do; in essence —the heart of whom we are.

" See what love the Father has given us, that we
should be called children of God; and so we are"
(12 John 3:1). Author and lecturer, Leo Bus-
caglia, oncetalked about a contest he was asked
tojudge. The purpose of the contest wasto find
the most caring child. Thewinner wasa four
year old boy whose next door neighbor was an
elderly gentleman who had recently lost his
wife. Upon seeing the man cry, the boy went
into the man'syard, climbed onto hislap, and
just sat there. When his Mother asked him what
he had said to the neighbor, thelittle boy said:
"Nothing, | just helped him cry." Pope John
Paul Il wrote: “ Theworld isloved by God!
And, in spite of therefusals of which it is capa-
ble, it will continueto be loved to the very end.
