Every
day, every moment is
grace-filled and a sacred help
given to us by our Creator to aid
us on our climb to Him...to be filled
with His blessings and be filled with His
Life, even as we are here on earth! Glory to God, Who
blesses us and sanctifies us and calls us to Himself!
