Volodymyr Havrylov, Maj Gen (Retd), born 1958 (Dnipro,
Ukraine) is the Director of the Veterans Dozen
Foundation which supports the rehabilitation of wounded
Ukrainian warriors through sport.

In 2019 he has been conferred the US “Legion of Merit”
award “for exceptionally meritorious service as Defense
Attaché of Ukraine from October 2015 to June 2018,
which directly contributed to the pursuit of regional
stability and enhancing capabilities and readiness of both
countries”.

In 2018 he was awarded the Order of California, for
contribution to the strengthening the cooperation between
the Ukrainian Armed Forces and California National
Guard.

Volodymyr Havrylov has written the foreword to the
Ukrainian version of the WAR.RU.

Yurii Rudenko, born 1983 (Kyiv, Ukraine) is former
engineer and businessman, who with beginning of
hostilities in eastern Ukraine became involved in
volunteering assistance to the Ukrainian Army. In 2015-
2016 he served in the Armed Forces of Ukraine and
participated in the Anti-Terrorist Operation (ATO). Since
2016 he has been studying the history of ATO. He
believes that “modern history has no white spots,
because thanks to technical progress, every participant in
the events, who has even a smartphone, is already a
documentalist”.
