GLORY TO JESUSCHRIST!
GLORY FOREVER! September 25, 2011

Dear ,

(Your name here, for your very own personal letter)

82 degrees! And a beautiful day it isherein
Western NY, this Tuesday the 27" of Sep-
tember. Or asour babiessay, “a nice summer
day.” That meansthey can go outside bare-
footin. HOWEVER —even as| write, the
forecast iscoming over theradio telling us
that showersand much cooler weather are on
the way. By the time we get to Saturday and
you will bereading this, the“frost is gonna be
on the pumpkin!” It’sthat time of year, sowe
don’t have a problem with that. Wejust don’t
want any “ October Surprises!”

The“October Surprise” was a lake-effect
snowstorm that occurred herein 2006, from
the evening of October 12 to morning of Oc-
tober 13. Tempswerein the 50'sthe day be-
foreand the day after, but when that cold air
hit, it really hit, dropping 24 inches of snow
on thetrees, which were still covered with the
gorgeous red and yellow leaves of autumn.
The heavy wet snow on thosetreeswasa rec-
ipefor disaster, and that’s exactly what hap-
pened.

It began to get serious around 8pm on the
12" and shortly around 11pm the trees began
creaking and snapping under the weight of
the gill falling snow. What an eerie, surreal
night it was asthetrees creaked and cracked
and the sky lit up with the glow of exploding
transformers and burning and arcing live
electrical lines. Thewhole city and suburbs
were now in a state of emergency. The power
was out in most places, streets became im-
passable and homes and car swere crushed
and hit by falling trees.

About 1am we wer e looking out our front
window and before our eyesthereoccurred a
domino effect of the electrical polesthat lined

our street. It began with aloud crack and
then one by one all of the poleswith thewires
attached came tumbling down.

From " Good Samaritan" Ukr. Radio pr.

This Sunday’s Gospel reading according to
St. Luke takes us back to the very first teach-
ings of Jesus in Galileg, and, in particular, to
the Sermon on the Mount. The very short Gos-
pel we read today deals with loving one's ene-
mies. ‘Do unto others as you would have them
do unto you’. This always reminds me of being
in Girl Scouts as a young child. In order to
earn our scout “wings’ we wererequired to fol-
low the ‘Golden Rule that Jesus speaks of to-
day. We needed to do good deeds for others,
expecting nothing in return. But this is only
half of the story behind today’s Gospel. “If you
love those who love you and do good to those who
do good to you, you act no different from sinners
themselves, and nothing more”. It is our ene-
mies that we must love, we must do good to
those who hurt us, for only in this way will we
show ourselves to be children of God. Forgive-
ness is perhaps the hardest Christian discipline
to implement in our lives because it requires
forgiving those who have hurt us deeply. The
climax of today’'s Gospel is when Jesus said:
“Be merciful as your heavenly Father is also
merciful”. It is here that we often prove our-
selvesvery far from God. To be merciful asour
Lord and God is merciful does not mean that
our mercy could ever reach Divine Mercy, but
that in our own small measur e, we should bein-
spired by the same feelings as our Heavenly Fa-
ther.

We are not able to perform the miraculous
acts of God, but we can share in his spirit of
mercy. A first sign of this spirit is to be willing
to forgive, to not givein to those feglings that al-
low us to hold a grudge against someone else.
Jesus tells us, “Love your enemies, hoping for
nothing to gain”. This is not a humanitarian
and superficial optimism; after all, a person is
never entirely bad; they can change. Thereis
another thought which can inspire our attitude
aswell: if God never ceases to do good to a sin-
ner, if He is always ready to open his arms to
us, who are we to dare to be stricter than God?
Even in the greatest sinner, the most hardened



criminal, the image of God is still present.
What is important to know is how the image of
God in you and me can meet the image of God
in our enemy — or in the one we consider to be
the wrong doer. God calls us to a deeper love.
Jesus teaches boldly and without compromise,
that we as His followers are to love our ene-
mies. Not just folks who tend to rub us the
wrong way, but our enemy. Not just people
who tend to disagree with us, but our enemy.
Listen again to the words of Jesus: " Do good to
those who hate you. Bless those who curse you.
Pray for those who mistreat you. To him who
strikes you on the cheek, offer the other also; and

from him, who takes away your coat do not—

withhold even your shirt." :
As | reflected on today’s Gospel one“
person came to mind, Mohandas (Ma—
hatma) Gandhi. Heis known for prac-|
ticing non-violence in order to Ilberate'
India from British rule. | saw The Gan-| 8
dhi movie when it was released many years ago
and | recently watched a video of it again. In
one particular scene which | will never forget, a
white clergyman went for a walk with Gandhi
in South Africa. There were three white young
men on the street with stones in their hands.
The clergyman suggested they turn back. In-
stead Gandhi, a Hindu, started quoting pas
sages from today’s Gospel (L uke 6:27-38) to the
clergyman, “To him who strikes you on the
cheek, offer the other also.” (Luke 6:29) The
clergyman said this was not to be understood
literally, it was metaphorical. Gandhi replied
saying how he “suspected that Jesus meant one
must show courage and be willing to take one
blow or several blows to show that you will not
strike back nor turn aside. That calls on some-
thing in the enemy that makes his hatred for
you decrease and his respect for you increase.”
It is a scene in the film full of irony. A Hindu
quotes today’s Gospel to a Christian clergyman
and actually shows him how Jesus' teaching is
to belived out in daily life. | supposeit iseasy to
resort to violence but | also believe the most
courageousthing isto respond peacefully.

As the movie continued, whenever the Mus-
lims or Hindus committed acts of violence
against each other or theruling British, Gandhi
fasted until the violence stopped. 1n 1947, when
independence finally came, violence broke out
yet again and escalated between Muslims and
Hindus, and Gandhi fasted almost to the point
of death, which brought an end to the violence.
During that fast, toward the end of the movie, a
Hindu came to Gandhi and said, “1 am going to
hell.” Gandhi asked him, “Why?” He said he
had killed a Mudlim boy. Gandhi replied, “I
know a way out of hell. Find a child with no
parentsand raiseit. Only make sureit isa Mus-
lim gh_ild and raiseit asa Muslim.” In essence,
"~ Gandhi was teaching this man how to
"»:overcome his hatred and learn how to
,Iove his enemy. Gandhi was assassi-
“nated in 1948 walking through a
i 4 crowded garden on the way to evening
0 »prayersm New Delhi. A famous quota-

~tion from Gandhi is, “Non-violence is the great-

est force at the disposal of mankind. It is might-
ier than the mightiest weapon of destruction
devised by the ingenuity of man.” Non-violence
is not being passive. Gandhi would never sug-
gest that we silently put up with injustice. He
said injustice must be fought but not with vio-
lence. In our Gospel reading today (Lk 6:27-38)
we are not being asked to suffer hurt from any-
one but to respect someone even if they hurt us.
Thereare certainly people who will say, ‘I can
accept that non-violence is the best way to
achieveresults. | can seeitslogic. But when you
say to me to love my enemy that is a step too
far.” In that case, | would ask each of usto con-
sider this: there are many different ways to in-
terpret the word ‘love’ that Jesus uses in to-
day’s Gogpdl, in fact there are many different
interpretations of ‘love’ in other languages that
have nothing to do with being sentimental. So
perhaps the love in our Gospel today means
‘wanting what is best for the other person.’” Je-
sus explains what he means by that type of love,
“Do good to those who hate you, bless those who

curseyou, pray for those who treat you badly...” ..
