“Nonsense,” said the first. “There is no life after
delivery. What kind of life would that be?”

The second said, “l don’t know, but there will be more
light than here. Maybe we will walk with our legs and eat
from our mouths. Maybe we will have other senses that
we can’t understand now.”

The first replied, “That is absurd. Walking is impossible.
And eating with our mouths? Ridiculous! The umbilical
cord supplies nutrition and
everything we need. But the
umbilical cord is so short.
Life after delivery is to be
logically excluded.”

The second insisted,
“Well | think there is
something and maybe it's
different than it is here.
Maybe we won’t need this
physical cord anymore.” %

The first replied, “Nonsense. - _

And moreover, if there is life, then why has no one ever
come back from there? Delivery is the end of life, and in
the after-delivery, there is nothing but darkness and
silence and oblivion. It takes us nowhere.”

“Well, | don’t know,” said the second, “but certainly we
will meet Mother and she will take care of us.”

The first replied “Mother? You actually believe in
Mother? That’s laughable. If Mother exists then where is
She now?”

The second said, “She is all around us. We are
surrounded by her. We are of Her. It is in Her that we live.
Without Her, this world would not and could not exist.”

Said the first: “Well | don’t see Her, so it is only logical
that She doesn’t exist.”

To which the second replied, “Sometimes, when you're
in silence and you focus and listen, you can perceive Her
presence, and you can hear Her loving voice, calling down
from above.”

REVERENCE FOR LIFE

v/ We oppose abortion and, until it becomes illegal, we
oppose public funding and support restrictions on its
practice.

v/ We support patient-focused, quality end-of-life care,
responsible patient autonomy and oppose legalizing
assisted suicide.

v We support policies and services that assist
pregnant women to make life-affirming choices.

v/ We support stem cell research that does not destroy
or clone human embryos.

v We advocate for life in prison rather than the use of
the death penalty.

Because we believe we are created in the image of God,
we hold life to be sacred from conception to natural death.
We believe that we are stewards of this gift of life from a
loving God.

We support compassionate and comprehensive end-
of-life care. We advocate for adequate pain control and
availability of hospice care. We oppose assisted suicide
or euthanasia as unwise and flawed public policy which
ruptures the physician-patient relationship, puts
vulnerable patients, particularly the elderly at risk of
abuse, breaks our bonds of care for each other and
validates suicide as a response to personal mental health
challenges.

We support programs which offer medical, economic
and emotional support for pregnant women and children,
so there is no incentive to abort a child. We advocate for
parental notification for minor abortions, full informed
consent and restrictions, regulations and record keeping
on abortion practice. Taxpayer funding for abortion
should be removed since it coerces us to pay for a morally
wrong personal action. We support adoption as an
alternative to abortion.

We support non-embryonic stem cell research as the
only ethical and efficacious source of treatment for many
chronic diseases and spinal cord injuries. We oppose the
production of cloned embryos—both for research and for
reproduction—as it represents the commodification of
human life.

We support life imprisonment without parole for those
convicted of capital crimes rather than the death penalty.
We have the means to protect ourselves without resorting
to state violence.

From the moment of conception, the life of every human
being is to be respected in an absolute way because man
is the only creature on earth that God has "wished for
himself " (16) and the spiritual soul of each man is
"immediately created" by God; (17) his whole being bears
the image of the Creator. Human life is sacred because
from its beginning it involves "the creative action of God"
(18) and it remains forever in a special relationship with
the Creator, who is its sole end.(19) God alone is the Lord
of life from its beginning until its end: no one can, in any
circumstance, claim for himself the right to destroy
directly an innocent human being. From Donum Vitae (5)

God loves each human life from the instant of his or her
conception and entrusts this gift to the protection of a
mother and father. Abortion ends the life of a child and
offends God. It also deeply wounds the men and women
involved. (They, after all, are with God co-creator of life)

In the Catechism of the Catholic Church 2270 we read:

Human life must be respected and protected absolute-
ly from the moment of conception. From the first moment
of his existence, a human being must be recognized as
having the rights of a person - among which is the in-
violable right of every innocent being to life.
