FROM THE LETTER OF FR. ROBERT

| just turned off the news from Puerto Rico. They
finally got some trucks they desperately needed.
They are the electric company trucks, the ones with
the booms. Guess what? They were brought there
by a Ukrainian ship! You see how is true what |
always say, that wherever there is something good,
there is an Ukrainian connection. The numbers are
just mind boggling, after a thorough assessment of
the whole island, the numbers just give you an idea
of the magnitude of the problem. To restore
electricity to the island they need 50,000 electric
poles and 6,500 miles of electric cable! My mom
says, that is all what you see everywhere, broken
poles and cables everywhere.

As we celebrate triumph of the Holy Images this
Sunday and looking at the gospel, | had an inspirit-
ion of the idea of exploring the notion of icons as
powerful “soil en-richers”. | remember how St. Al-
phonsus, patron saint of confessors met a certain
man that was away from the sacraments for many
years. As he was in danger of death and would not
go to confession or have nothing to do with St.
Alphonsus who was visiting with him, he gave the
man an icon card of Our Lady of Perpetual Help,
which he accepted. That same day the man ask for
the priest to come back and made a full and worthy
confession..!

This Sunday is the commemoration of the Holy
Fathers of the Seventh Ecumenical Council, the
second held in the city of Nicaea, at which the
Iconoclast heresy was condemned, and the sacred
images restored to their rightful places for the
veneration of the Christian faithful. It was at the
seventh session of Second Nicaea, that the
definitive decree on the veneration of images was
promulgated, on October 13, 787. This celebration is
according to various traditions on Sunday October
11 or on a Sunday close to October 11th. The Holy
Icons and sacred images are not merely good and
useful, but they are necessary..!
