This Sunday we are observing the Memory of
the Fathers of the Seventh Ecumenical Council,
the one that put to rest the issue of Icons in the
Church. 350 Holy Fathers participated in the
year 787 of the Second Council of Nicea that
upheld the use of icons in church and at home.

In our first reading, St. Paul reminds of the
importance of the Cross of our Lord God and
Savior Jesus Christ. The council settles the
issue of the iconoclasm that was going on. Not
only icons and images were destroyed, but
people also lost their lives! The Council calls to
mind the importance of the holy images in our
spiritual life. Actually the church teaches they
are necessary!

Saint Paul says in today’s reading: “May |
never hoast except in the cross of our Lord
Jesus Christ, through which the world has been
crucified to me, and | to the world.” What's the
meaning of this? Well He is talking about the life
of the Christian as being one submitted to the
Holy Will of God. That kind of a life is one that
keeps appetites and passions at bay. It is the
life of the beatitudes in other words a life of
thinking, saying and doing what is good, it is a
life lived with the Hope of Heaven. Saint Paul is
talking about crucifying the old creation so that
the new creation can emerge.

Every day we face ugly things that need to
give way to Grace filled things, possible to us
only through the Grace of our Lord. | need to

forgive my neighbor and talk to him with kind-
ness and if needed asked him for forgiveness.
So | need to crucify my anger, resentment and/or
grudge or simply how | feel.

He is talking about a life submitted to God’s
will, a life that keeps one’s appetites at bay, a life
of the beatitudes. He’s talking about crucifying
the old creation so that the “new creation” can
emerge. Without a doubt it is a somewhat
painful process. Marriage and parenting have
tones of this. You feel like saying... or you feel
like doing... or you feel like giving the silent
treatment... and with God’s grace if we pray, if
we give ourselves some time, we end up saying,
doing or speaking that which is edifying and
grace filled, rather than giving our spouse or
kids a “piece of our mind”. Because giving a
piece of our mind is not Christ like. The new
Creation is Christ centered. It is true that we
might experience sensing we are about
explode... that we can’t possibly hold it one
more minute... but that is where God makes it
possible for us, because we try and are humble
as to ask for the extraordinary grace needed,
and He will be generous and we will be in awe
on seen what God has made possible for us, for
we know it was impossible for us. Therefore, the
Cross is Life Creating: a mystery.

So next time when you are challenged by your
spouse, your child, your friend your coworker...
remember that you are crucified now in Christ,
Who gives you the Grace to be Christ like and
live already in this life the “Angelic life” we hope
one day will be ours eternally.

A man spoke with the Lord about heaven and hell.
The Lord said to the man, "Come, | will show you hell."
They entered a room where a group of famished
people, sat around a huge pot of cooking stew.
Everyone in the room was starving and desperate.
Each person held a spoon that reached the pot, but
each spoon had a handle so much longer than their
own arms, that it could not be used to get the stew into
their own mouths. The suffering was terrible. "Come
now, | will show you heaven," the Lord said. They
entered another room identical to the first with a huge
pot of cooking stew, the group of people, and the same
long-handled spoons. But here, everyone was happy
and well nourished. "l don't understand," said the man.
"Why is everyone happy here and miserable in the
other room? Everything is the same." "But here," said
the Lord, "They have learned to feed each other!"

On this 22nd Sunday after Pentecost, we have the
parable of Rich Man and Lazarus (Luke 16:19-31). This
parable is in quite a different tone from the accounts of
healing and mercy which are so prevalent in the Gospel
of St. Luke. In today’s Gospel reading, we have the
only occasion when our Lord drew aside the veil
between this world and the next, allowing us to see
what is beyond - to see the intimate relationship
between our present and Eternity. People prepare for
life on earth, but seldom do we prepare for the life
thereafter. While Jesus was teaching in the streets, He
shared this story. It is the only parable in which Jesus
refers to anyone by name; therefore, some have
questioned whether it is an account of a real event. He
called the poor man Lazarus, which means, ‘Helped by
God.’ The parable establishes a striking contrast
between a certain sumptuously dressed, well fed, rich
man and a beggar who lies at his door, covered in sores
and whose only desire is to be fed with the crumbs that
fall from this rich man’s table. Lazarus was a poor man
in need, God placed him in front of the rich man to be
cared for, to be helped, and inevitably Lazarus was
neglected and died as a result of this. The parable goes
on to tell us that both Lazarus and the rich man pass
away, but their fate is very different. While the rich man
had a good life and a decent burial, he lost his
opportunity to be with God because he failed to pre-
pare himself for Eternity. The Gospel further goes on

to tell us that: “The beggar died and was carried by the
angels into Abrahams’ bosom: the rich man also died,
and was buried”. The question we need to ask our-
selves today is how prepared are we for Eternal life?

It is imperative for us to learn that whatever we do to
others we do to Jesus. We could say that in many
different ways, the Gospels put this teaching before us,
and once again today the Parable of the Rich Man and
Lazarus asks us to reflect on this certainty. What we do
to others we do to Jesus! The rich man is not
condemned for being rich. Instead he is condemned
because he did not show charity to a poor man called
Lazarus. Lazarus wanted just the scraps from the rich
man’s table, but we are given the impression that he
received neither food nor assistance of any kind. This
always reminds me of the parable of the Good
Samaritan, where the priest and Levite went so far as
moving to the other side of the street in order to avoid
helping the man who was in need. Are we guilty of the
same neglect? Does the Lord place someone in need
before our footsteps to only find that we turn and walk
away? Or are we compassionate enough to do what is
right, to follow in our Lord’s footsteps? Eternal life is
solely based on the choices we make here on earth, so
we need to consider whether or not we are choosing
wisely. Pope Benedict comments on this parable in his
book Jesus of Nazareth: “The Lord wants to lead us
from foolish cleverness toward true wisdom; he wants
to teach us to discern genuine good. And so we have
good grounds, even though it is not there in the text, to
say that the rich glutton was already an empty-hearted
man in this world. The next life brings to light the truth
already present in this life”.

By following the teachings of Jesus, we are asked to
show solidarity and not selfishness. This parable is
spelling out exactly what Jesus means when he says
“we must love our neighbor as ourselves”. We see the
same insensitivity of the rich to the situation around
them in the book of Amos. The Lord said through the
prophet Amos that the rich were living lives of luxury
and ignoring the collapse of Israel. Abraham was very
rich in livestock, silver and gold (Gen 13:2) but it did
not prevent him from answering God’s call. Once
again, the problem is not the rich being rich, because
we see examples in Scripture of wealthy people doing
good deeds. Joseph of Arimathea was a rich man, who



went to Pilate after Jesus died and asked for his body
to bury (Matt 27:57). Nicodemus brought a huge
amount of myrrh and aloes to anoint Jesus’ body after
he died, showing that he also was a rich man who
wanted to use his wealth appropriately (John 19:39).
We also see a rich tax collector named Zacchaeus
undergoing a conversion experience, and donating
great sums of money to the poor (Luke 19:1-10). What
is being critiqued in the Scriptures today is when we
ignore what is happening around us. Indifference to
those who are in need and who are suffering is what
scripture puts before us today as sinful. We could put
it another way; we cannot go to God without our
brothers and sisters around us who are in need
God gave this rich LT RN

man a chance to change
- right in front of his
house was an obvious
need - “At his gate was
laid a beggar named
Lazarus, covered with
sores and longing to eat
what fell from the rich
man’s table” (Luke 16:19-20). Not once or twice, but
apparently everyday he was given this chance to give
Lazarus a decent meal and proper clothing - but he
ignored the need. Lazarus continues to knock at our
door and so the Church has many initiatives to help the
poor. How many hospitals, schools, hospices, and
shelters have been founded by the Church to heed the
call of Christ to care for the poor? Because the poor
man, Lazarus, continues to knock at our door - in every
century - in new ways the Church continues to help the
poor. The annual Peter's pence Collection is entirely
given by the Pope to help the poor of the world. We
have many service agencies scattered throughout the
world to help those in underdeveloped countries. As
individuals we also reach out in many ways. Whenever
there is a natural disaster or calamity of some kind,
people are known for their kindness and some give
very generously. In our time, we could say that those
who are most poor and vulnerable are the unborn. They
are the ‘Lazarus’ knocking on our door for protection.
We can look at Abrahams’ final words: “If they do not
listen to Moses and the Prophets, they will not be
convinced even if someone rises from the dead.” God

wishes us to be ‘persuaded’ to repentance: but the
repentance He expects from us should not have to
come as a result of us witnessing some miraculous
sign - such as the raising of a man from the dead. For
indeed, when Jesus did raise another Lazarus from the
dead, even the Pharisees were not repentant. Instead,
this repentance Christ seeks must be made from the
fruit of an inner persuasion, of the inevitable working
of the Holy Spirit in our lives...

How prepared are we for Eternal life? The rich man
in today’s Gospel had the Scriptures; he had Moses
and the prophets, but chose not live by them. He did
not allow the word of God to take root in his life and he
suffered as a result. Like him, we too have been

: blessed with the Word
of God. Jesus tells us in
today’s Gospel that the
difference between the
rich man and Lazarus
ultimately came down to
the condition of their
souls when they left this
world, based entirely on

g

the life they chose to lead here on earth. The Bible says,
“Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other
name under Heaven given to men by whom we must be

saved” (Acts 4:12). Heaven will be filled with people
we may not expect to see there; people who were
repeat offenders of the 10 commandments, but
somewhere along the way they made a positive choice
to seek God in their midst. We will see a man who was
as low as a two-bit thief, Jacob. We will see a man who
was an adulterer and a murder, David. We will meet a
man who led a life of crime and was saved just before
he died - the thief on the cross. We will meet former
doubters like Thomas; former persecutors like Paul,
and former sinners - just like you and me. Heaven will
be filled with people who do not deserve to be there,
because Heaven will be filled with those who have been
forgiven; people who were repentant, those who finally
made the right choices about how to live. The Lord
said, "Night is coming, when no one can work" (John
9:4). Treasure your life by doing what matters most:
Share things, Seek God, and Live as Christ for one
another. Only in this way can we build up our treasures
in Heaven and be prepared for Eternity.
