The View From Up Here………Our Lady of Fatima  
October 17, 2021 

Hello Dear Climbers of the Holy Mountain (our journey 
from Birth to Eternal Life)…This past Wednesday, 
October 13, 2021 was a very notable anniversary. Know 
what it was? Well, if you are from the Buffalo, NY area, 
in about two seconds you would say, “October Surprise!” 

The “October Surprise” was an unexpected snow-
storm which occurred 15 years ago on the night of 
Thursday October 12 to Friday October 13, 2006. The 
weather turned from Fall to Winter in a matter of hours, 
and right before our very eyes our quiet, beautiful 
neighborhoods, cities and villages were devastated. The 
storm hit after dinner on the 12th and before the clock 
struck 12 at midnight, Western New York was blacked 
out and without power, some places for two weeks or 
more. Many homes and vehicles were completely 
destroyed or damaged. Thousands and thousands of 
trees were lost as their still attached, colorful leaves 
created a great surface area for the heavy snow to land. 
The sounds all during the night of tree branches, and 
even whole trees, creaking and crashing is something 
one will never forget! Fortunately, even with the 
tremendous hardship and devastation that had occurred, 
the area eventually returned to normal. The mess was 
cleaned up, power restored, trees were replanted, and 
life went on once again as before. It was an unforgettable 
event for sure, and most notable, but it is hardly the 
anniversary I want to tell you about today! The 
anniversary I have in mind today is the remembrance of 
October 13, 1917, one hundred and four years ago. On 
that day in a place called Fatima, Portugal our Blessed 
Mother appeared to the three little shepherd children for 
the last time.  

A natural disaster is something that is difficult and 
could even be deadly when it occurs. For a family who 
has lost a loved one, or all their earthly property it would 
remain an unforgettable event. Since the uncomfortable 
situation is over for the community, after fifteen years 
most remember it in a pleasant, joyful way. Who hasn’t 
seen the T-shirts boasting, “I survived the October 
surprise!”, or something like that? And so we move on 
and basically forget about it. The event of October 13, 
1917 and the events leading up to it, the years after, the 
days in which we now live, and for as long as we walk 

this earth is something that can never be forgotten. For 
truly, it is a matter of life and death. The Mother of God 
came as a good Mother to protect her children. She 
came as a good Mother to warn her children. She came 
as a good Mother to protect her children. She came as a 
good Mother to call us to right living! She came as the 
good Mother whom Jesus gave us when from the Cross 
He said, “Woman behold thy son!” He was speaking of 
St John standing there in utter grief and terror, but also 
speaking to all of us. Our Blessed Lord tells His Mother 
that she is now our Mother too. To John He said, “Son 
behold thy Mother”, making us her very children! She 
cares for us, watches us and yes, warns us! 

In the 30th chapter of the Book of Deuteronomy the 
Lord, thousands and thousands of years ago, already 
has summed up the “message of Fatima” saying, “Now 
what I am commanding you today is not too difficult 
for you or beyond your reach. See, I set before you 
today life and prosperity, death and destruction. For 
I command you today to love the Lord your God, to 
walk in obedience to Him and to keep His 
commandments, decrees and laws…but if your heart 
turns away and you are not obedient and if you are 
drawn away to bow down to other gods and worship 
them, I declare to you this day that you will certainly 
be destroyed….This day I have set before you life 
and death, blessings and curses. Now choose life, 
that you and your offspring may live, loving the Lord 
your God, obeying His voice and holding fast to Him, 
for He is your life and length of days. (Deuteronomy 
30: 15-20) The message of the Holy Mother at Fatima is 
again repeating these words: “Choose Life, not Death!” 

Throughout history the Mother of God has appeared, 
and still continues to appear to faithful all around the 
world in various ways. She came to the Apostles after 
her death and comforted them; she comes in our holy 
churches all around the world in her holy and healing 
icons, some weeping tears, some pouring out the sweet 
smell of heaven in flowing myrrh; and all of these point 
to her Son and our God. She comes to the world, to holy 
people who see her and converse with her. In all 
instances, her message to us is the same: “You are the 
people my Son has redeemed! Pray, fast, and live in 
repentance so that you may get to heaven and live 
forever!”

Her words are also the story and message of Fatima, 
from 1917 till now. The account of the Fatima 
appearances is too long to actually 
write here, but here is a brief 
account: In the spring of 1917, with 
World War I raging. Portugal was a 
country of unbelievers, Communists 
and anarchists. Sound like any place 
you know today? Hint: initials are 
USA. In that atmosphere the Holy 
Mother came to three young 
children, Lucia age 10, and her 
cousins Francisco age 9, and his 
sister Jacinta age 7.  

It was in Spring of 1916 when they 
saw the Angel of Peace, who appeared with a Chalice, 
the Host suspended over it as the drops of Precious 
Blood fell into it. The children were able to receive the 
chalice as the Angel of Peace said, “Take and drink of 
the Body and Blood of Jesus Chris, terribly outraged 
by ungrateful men. Repair their crimes and console 
your God.” 

May 13, 1917-Our Lady appears, tells the children she 
is from heaven. Asks them to come every month on the 
13th day. Lucia asks if they will go to heaven and was told 
“yes.” Asks children to say rosary every day for peace 
and end of war (WW I); The children will suffer much 
from unbelievers. June 13, 1917-Our Lady appears and 
tells children Jacinta and Francisco soon to go to 
heaven. Lucia lives to be 97. Jesus wants them to make 
Our Blessed Lady known throughout the whole world. 
July 13 1917-Lady appears again and asks again for 
daily prayer of rosary. August 13, 1917-Children now 
greatly persecuted by secular (unbelieving-“fake news”) 
and local authorities. Children prevented to go to Cove 
for meeting by authorities. Put in prison, interrogated, 
threatened with torture and death. August 19, 1917-Mary 
appears this day and tells them to go again the next 
month when she will again speak with them. ”Pray, pray, 
very much and make sacrifices for sinners…” September 
13, 1917-Great crowds now following the children, 
especially to the place of apparitions. Mary appears, 
talks with children, and promises a great miracle for the 
next month at request of children. They asked this so the 
people would finally believe. October 13, 1917-events 

now very public and great crowds arrive “to see the 
miracle.” Over Seventy thousand people come in driving, 

howling rainstorm. Mary appears, 
asks children that a chapel be built 
here in her honor. She is The Lady of 
the Rosary. Continue to pray rosary 
every day. Great miracle of the sun 
occurs. Sun came out and ground 
and people were dried out. Clothes of 
people dried as if they had just come 
from the cleaners. The sun danced in 
the sky looked as if it were crashing 
to earth. St. Joseph appeared with 
Mary and Jesus. 

My dear Ones, the message is 
clear and simple. Look around you! What do you see? 
Destruction,  sin and unbelief everywhere, yes even in 
His holy church. Great and public sins against God and 
our Holy Mother! Hear our Mother calling to us and 
talking to us. Take up the weapon of the Rosary! Pray, 
fast and  repent as if your very soul, and the souls of 
others depends on it….Because it does! The story of 
Fatima continues!  

Presviataja Bohorodice, spasi nas! 
Most Holy Mother of God save us!

скликає Всецерковний форум 
Української Греко-Католицької 

Церкви в онлайн-форматі 
Всецерковний форум Української Греко-Католиць-

кої Церкви, який скликає Отець і 
Глава УГКЦ Блаженніший Свято-
слав, відбудеться 30 жовтня та 11 
грудня 2021 року. Про це зазначе-
но у декреті Глави УГКЦ. 

«Дорадчий голос представників 
всієї УГКЦ є важливою допомогою 
її Отцю і Главі та Синодові Єпис-
копів у вирішенні важливих пи-
тань, особливо в апостольській 
діяльності. Тому ми, владою нам 
даною, заслухавши думку Постій-
ного Синоду, який відбувся 5-7 
жовтня 2021 року Божого, зваживши на норми кан. 
140-142 Кодексу канонів Східних Церков, скликаємо 
Всецерковний форум Української Греко-Католицької 
Церкви і постановляємо, що перша сесія Форуму 
відбудеться в онлайн-форматі 30 жовтня, а друга се-
сія ‒ 11 грудня 2021 року Божого», ‒ сказано у тексті 
документа. 

«До участі у Форумі закликаємо єпископів, богопо-
свячених осіб, священнослужителів і мирян УГКЦ, які 
були обрані делегатами єпархій на VII cесію Патрі-
аршого Собору УГКЦ… Секретаря VII cесії Патріар-
шого Собору уповноважуємо підготувати та провести 
цей Форум», ‒ мовиться у Декреті. 

«Цей Форум має стати майданчиком для загально-
церковного обговорення питань, які порушує Секре-
таріат Синоду Єпископів, щоб спільно із Вселенською 
Церквою йти «синодальним шляхом», ‒ пояснює 
Глава УГКЦ у листі до єпископів УГКЦ. 

А також повідомляє, що Секретаріат VII сесії Патрі-
аршого Собору пропонує, щоб від кожної церковної 
структури взяли участь: єпископ, священник, монах, 
монахиня і мирянин/мирянка, обрані серед делегатів 
на VII cесію Патріаршого Собору. У країнах, де немає 
наших структур, делегатів визначає голова ПМВ вла-
дика Степан Сус. У єпархіях, де ще не були проведені 

єпархіальні собори і не були визначені делегати, 
Предстоятель УГКЦ просить призначити делегатів на 
Всецерковний форум. 

 

У листі Глави Церкви також повідомляється, що на 
першій сесії єпископ-помічник Тернопільсько-Зборів-
ської архиєпархії владика Теодор Мартинюк предста-
вить тему «Про синодальний шлях Церкви». А під час 

другої зустрічі правлячий архиє-
рей Пармської єпархії владика 
Богдан Данило представить тему 
«Актуальне становище греко-ка-
толицької родини: плюси і мінуси 
домашньої Церкви, життя вірою в 
онлайн-форматі, міграційні про-
цеси в рамках закритих фізичних 
кордонів і відкритої віртуальної 
дійсності». Відтак на форумі слу-
хатимуть делегатів.
