From " Good Samaritan" Ukr. Radio pr.
Some years ago an evangelist announced that he would
speak the following Sunday on "Heaven."

FROM THE LETTER OF FR. ROBERT

Isn’t it amazing how the saints think and view
life? There is this clarity in their understanding,
like Mother Theresa of Calcutta analyzing hun-
ger in the world said: “When a poor person dies
of hunger, it has not happened because God did
not take care of him or her. It has happened b-
ecause neither you nor | wanted to give that per-
son what he or she needed.” Wow! What a great
truth! This comes to my mind as | contemplate
the rich man in this Sunday’s gospel.

This week we hear the parable of the gospel
where Lazarus the poor beggar dies and goes to
heaven and the rich man dies and ends in hell.
To our Lord’s contemporaries everythmg is

man ends in hell (he doesn’t even have a name)
and Lazarus ends in the bosom of Abraham
(heaven).

The sting of the story is that the rich man
ignored Lazarus needs and for that he was
condemned into hell. This is news to Jesus
contemporaries! He goes to hell not for being a
public sinner, a thief, a dishonest person or an
adulterous individual... What brought him to
hell was that he decided not to share a little bit
of food, medicine, and clothing with Lazarus. He
did not provide Lazarus with some roof or
shelter; he would not be impoverished by doing
that and would have ended also in the “bosom
of Abraham”, heaven.

all God will recompense, accord-
ing to their understanding, some-
one with riches for being a faith-
ful adherent to the Law of Yah-
weh. The second issue is that
according to their understanding
God will punish with illness and
disasters those that were trans-
gressors of the Law of Yahweh.
This is what I call the sting of the
parable (parables have often a
sting, a message that calls for a
change, and change is always
painful). To the Lords contem-
poraries the rich man by the fact that God
granted himriches, was certainly a keeper of the
law, which will translate that after death he
should enjoy of heaven, the “bosom of
Abraham”. Their view of Lazarus that was poor
and sickly was that he had to be a sinner, a
transgressor of the Law, in the best scenario at
least his ancestors were such. After death for
sure Lazarus will pay with being condemned to
hell. However the end of the story is that the rich

needy some of our money, bread, medicine,
shelter, clothing... but let us always treat every-
one with the same kindness and love. Mother
Theresa of Calcutta said: “Speak tenderly to
them. Let there be kindness in your face, in your
eyes, in your smile, in the warmth of your
greeting. Always have a cheerful smile. Don’t
only give your care, but give your heart as well.”
