From "Good Samaritan" Ukr. Radio pr.

As we begin our Christmas Fast, the Gos-
pel for this Sunday (Luke 12:16-21) issues us
a serious and stern warning. While Jesus is
in the middle of teaching His disciples, a man
who is dissatisfied with his brother and
his share of property suddenly
interrupts Him. Then Jesus
begins to share a parable with
all of them, saying: "The
ground of a certain rich
man yielded plentifully.”
The rich man of this pa-
rable was a farmer, but he
represents all those who
are seduced by any kind of
greed. As this farmer looks
at his amazing harvest, he
does not see the hand of God in
his good fortune - instead, he only
sees his own efforts - and expects to yield
more and more, building bigger and better
barns to store up all his grain. He says to his
own soul: “Take ease, eat, drink, and be
merry”. But God rebukes him by saying:
“You fool, this night your soul shall be re-
quired of you; then whose will those things
be which you have stored? So is he who lays
up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward
God.” This parable faces each of us with a
searching question - if, this very night, our
soul were to be required of us, where do our
riches lie? Would we be rich for ourselves or
rich for God? Jesus is teaching that life does
not consist in possessions, but rather the
honest intentions of our soul. Christ is say-
ing that even if one could amass a large ac-
cumulation of wealth - it would not produce
life. For Eternal life does not consist in
things. God’s words pierce through our

shallow thinking, exposing many of our weak-
nesses in this world.

This parable often reminds me of Leo Tols-
toy’s story of a successful peasant farmer
who was not satisfied with his lot in life. He

wanted more of everything. One day he re-
ceived a fabulous offer. For 100 ru-

bels, he could buy all the land he
could walk around in a single
day. The only catch in the deal
was that he had to return to
his starting point by sundown.

Early the next morning, he

started out walking at a fast

pace. By midday he was very
tired, but he kept going, co-
vering more and more ground.
Well into the afternoon he realiz-
ed that his greed had taken him far
from the starting point. He quickened
his pace and as the sun began to sink low in
the sky, he began to run; knowing that if he
did not make it back by sundown the opportu-
nity to become an even bigger landholder
would be lost. As the sun began to sink be-
low the horizon he came within sight of the
finish line. Gasping for breath, his heart
pounding, he called upon every bit of
strength left in his body and staggered across
the line just before the sun disappeared. But
before he could even celebrate his new win
fall and abundant lands, the farmer collapsed,
blood streaming from his mouth. In a few mi-
nutes he was dead. Afterwards, his servants
dug a grave. It was not much over six feet
long and three feet wide. The title of story
was: How Much Land Does a Man Need?

Jesus said: “For what profit is it to a man if
he gains the whole world, and loses his own
soul?”...



This coming Thursday is Thanksgiving, and
hopefully our minds turn toward all the things
for which we should be thankful - the gifts of
life and health, the blessing of family and
friends, and the unconditional love of our
Heavenly Father. Thanksgiving brings a per-
fect time to give thanks to the Almighty for
everything that He has done for our good. On
Thanksgiving, families gather to share a little
time together, to share the thanksgiving din-
ner, to express gratitude towards each person
who is connected with their lives, to reflect on
the past and to create sweet memories for the
future.
