The View From Up Here Wait! What?!! 
November 20, 2022 

 

Hello, My Dear Climber on the Holy Mountain,  
 

Sorry I’ve been away so long! Certainly have been 
missing you, and I hope you have been missing me! I’ve 
got a lot of time to write these days as we are like a bunch 
of bears, hibernating in our homes, waiting and praying 
for this awful storm to pass! I’m 
writing to you on Friday morning 
November18 and the snow 
continues to fall at a crazy 
amount per hour! If you are in 
Buffalo, or the Southtowns, you 
understand perfectly what is 
going on! I’ve been in this area 
for over 50 years and never 
have seen a storm such as this. 
It’s been non-stop since last 
night at 7:30 when the snow 
began to fall and the storm 
introduced herself with a brilliant 
flash of lightning and a VERY 
loud clap of thunder! (I’m old-
fashioned and think storms, 
especially “Her-acaines” should 
have female names…you never 
heard of a “Him-acaine, have 
you?! J )Praying today and 
asking for prayers from our 
Prayer Warriors, here and 
everywhere, as many people 
are suffering various hardships of storm related 
problems, fears and difficulties… car wrecks, power 
outages illnesses. Thank God for our First Responders 
and Police! They are out there in the middle of it all, and 
as always, are doing an amazing job! “This too, shall 
pass”! 

I really want to write to you about “Philip’s Fast”, which 
brings me to the title of this letter. If you don’t have young 
people in your house, those words might sound unusual: 
“Wait! What?!!” High-schoolers and young adults often 
use this term to express surprise at a statement they are 
hearing. For example, I say, “Those who follow the new 
calendar have now begun “Philip’s Fast”, and those who 

pray by the old calendar will begin on November 28.” 
Hearing the words “Philip’s Fast” might cause you to say 
in surprise, “Wait! What?!! Those words expressing 
surprise translate to: “What are you talking about? I 
never heard of Philip’s Fast! As a matter of fact, I never 
heard of any fast, except Lent!”  

From ancient times our Eastern Church has always 
observed this Fast as well as the time of Apostle’s Fast, 

Dormition Fast and of course, The 
Great Fast before Pascha. 
Somehow or someway over the 
years all the fasting times where 
somehow pushed aside and not 
even emphasized as part of our 
spiritual journey. The reasons for 
that happening are varied and I 
don’t want to delve into it today. 
The great joy is to know that our 
observance of the four fasting 
times has returned to the 
preaching and teaching of the 
church. There might be some who 
will say “Wait-What”, but not like it 
used to be. So that you will not 
have to say those questioning 
words, let me tell you some things 
about Philip’s Fast! 

“Even now, says the Lord, 
return to Me with your whole 
heart, with fasting and weeping 
and mourning; rend your 
hearts, not your garments, and 

return to the Lord, your God!” (Joel 2:12-13) 
We are now at the beginning of our Fast, if we follow 

the new calendar, and soon we will begin this time of 
preparation, if we follow the old calendar (November 28 
is first day). This Nativity Fast is a time of preparation for 
the great Feasts of the Nativity of our Lord and of Holy 
Theophany. This forty days of fasting and preparation 
should be a time of spiritual anticipation and renewal. 
“Make ready the way of the Lord….” Luke 3:4   The world 
will be giving us “Holiday Time” from now until December 
25 or 26th, and then “they” will be finished with it. The 
frenzy, the parties, will be over as attention turns to 
Times Square and New Year’s Day!

Not so with us! Our Philip’s Fast is 40days and we only 
begin to celebrate the great feast of the first coming of 
Our Savior, His glorious Nativity in the Flesh, on the night 
of December 24 at our “Holy 
Supper” or “Sviat Vechir”. 
For us, who are on our 
spiritual climb, our time of 
rejoicing will then continue 
until February 2nd, when we 
will complete the Christmas 
cycle with the great feast of 
the Encounter of Our Lord in 
the Temple. Forty days of 
prayer, fasting and renewal; 
Forty days of rejoicing! 

The Church understands that there will be events 
occurring that the faithful will attend during the time 
before Christmas. Some of these “parties” may even be 
required by your place of employment, such as work 
parties, organization parties, etc. Please know this is 
NOT a sinful. However, as true seekers of the Kingdom, 
and if we are indeed preparing to meet the King of Kings, 
we should, as much as possible avoid the “Sparkle 
Season” and devote our time and energy to the keys of 
all the fasting times: “Prayer, Fasting and Almsgiving.” 

We ae especially called to spiritual renewal by 
attending the services in the Church and receiving the 
Sacraments of Holy Confession and the Eucharist. Let 
this be our focus as we journey through this time of fast 
to prepare ourselves to meet our Lord and God and 
Savior. Jesus Christ, come to this world to save us!”  

As we look to the wisdom of the Church, we see that 
She always prepares the faithful for the great and 
glorious feasts, either by longer or shorter fasting 
periods. We now are entering, or have already entered 
the forty days of preparation for the Nativity of our Lord. 
(Our Roman Catholic brothers and sisters today 
celebrate the beautiful and meaningful Feast of Christ 
the King. Our God, come to this earth is indeed King of 
the Universe and He will come again as the glorious, 
triumphant King and God! Then next Sonday is the First 
Sonday of Advent for them) 

Now you know there is the special and important time 
of Philip’s Fast! Now when you hear it mentioned in the 
Church, you no longer can say, “Wait! What?!!! Now you 

know! Just as Philip said to Nathanael regarding the 
Lord, “Come and see!”, so too are we now invited to go 
to meet Jesus and learn from Him. Let us boldly continue 

in our efforts of prayer, fasting 
and almsgiving, so that in this 
spiritual renewal we can 
ready to greet Him, now at the 
time of His Nativity, and 
certainly when He comes in 
His glory to take us home! 
Spiritually renewed by this 
Philip’s Fast, let us stand 
ready to greet Him! May the 
Lord bless your fast and lead 
you to His Holy Nativity! 

Do you know that the word “Eucharist” means 
thanksgiving? In the Eucharist we Christians are always 
and everywhere people of thanks. This coming week we 
remember that as we sit down at our Table of Love and 
render our Thanks “for all His blessings, known or 
unknown, evident or concealed.”
