Pope Francis is |nV|t|ng everyone to have “a
more humble Christmas” this year.

At the end of his weekly general audience Dec.
14, the pope asked people to consider spending
less on gifts and parties and in order to help the
people of Ukraine.

“It is good to celebrate Christmas, to have
parties — but let’s lower the level of Christmas
spending,” he encouraged. “Let’s send what we
save to the Ukrainian people, who are in need,
suffering so much; they go hungry, they feel the
cold, and so many die because there are no
doctors, nurses at hand."

“Let’s have a more humble Christmas, with
more humble gifts,” he said.

The pope drew attention once again to the
suffering of the Ukrainian people at the end of
his weekly public audience on spiritual
vigilance.

He said the ongoing war in Ukraine does not
mean we should forget about celebrating
Christmas altogether, but we should do so “with
Ukrainians in our hearts.”

Pope Francis encouraged everyone to in-
crease their spiritual preparation as Christmas
quickly approaches.

Be at peace with the Lord, he said, and “let us
make that concrete gesture” for the people of
Ukraine

. The legend of St. Nicholas
came to our native Ukraine
along with the Christian faith. In
the second half of the eleventh
century, a Church was built in
Kiev in honor of St. Nicholas.
The Church of St. Nicholas in
Lviv, which dates back to the
thirteenth century, is one of the
oldest. Songs about St.
Nicholas are among the earliest
examples of Ukrainian poetry.

In the Cathedral Church of St.
Sophia in Kiev, there is an icon
of St. Nicholas, so called, “the
Wet”. This icon became famous
in the eleventh century because
of a special miracle. A man with
his wife and small son were
returning from a feast day SEiis
celebration, and were on their way to Kiev, traveling
along the Dnipro River by boat. Suddenly a storm
b : broke out and the
boy fell out of the
boat into the Dnipro.
Several days later,
they found him alive
and healthy, but only
wet, at the foot of this
icon of St. Nicholas.
The icon received its
name from this
! lezza=s| incident. There are
several other legends about St. Nicholas. He once
gave back to an elderly woman the full use of her
crippled arm. St. Nicholas once saved three
generals who had unjustly been thrown into prison
and were awaiting execution. There is also a legend
that the bishop of Myra helped a family with three

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daughters. They were so poor that
their father was about to sell them
to a landlord to save them from
starving to death. St. Nicholas
heard of their need and decided to
help them. He took three bags
filled with gold and threw them
through a window into their living
room. One of the most beloved
legends of St. Nicholas occurred
when the town of Myra was in the
grip of a cruel famine. When a
boat full of wheat that was headed
. for Rome entered the harbor of
Myra the holy bishop asked the
captain for grain. But the captain
refused to hand it out. St. Nicholas
o3 Eal— promised that not a single bit of
I wheat would be missing when the
T Dboat reached Rome. The captain
finally relented and the crew carried the wheat into
the town of Myra to feed the starving people. When
the grain was later I e
weighed in Rome,
miraculously it was
found that the
correct amount of
wheat had reached
the city. The grain
saved Myra and
everybody was full
of praise for St.
Nicholas.

St. Nicholas the Miracleworker, Patron Saint of our Church in Buffalo, N.Y.
A large number of miracles are attributed to St. Nicholas as well as striking acts of charity. He is
credited with many miraculous legends and wondrous stories. (From Good Samaritan Radio Pr. 2007)

St. Nicholas is a living symbol of our Savior’s love and mercy toward mankind. From the earliest times
our Holy Father, St. Nicholas, enjoyed great veneration and universal respect among our people. Not a
single home in our native land of Ukraine was without an icon of St. Nicholas, and his icon is almost
always seen among the icons on the iconostases of our Churches. Our people venerate him as though
he were a native Saint. Although over one thousand five hundred years have passed since his death,
because of his works of charity and merciful generosity, he continues to live in the hearts of millions of
people. Every year on his feast day, his love of neighbor continues to live symbolically throughout the
world, as thousands upon thousands of children receive gifts in his name. The secret of his great and
continuous following, among all the Christian nations, lies in the fact that he has become a symbol of
sacrificial love and mercy. This is attested by the history of his popular devotion, our Church services,
and the fervent veneration of his icons.

We do not know much about the life of St. Nicholas, and what we do know is somewhat embellished
with various legends. We know for certain that St. Nicholas was a bishop for many years in Myra, a city
in Asia Minor. That he took part in the first Ecumenical Council in 325 AD, and that he died around the
year 345 AD. His whole life was dedicated to works of mercy, both corporal and spiritual. Even during
his life, he was called the father of orphans, widows, and the poor. After his death, the Lord glorified him
with the gift of working miracles, for which he received the title “great wonder-worker”. His celebrated
miracles were the chief reason for the rapid spread of devoted followers and faithful.
